It said,
howeevr, that the company to be attacked legally
is the Empire Subway Company, Limited, the com-
pany which controls, by a permit from the city,
the subway conduits through which telephone wires
are laid. The report said this company is owned
by the others.

It declared that the present application for a
franchise for the New York Telephone Company
contains a *“‘joker' in the clause that provides an-
nual payment to the city, for the franchise shall
continue * long as no other telephone system
is establlshed in the city and no other telephone
franchises are granted.”

Another member of the sub-committee, Perley
Morse, advocated in his report the granting of a
franchise to a company that shall use the auto-
matic system.

Lindon Bates, ir., made a report in which he said
that, while “‘the possibility of competition should bhe
sedulously kept as a possible weapon against a mo-
nopoly,” double services are “‘technically and praec-
tically inadvisable and detrimental.” Ie advised
that the public service bills should be so amended
as to glve the proposed commission authority over
the telephone companies. He admitted that the
present system of charging calls now in the hands
of the companies is “very lable to error,” and sug-
gested that the use of meters would be the proper
remedy.

The meeting last night was to have been s gen-
eral discussion of the case by members of the club
fand by representatives of the New York Telephone
Company, and of the Atlantic Telephone Com-
pany, which has applled to the Board of Esti-
mate for a franchise to install automatic tele-
phones in competition with the established com-
pany. Ex-Judge Willlam A. Cohen, counsel for the
New York Telephone Company, had promised to
attend with an engineer and to explain his atti-
tude. Instead, he sent a rather tart letter in which
he regretted his inabllity to come. He wrote that
the committee was wrong in de laring the com-
pany had no valid franchise, and added: I had
not thought the committea of the Republican Club
Wwas to turn itself into a self-constituted court of
law.”
