He may be polite and he
may not, and he wiil probably think the women
who complain are crand but he doesn’'t care
five cents whether o n i wed or not
Th thing for you to do is to find out what are
syour own rights and what are the duties of cer-
tain officials, like a district superintendent, for
instance. Then if yvou find he is not performing
1hose duties, bring charges against him in court.
Don't comapiain to the commissioner, but arrest
him if he is arrestable and indiet him if he is
indictable. One example like that would be
worth more than all the resolutions vou could
pass between now and the end of the yvear. Yon
would see the results of it before the end of the
summer. You would have the street cleaning
officials sitting up and wondering what was go-
ing to become of their jobs. But theyv care no
more for public opinion and public meetings and
resolufions than the moon does for the baying
of a hound.”

Students of fire losses throughout tha world
agree that the annual destruction of property by
fire In the Unlited States is in excess of that re-
corded tn any other country. Fublications an the
subject have appeared lately in the consular re-
A committea of the National Board of Fire
Underwriters, reviewing fire losses per capita, de-
that “the per capita loss of tha United
is appallingly greater than in any other
country.” Tha committec’s assertion would appear
to be justiticd, the average annual per capita loss
in Austria, Denmark, France, Germany, ltaly and
Switzerland being only about 33 cents, against an
average of $247 in the United States.

In accounting for the exceasive fire waste in
this country tha “national carelessness’ {s com-
monly put forth as a comprehensive explanation
1t must be admitted that until very recently reck-
leasness, pectg fire dangers, has been a na-
tional cl sristle. But, fortunately, a movement
is under wav to check by sclentific methods the
neecless waste of lives and wealth.

How little att¢ntion has been paid to fire pre-
ventlon, even among a very intelligent part of the
public, 18 shewn in this number of “Insurance Engi-
neering’' by the speclal reports on 222 educationsl
insiitutions relative to conditions that affect the
safety of students. We learn the lesson from the
colleges and universities that precautions against
fire l.ave becn neglected generally. So, if the ques-
iom were asked, Are the young men and youn
women who nre attending American colleges an
universities well looked after as respects protee-
tion from fire dangerse” the answer must be that
thed are not. Unnecessary dangers, serious men-
aces, exist. The installation of better systems of
fire protection, public and private, must take place
if conditions are to be lmproved. No attempt will
be made in this article to take up'the reports in
detall. Tha voluminous data are likely to be
analyzed and discussed In subsequent numbers of
“Insurance Engincering.” and examples of good
eonstruction and equipment described and illus-
