Says Many “Nature” Story Writers
Are Fakers.

A convereation with President Roosevelt on the
subject of nature books and certain so-called “stu-
dents of nature” is the basis of an article entitled
“Roosevelt and the Nature Fakers,” by Edward B.
Clark, in the June issue of “Everybody's Maga-
zine.” In the conversation which Mr. Clark reports
the Presldent expresses hig firm belief that many
writers about wild animals, ameng them \\'mlar;x
J. Long, Jack London and Charles G. D. Roberts,
have failed to learn “the real secrets of the life !r;
the wilderness."
2ke the chapter from Jack London's ‘White
Fang’ that tells the story of a fight between the
great morthern wolf, White Fang, and a bulldog,”
sald President Roogevelt, according to Mr. Clark.
{"l‘.l~:\ding this, I can't believe that Mr. London
| knows much about the wolves, and T am certain

{ that he knows nothing about their fighting, or as a
| realist he would nat tell this tale. This kind of
realism is a closet product.”

The President went on to give from his wide
knowledge of the animals ¢of the mountain and for-
st the reasons why Mr. London should not be ac-
cepted as a reallst. 17 he and others like him wrote
their stories In the epirit of Kipling in his Jungle
Books, they might be read as fiction and fable and
be enioyed to the full without doing any harm.

“But when such fables are written by a make-
belleve realist,” Mr. Clarke reports the President
as sayving, “‘the matter assumes an entirely differ-
ent complexion. Men who have visited the haunts
of the wild beasts, who have seen them and have
learned at least something of thelr ways, resent
such gross falsifyving of nature's records.”

“Realism is truth,” he says. *“A writer like
Stewart Edward Whita is true to nature; he knows
the forest and the mountains and the desert; he
puts down what he and he sees the truth.
But certain others either have not seen at all or
they have seen superficlally. Nature writing with
them 1is no labor of love. Thelr readers, in the
main persons who have never lived apart from the
paved street, take the wildest fiights of the imagil-
nation of these ‘realists’ as an inspired word from
the gospel of nature. It is false teaching.

“Willlam J. Long is perhaps the worst of these
nature writing offenders. It is his stories, I am
told, that have been put, in part, into many of the
! publie schools of the country, in order that from
{ them the children may get the truths of wild ani-

mal life.

Here Is what the writer says An his preface
to the story: ‘Every incident in U:s wolf's life,
