GEORGIA DAY AT JAWMESTOWN.

Arrangements for President Roosevelt’s Part
in Exercisez Completed.

Washington, May 25.—Arrangements have prac-
tically been completed for the part the President is
to take in the exercises of Georgia Duy, June 10.
at the Jamestown exposition. W. N. Mitchell, the
president of the Georgia commission, was in con-
ference with Secretary Loeb to-day regarding the
details of the visit. The programme is to Ilnclude
music, a parade of 10,000 or more men from the
army, navy and militia, an address introducing the
President by Mr, Mitchell, a reply by the Presi-
dent and the pronouncing of the benediction by
Cardinal Gibbons.

Following the exercisea on the reviewing stand,
Mr. Roosevelt is to be entertained at luncheon in
2 house an exact reproduction of that in Roswell,
Ga., in which his mother was born and married.
Ambassadors Jusserand of France and Mayor Des
Planches of Italy have promised to attend, and
Secretary Metcalf and a party of friends, includ-
ing Postmaster General and Mis. Meyer, are giso
going. Becretary Metcalf has promised to have all
the warships available at Hampton Roads on
Georgia Day and to direct that they be {lluminated
2t night.

Efforts are being meade by Mr. Mitchell to have
21! the sallors, both Americen and foreign, and
soldjers In the vicinity of Hampton Roads take part
in the parade, which the President is to review,
and Ambassador Jusserand has promised to do all
he can to get the Frenchmen to join in the fes-
tivities. Georgia will be represented by about fif-
teen hundred militiamen, made up of the 5th Regi-
ment and band. the Sparta Rifles and other inde-
pendent companies. The West Point cadets, the
Annapolis midshipmen and about two thousand
Virginia militiamen are also scheduled to march.

An incident of the trip will be the presentation
by Governor Terrcil, of Georgia, of the $10,000 silver
service 10 the battleship named after that state.
The presentation is to be made to Pres!dent Roose-
velt, who will accept on behalf of the capta‘n of
the vessel, Governor Terrell is to be accompanied
by his staff.

The President and his party will leave Washing-
tion on the afternoon of June 9 in the Mayvflower,
and somewhere in the lower Potomac will be trans-
ferred to the battieship Georgia, in which the trip
to Hampton Roads will be completed.
