The fact that Mrs. Gould has complained that

trict around East Broadway and Jefferson street i«populated almost entirely by Jews, all the literature
which the committee win distribute and most of the
lecture* willbe in Yiddish.

TUBERCULOSIS EXHIBITION OPEN.

Fifteenth Assembly District Organization
Club Meets at Duryea's.

With the prospect before them of a holiday in
which to rest, seven hundred or more of the mem-

DR. ADLERS GRADUATES.

Addresses Phi Beta Kappa on "Aca-

demic Freedom."
Ithaca, N. V.. May 29.—The Cornell Chapter of

Phi Beta Kappa celebrated to-day the twenty-fifth
anniversary of its foundation. The feature of th«
celebration was the address of President Charles
W. Eliot of Harvard, who spok« In Sage Chapel on
"Academic Freedom."

Dr. Eliot laid much stress on the danger of re-
strictions put on both the students and the teacher,
especially In the higher Institutions of learning. A
teacher holding opinions contrary to the majority
of his fellows could not be freely heard, he said.
his lot being punishment by banishment or silence.
The most effective way to prevent the teaching of
dangerous subjects, he argued, was to eliminate
the subjects from the curriculum altogether.
Dr. Eliot declared that the great danger to the

freedom of teachers was the frequent changes by
the boards of education and the trustees, and ar-
«r>ied against such removals and changes, except
for misconduct or Inefficiency publicly proved. Tho
greatest danger, however, to American teachers he
found In too much teaching and too much adminis-
trative work combined. The teacher's efficiency
depended on his vitalityand enthusiasm In the sub-
ject, nnd he muft be/ comparatively free from pe-
cuniary cares by having a salary large enough to
permit of his entire devotion to the work, and
above all the teacher must be disposed to ideallHtlo
and altruistic tendencies.

One Senator objected that no regulation should beettempted without inquiring into the conditionsbat it was answered that "thirty-three thousand
commercial travellers urged the passage of the bill"
and "the state grange favored it."

Senator McCarren gave the most sensible reason
which was offered for supporting the bill. He said
ir. substance: "Iam ashamed of myself for sup-
porting this bill, but Ido so because I think thesooner the railroads are wrecked the quicker we
will come to our senses." By legislation under theguise of police power, of taxation, and cf other
reserved powers of the states. Invidious burdens
have been Imposed upon classes of Individuals un-
equal to those imposed under like conditions upon
other classes.

The majority In this country, more than In any
ether country In the world, are prosper but too
many of them envy the greater prosperity of some
of the minority, and through vindlctlveness orgreed propose to wrench it from them and appro-
priate It to themselves. They forget, when wreak-
ing vengeance en the predatory abuses of power by
the unscrupulous manager? f corporations, that
they are striking down ihe property rights of mul-
titudes cf Innocent investors !n every community
who are Inno way responsible for the wrongs that
have been committed.
It Is under color of these reserved powers of the

Ftat* lawful In themselves and indispensable to
the wellbelr.gof the people when restrained within
proper limits—that the first assaults upon the rights
end property Interests of the minority willbe made
In those countries whose government rests upon
popular suffrage. In none of our political parties,
as at present constituted, does there seem to be
any hope of conservative action to stay the frenzied
attack which is being made upon the prosperity of
th» minority.

The Republican party under its present leader-
BMp has entered Into a mad race with the leaders
of the Democratic party to capture the votes of
the discontented, the prejudiced, the unthinking
and the fanatical believers In socialistic theories
Vastly the greater number of the, minority are not
the millionaires, but are people of moderate means
who find their most nn^de^t Incomes vanishing.

There are enoueh of these to form a party which
would hold the balance of power in many states
But until rash a party is formed. ar.d the people of
this country generally are educated to a saner
fense of Justice \u25a0'.nd expediency. th* only refug«
from these assaults Is '\u25a0:. the courts.

At the table with Judge Parker arid thfl guest
of the evening sat Judge B. Henry Ijacombe, of
the United States Circuit art, now the sen! r on
that bench elnce the retirement of Judge Wallace,
who responded to the toast. "The Second Circuit";
Wayne MacVeagh, of Chicago, who replied to "The
Eupreme Court of the United States"; Judge l»

Baron B. Colt, of Rhode Island, who had the toast

"The Eastern Circuits"; Judge Horace 11. Lurton,
of the Tennessee federal bench, whose theme was
"The Western Circuits"; Chief Judge Edgar M.
Ojllen of the New York State Court of Appeals,
who talked on "The State Courts," and Stewart 1...
Woodford, who talked on "The Bar of New York."
Inhis speech Judge Parker was severe In his criti-
cism of some of the legislation with which the
courts have to deal. "Prompted by demagoguery"
and "conceived In stopldity and born In Ignorance"
Win the way he characterized some of It. Yet, he
feld. Fome of the mischievous and harmful legisla-
tion was upheld by the courts because It was found
to be within the power of the legislative branch of
the government. Judge Parker said In part:

We meet to do honor to a great Judge, to evidence
the affection we cherish, as well as tho admirationwe feel for htm. and to say to him In tones which
all can near and understand: "Too have been falth-
iul to that most exalted of all causes In which men
caa engage— the cause of Justice, and we honor you
for it."

The bar. as well an Judge Wallace, is honored by
the presence of so many Judges, representing two
separate, different and distinct Jurisdictions, but all
•ra-aire'i in the high calling of administering Justice
under the law.

The perfect balance In which the scales of Justicehave been held in passing upon legislation excites
the wonder and the admiration of the student.
On the one hand he finds legislation prompted by
cemajroKuery «»nd temporarily popular stricken
down by the Judgment of the court because it vio-
lates the Constitution and the charter of the peo-
ple's liberties. On the other hand, he discovers
rtatutes conceived in stupidity and born in lgno-ence, for relief from which the public pray the
aid of the court, upheld because, mischievous and
hurtful though they be, they are found to be with-
in the power committed to the legislative branch of
the government,

WhHe maintaining in all their Integrity the Con-
rtltutlon and valid statutes of the country, the
courts have been alert and progressive in so devel-
oping the common law and equity that they have
been able to meet the requirements incident to the
wonderful expansion end growth of our country,
doubling as it has in populaxion every thirty years.

After revlewlnc the history of the second circuit
for twenty-five years and pointing out the evils of
the almost Czarlike power invested In the Judge,
Judge Lacoinbe said:

The rlir.ner. aUend.il by n-arly five

hundred members of the judiciary and bar of thn

country, was tendered \» Judge Wallace by the

members of the bar of the State of New York.
Ex-Judge Alton B. Par'.cer presided.

Inhis speec'.i Judge WnllarP. relieved of all re-
straining influences which his pla.-e on the bench

had placed upon him, launched forth into a vigor-

ous criticism of the move to abolish the life tenure

of federal judges. He followed this with an attack
upon the spirit of recklessness which has led some
of the moves against corporate interests.

Taking as a text the recent passage of the two
cent fare bill by the State legislature, he pointed
out the dancer of the passage of pucli legislation
wiihoui adequate investigation. Such attacks upon
the financial and indurtrial interests of the country
were a serious menace to the property rights of
small investors. He sounded a warning note
against the spirit of confiscation.

After thanking the company for honoring, him.
Judge Wallace said:

THIERRY at west point.

French Hear Admiral and His Of-
ficers Go Up the River.

Rear Admiral Thierry, commander in chief of
the Atlantic cruising squadron of the French
navy, with the captains and some of the officers of
the French cruisers now in port, was the guest yes-
terday of the army and navy on a trip to West
Point. The navy, through its chief of the bureau
Of navigation, Rear Admiral Wlllard H. Brownson.
furnished Weal transportation for the foreign naval
officers, for they caw the beauties of the Hudson
from the deck of the United States torpedo boat de-
stroyer Hopkins, commanded by Lieutenant Alfred
G. Howe, and their escort was Major General Fred-
erick D.Grant, U.B. A.,and his aid. Captain Albert
Bowley, of the United States field artillery corps.

With the French admiral were Flag Captain De
Saint Pern. Flag Lieutenant Ratirr. Chief of Staff
Captain Preaubert and Ensign Moirout. all of the
flagship Kleber; Captain Navel, of the Victor Hugo,
and Ensign Barre, of the same ship; Captain Cam
and Ensign Grlmault. of the cruiser Chasseloup-
Laubat, and Algernon Cunllffe Owen and Frank
Bowley.

A detachment of United States Negro cavalry
met the party when !t arrived at the West Point
pier at 1:30 p. m., and escorted it,first to the riding
hall, where some daring rough riding by a com-
pany of cadets was seen, thence through various
buildings. Including the memorial hall. the ball-
room, the mess hall, the kitchen and the bakery.
A salute of thirteen guns was fired as the visitors
reached the drill ground. The cadets" quarters
were inspected, and then a special field artillery
drill, with 3-inch guns, was held for the French
officers, and a baseball game was watched. Fol-
lowing this there was coast defence target practice,
with firing with 6ub-calbre charges at a moving
target, which was being tewed across the river.
Several bull's eyes were made at 1,200 yards range,
eliciting applause from the visitors.

General Grant and his aid. Captain Bomley,
boarded the Hopkins off Governor's Island, and at
11 a. m. the French officers were taken on board
off West 12d Street. When the Hopkins was pass-
Ing Grant's Tomb Admiral Thierry lined up his
officers on the starboard side of the boat and rev-
erently saluted the resting place of the father of
the man who was their host yesterday. The healths
of President Roosevelt and the French President
were drunk at luncheon on board the Hopkins on
the. way up the river.

Escorted by Colonel Scott, the superintendent,
and Lieutenant Colonel Robert Howze, the com-
mandant of cadets. Admiral Thierry and his party
were hurried In carriages to the "pond." from the
east side of which, at 3.3'»p yards range, a target at
the top of a hill was demolished by the volley
Jirlng of .ibattery of four pieces of Held artillery.

Rear Admiral Thierry, after reviewing th.- even-
Ing parade, said with enthusiasm; "Everything- Is
perfect. Iam not only pleased, Iurn delighted with
allIhave seen, and Iwish to thank General Grant
and (ill who have afforded my officers and myself
this opportunity to witness the admirable discipline
at West Point and Its fine battalion of cadets."

Tho return trip was made without incident, the
French officers returning to their respective hhipa
at 9:30 p. m. They sail on Friday for Hampton
Roads.
