STOCK MABKET OPERATIONS.
Transactions in yesterday's stock market

\u25a0were lighter in volume than on any day this
year and were smaller than on any day since
June 15. 1905, the Inactivity on the part of th«
public and the uncertainty of traders over the
probable effect upon sentiment of certain ex-
pected developments apparently accounting for
the dulness. There was no speculative buying
power and no aggressive attempts to bring
about lower prices, though the market sagged
in the greater part of the day on the smallest
kind of professional pressure, the only excep-
tional weakness being reported in the local trac-
tion shares, which appeared to be affected by
speculation regarding the position of the Inter-
borough-Metropolitan company as a money
maker. The company, as is well known, is not
earning the dividend on the preferred stock.
Dividends, however, are being paid, and nat-
urally this policy, which is not In accord with
conservative business principles, is causing
much adverse comment on the so-called Inter-
Met securities, and already has led to the sug-
gestion thai at no remote time a reorganiza-
tion of the company may be made. The subway

division is more than earning its dividends, but
the surface lines are not keeping up their end,
so far as being able to show something for the
preferred stock of the company. Ahead or the
Interborough-Metropolltan preferred comes the
guaranteed dividend on Metropolitan, nnd then
the Interborough Company guarantees the divi-
dend on the Manhattan stock, though this guar-
antee is not necessary, as the elevated system Is
returning far in excess of its dividend require-
ments. Manhattan Is considered one of the best
investment stocks on the list. Many issues were
not dealt In at all, and in New York Central,

which usually ip one of the active stocks, only
100 shares changed hands. Reading, [Tnlon Pa-
cific and United States St* supplied the best
part of the day's business.

Withdrawals of government money In ilepos-
itary banks to the exten of $30,000,000 doubt-
less will serve to harden money rates and bring-
about an easier market fur sterling exchange,
the latter, of course, carrying with it a cessa-
tion of gold exports to

Paris. The French cap-

ital has accumulated an enormous amount of
gold In the last few months. It therefore i- In
a position to handle a Russian loan, but accord-
Ing to the opinion of the best Informed foreign
bankers there Is no chance of new Russian
financing In the Immediate future, and as a con-
sequence there Is much speculation in financial
quarters regarding the reason for the steady

demand for the precious metal by the Bank of t
France. Probably it represents the desire on
the part of the bank to be prepared for eventu-
alities, but it should be borne in mind that it al-
ways has been the policy of this Institution to
keep on hand a large surplus supply of gold ow-
ing to the heavy outstanding note issues, which
