He and "Dutch Henry" Say Pool-
room Game Is Really Dead.

On the authority of expert., of no less renown
than 'Pete" De Lacy and "Dutch Henry"
Bchultze the poolroom business in Manhattan Is
-down and out" for the first time in many years
They admitted it yesterday intalks with District
Attorney Jerome and his deputy. Mr. Vandiver
in the Criminal Courts Building. They did not
want to promise to go out of the poolroom busi-
ness, and contended that they had as much
moral right to take lift*here as they would have
to do so behind a bis; board fence at the race-
track?, but they had to admit that they would
find it Impossible to continue business, because
all the news centres had been cut off. They
were not placed under oath before Magistrate
Barlow.

The results obtained from the John Doe pro-
ceedings before Magistrate Barlow on Wednes-
day and yesterday were most satisfactory.

through long trials. Itin hard to convict pool-
room \u25a0 ten in this city, as has been discovered In
the past. Of course, a.fter a man has testified in
John Doe proceedings under the Dowling law he
cannot be placed on trial, but he can be pre-
vented from going Into the business again.

That is what the District Attorney wants, and
he believes that it willbe comparatively easy to
kefp poolrooms in check during the remainder of
his term as a result of the work done by Mr.
Yandivcr.

He can use the state's name

as a propulsive means to compel obedlei • to

the health laws of the state, and that is all.
Unfortunately the violators of the law In the

watershed are aware of this. But since the city

has invoked the aid of Its Law Department

there has been a different feeling among those
who, through parsimony or what not, have
defiantly maintained nuisances threatening the

health of this city.

Dr. Thomas Darlington, the Health Commis-
sioner, is having cases prepared for prosecu-
tion, the' evidence of violations having been

obtained by the state Inspector and by the Com-

missioner's representative In the watershed.
This Is all to pave the way for a means of

protecting this borough from the possibility of
an epidemic of typhoid, Itis not believed that

there will be an epidemic if the present plans

of city and state are carried but, but the object

of the activity of the officials is to reduce the

possibility to a minimum, pending the Installa-
tion of Borne method of purifying the water.
Whether this method shall be filtration or the
chemical scheme of Controller Metz la still to
be determined.
