Squirted Ether Through Keyholes,
Says Schang in Confession.

Hempstead, Long Island, Juno 22 (Special).— With
tho hope of a light sentence, Christopher Bcbang
unfolded to District Attorney Coles to-day one of

bly more. Much of the smaller and more valuableor tiie articles stolen were, according to Schang's
story, taken to New York, to the house at No. 147
fc-ast 123 dstreet, and there disposed of to others
who pawned them, net only in New York but Inihiladelphla, Jersey City. Newark and Wilmington.

The more bulky articles were .stored in the cellar
of yon Pehrlg*s hotel, in the Merrtck Road, lusteast of the village of Freeport. Articles of every
description were stolen, Including scores of car-penter tools and implements from blacksmith
,shops. Schang told the District Attorney that thegang's remarkable success in remaining undetectedwas probably due to its practice of spraying ether
and chloroform about the bedrooms of the houses
Irobbed. This was occasionally forced through thekeyholes when the rooms were locked.Nearly all of the foot was taken to Yon Fehrlg's
hotel in Freeport and placed In the cellar. Here
it was packed Into trunks at leisure and thenshipped to New York.

Among the articles stolen wero a number of val-uable • \u25a0-'- One of the rugs is a bear skin, with .ihandsomely mounted head, which is valued at
$1,006 and has not yet been Identified. District At-
torney Coles would not give out the complete, con-
fession, as other arrests are likely to follow. Both
Yon Fehtig and Berk aro locked up in the Nassau
County Jail. The examination of all those arrested
in the case has been .set down for Juno 25 before
Justice A. B. Wallace, at Lynbrook.

Berk added his say to the confessions of the rob-
bers, and told Sheriff QUdersleevc this evening—
on that officer's return from New York, where ho
had been watching the claiming of stolen articles
recovered in 123 d street thai he had taken part in
three of the most recent robberies, when the Ken-
ney, Hopkins and Stevens homes were entered. He
nays he did not see any drug used to stupefy the
inmates. This prisoner was a stranger in Kree-
port and its neighborhood.

Yon i-% i.ri,- also amplified his confession. Ho
sent for the Sheriff this evening and told him that
his assertion that he was only a fence and not a
burglar was not true. He said ho had committed
pome of tho burglaries alone and in other cases
he had had help, and that there were two or three
concerned In some of them besides himself. He
denied th" assertion made by Schang that a squirt
gun was used to blow ether Into the rooms or
sleeping persons, and seemed anxious to Impress
upon Sheriff Glldersleeve that he had never taken... revolver on his travels and had ifot owned a
shooting Iron of any kind.

AMERICANS HELD IN SALVADOR.

Conspiracy Charge Made Against
Mount Vernon Men.

Papers have been served on Clarence B, ItoClel-
I . president of t!-«- First National Bank, and
Patrick J. Ring, manager of the. Mount Vernon
Opera House, to recover H60.000 Individually, the
amount alleged to hu\.> been lost by the heirs of

of Mount Vernon, before Justice Tompklns in tho

Duncombe or that She had taken them from his
safe without bis knowledge. Tim pai»-r shown to
McClellan, it Is said, was tho alleged will which, if
genuine in the eyes of the law. would have nulli-
fied the will made by Duncombe In IMB, with a
codicil In 1890. A copy of the alleged will was ap-
pended to th«j complaint. It purported to bays been
made on September rt, isic, thr»>« years later than
the ilrst will,and bequeathed the bulk of the t- ita-
tor*i property to bis daughter, Mrs. Adeline Will-
iams.

An Interesting feature of tho alleged will, as
copied, wus that tho tentntor accused bis wife of
t'ettluK property from him by fraud ami threat-
ened prosecution of the parties to tho transaction
I!he recovered his health. The dooumeni purported
to be signed by Alfred H. Duncombe, with John
Ah court, Mary Havey and John Kerry u» wit-

All tho latter aro dead. Tho paper was
partly burned, and from the statutory point of
view was "destroyed."

"Battery Dan's" Breeze Blows liar-
lem Bartenders Out of Court.

"Battery Dan" Finn yesterday. He discharged
twelve of tho prisoners, and censured the police

for the arrests, to the admiration of the big crowd
of Harlem politicians and brewery representatives

ho thronged the court room. The notebooks in
which the contributions of some of the prisoners
to the ''skipper" appeared, were not introduced
in evidence.

Herbert 11. Kellogg, a representative of the
State Excise Board, was in court for the police.
The Magistrate accused him of "buttingin," which
prompted Assemblyman Wagner to remark: "If
the District Attorney has no representative here,
Idon't see why the State Board should take it
upon its shoulders to be present."
"Idon't care one way or the other," said "Bat-

tery Dan." "I don't care for the Deputy Police
Commissioners or even the Commissioner. If the
ofllcers who made the arrests did so on evidence
they don't need any one to help them out."
It developed that the detectives who got the

evidence had gone into the saloons before the clos-
ing hour, and had ordered drinks after one o'clock.
So Magistrate Finn and Assemblyman Wagner,
who represented all the saloonkeepers, chorused
that the police had spent their time "not trying
i"llnd violations, but making them." Later. "Bat-
tery Dan" took occasion to call the arrests "an
outrage."

When Mr. Kellogg appeared Magistrate Finn put
him through a severe examination, asking where
he lived, who sent him there, who was paying him,
if he had seen the District Attorney, and how
much salary he was drawing.

"Well," said "Battery Dan," "it seems to me
that you had nothing else to do, and you Just
butted In here."

TCvery time that Mr. Kellogg started to ask a
question th" magistrate would turn to the stenog-
rapher and say:

"This is a question by Mr. Kellogg, \u25a0 representa-

DISPELS EXCISE CLOUD.

Porte Settles Last Remaining Ques-
tion uith United States.

Constantinople, June 21.— Porte has addressed
a communication to the American Embassy here,
givingsatisfaction In tho case of the- last outstand-
ing question between the embassy and the Porte.
and thus removing the final obstacle In the way

of America's adhesion to tho 3 per cent customs
increase. Ambassador Irishman visited tho Porto
yesterday, after two months' abstention, and to-

day he attended the Selumllk and was received in

audience by tho Sultan. Mr. Irishman's treatment
of tho negotiations has suited in en absolutely

clean slate regarding affairs between the United
States government and the Porte. Mr. Irishman
Informed the Porte of tho adhesion of the United
States to the increase in customs

Washington, June Gratification was expressed
at the State Department at the news from Con-
stantinople that Ambassador Lelahnaan had at last
succeeded in settling the one Question between the
embassy «nd the Porto which remained of six open
issues. Tills has been a work of years, and al-
though negotiations were begun for the settlement
Of these questions many years ago, not one or
them was Anally dosed until Ambassador Irish-
man undertook to adjust them. As an incident, it
became necessary for Congress to raise the Ameri-
can legation at Constantinople to tho rank of an
embassy, for otherwise it would have been impos-
sible for Mr. Irishman to break through the red
tape of the Porte and obtain an audience with the
Sultan. When this was accomplished the rest was
easy. The settlement of all the clx questions has
been effected since the American Minister became
an ambassador.

The first question related to change In tenure of
title deeds to American institutions. This was of
great Importance to tho American colleges in Tur-
key, which otherwise must have suffered tho loss
of most of their real estate and buildings.

Second was permission to erect buildings at Cae-
sarea. This was also an Incident of importance to
American educational Institutions with Turkish
offshoots.

Third was the grant of customs immunity at
Beirut. All the American Presbyterian missions In
Syria were deeply interested In the settlement of
this question, for they were laboring under great
discrimination In favor of foreign religious de-
nominational institutions.

Fourth was the removal of the discriminatory re-
strictions against the Importation of American
cottonseed oil. This growing Industry was serious-
ly threatened by tha covert opposition of the
olive growers of European countries, which soon
perceived that American cottonseed oil had found
favor with the Turks as an article of food.
Fifth was the recognition of the American con-

sular courts as alone competent to decide who
were the legal heirs of American citizens. This
was Important to the large class of American
travellers In Turkey, as otherwise their effects
might -under the common law of the country, in
case of their death, have been absorbed by tho
government of the country.

The sixth and last Question settled was an Indi-
vidual case, but was still of Interest to the State
Department as Involvinga principle. Itwas that of
Miss Qerber, a woman of Swiss origin, but Ameri-
can nationality, who had established a school for
orphan girls at Kor.ia. The charity was not popu-
lar among the older religious establishments, but
th* State Department satisfied Itself through Mr.

Irishman of its absolute merit, and, at his sug-
gestion, authorized a strong presentation of the
case. To-day's dispatch records the fact that this
move has succeeded and that the school, which
was arbitrarily closed by local rulers, has been
authorised to reopen. Altogether, the State De-
partment Is satisfied with the outcome of these ne-
gotiations.
