MRS. POUCH PLAYS WELL.

Verdict of Manslaughter Expected
—Prosecution Easy.

Samuel S. Guy, the Far Rockaway dentist, went

on the stand yesterday at his trial for the murder

of his wife last April. He tried to prove an allbL

that his relations with his wife were always pleas-

ant and that neither ever had threatened the other.

The case was finished yesterday, and it la likely

that the verdict willbe returned by to-night.

Because of the weakness of the cross-examina-
tion yesterday, it Is generally believed that Ifa
verdict of guilty Is returned it willbe for no higher
degree of homicide than manslaughter. Dr. Guy 13
so confident of his acquittal that he has ordered an
automobile to be at tho courthouse this afternoon
to take him to Far Rockaway.
Inopening for the defence yesterday former Dis-

trict Attorney Gregg spoke for only five minutes.
The defence showed by Thomas Prendevllle. the
coroner's stenographer, that the servant. Annlei
Nansen, had sworn at the inquest that the shooting
had occurred at 5:20 o'clock in the afternoon. At

the trial she made the time ten minutes later. Mrs,

Elizabeth R. Bailey testified that she had drivtrn
by the Guy home at 5:45 o'clock and had seen the
servant girland Patrolman Berry talking upon the
lawn. Berry and the girl swore that their con-
versation was before the shooting. Henry Rick,

Mrs. Bailey's driver, corroborated her testimony.

The defence tried to show the time of the murder
to have been subsequent to the time stated by tha
prosecution that Guy left the house, but it only
confused the Jury. After many witnesses to estab-
lish Guy's good character had been called the den-
tist was put on the stand.

"My relations with my wife were always pleas-
ant," he testified, "and no threats ever passed the
lips of either. We went frequently together to
places of amusement. Indeed, we visited Bamuxn's
circus and a Brooklyn theatre the week before her
death."

The revolver with which the shooting is supposed
to have been committed was shown to the dentist.

"This revolver you show me," he said after ex-
amining it, "Ihave seen twice in this courtroom.
but never before. These others Irecognize as
mine. They were kept unloaded in my desk. Ihad
one other, which Iused to carry occasionally when
Iwent out on a lonely road. That was the one I
carried with me to Albany, and which Icarried
one night shortly before the accident, when my
wife and Iwent to Inwood."

On cross-examination Dr. Guy said that this re-
volver was kept in good condition and that he
always looked at it before taking it with him.
Then it was shown that the cylinder was so rusted
that it could not revolve. He said that he had
been drinking all day on April 8. but that, while
he v.-as slightly under the Influence of liquor, ha
was not drunk. He said that Patrolman Berry
looked surprised and startled when he saw him.anj that Berry left the place immediately whenordered. After some words with the servant he
•aid that he and his wife had gone into the dining
room and that she had told htm to get ready forsupper and not speak any more to Annie. He
went, he said, into his office, removed his hat andovercoat and lay down upon a lounge and went tosleep. He awakened and felt for a cigar, he said
and. finding none, started out to get one He wasovertaken by Patrolman Nussbaum in the street,
who asked where he was going.

Replies to Governor Stokes's Letter Request
ing Resignation.

Trenton. June 21.—Colonel Samuel D. Dickinson,
Secretary of State, to-day replied In writing to
Governor Stokes's letter asking him to resign his
office, Colonel Dickinson refuses to comply with
the request, and confines his letter to a discussion
of th.- reason! for his withdrawal of the libel suit
Instituted by him against Mayor Fagan of Jersey
City for SIOO.OOO damages,

Colonel Dickinson said he Instituted the suit nt
the Governor's direction, notwithstanding that
every lawyer with whom he talked agreed that the
suit could not be PuccessfuUy prosecuted. first, be-
cause the alleged libel was privileged, and, second,
because If Fagan pleaded no malice, which he did,
the action could not prevail.

He withdrew the suit, he says, with the Intention
of re-Instituting It after election. The reason he
gives for this Is that the case could not have come
to trial until October, and that In the mean time
the opposition would have continued taking testi-
mony for exploitation In the newspapers. Colonol
Dickinson conclude! his letter by saying:

"I therefore cannot accept your conclusions as
being well founded, and accordingly must decline
your request for my resignation."

Governor stokes almost Immediately after receiv-
ing Colonel Dickinson's letter left for Philadelphia
on m business trip. He had only time to glance
over 11. and in answer to a Question said he wa3
not prepared to make any statement. Lawyer!
agree that Colonel Dickinson can only be removed
from his office by Impeachment proceedings. It is
doubtful Whether any such action willbe taken.

few days ago, are free in their criticism of the

Eckert. the dead girl's mother, to-day signed a
letter to Governor Stokes. The letter reads:

Your Excellency: As the mother of Marie Ven-
r.e!l. who, as you have doubtless read in th-»
papers, was so strangely drowned in Sunset Lake
here, Iappeal to you. sir. to exercise your powers
by seeing that there is no miscarriage of Justice in
the ccse.

My poor child was not the victim of an accident.
She was the victim of a horrible crime, and the
man whom Ihonestly believe to be guilty is per-
mitted to roam the streets of Brideeton undis-
turbed by the authorities. Icontend. Mr. that this
is not as it should be. The whole city, with the
exception of two officials, demands this man's ar-
rest; has demanded It from the very moment my
poor Marie was found in the lake. Yet these two

officials do rot heed.
The facts would convince you. sir. that a prlma

facie case at least has b*en made out against the
culprit, and Ibeseech you, «ir. for the pake of my
dear departed one. and in the name of heaven, to

have this affair Investigated yourself. 1 have
heard a great deal about your state detective, Mr.
Lore, and Imost respectfully suggest that an in-
quisition made by him would surely be productive
of Immediate results. Iam sure you willnot allow
this culprit—as big a brute and as monumental a
coward as ever lived—to escape arrest.

Fifty Indignant young women stenographers, em-

ployed by th^ Healili Department. have Joined
forces with the ojk- hundred physicians who com-

plained a few weeks ago of being overworked.

The stenographer? say they, too, cannot meet

with the requirements of the department. To add

to their troubles they have been working over-

time for two hours every day without extra pay

Eince February!
The youn£ women are now worrying whether

they are going to get their vacations. According

to "the hr-iid.s of divisions, during the last six
months there has been an unprecedented amount

cf buFlness in the department requiring lots of
«xtra work.

A medical offirvr said yesterday that the extra

work came when the department began to in-
ve.«t!jrate the sanitary conditions of farms and
dairies throughout the state in connection with
The pure milk onmpaign. "Heretofore our stenog-

raphers bad all they could do to handle the rrg-

ulsr routine business of the department." said
the physician.

"ijut since the milk investigations
Jjegaii ;: ••>• have had to do able work. Th»
routine work has to b<? done every day before they

can go hon:e. The extra vat accumulates so
fast that they can do very little of it each d:iy.

••A year ago fifteen inspectors were appointed by
the department nr.d pent throughout the state to

look after the farmers and milk dealers to see
that the sanitary law was lived up to. Their
reports fi-.me pouring in every day and are sent

to Dr. Russell Kaynor. the chief uiitary Inspector.

Jlore than ten th.ur-and reports have been sent
to the department in the last eight months. Every
one has to be answered In the form of an order.
wblcb is cent to violators of the sanitary code
The result is that we are behind in sending them

cut because the routine business must be done
first.

"All the records of.the department that are filed
away are typewritten by the stenographers. The
giris are at their machines from the time they
enter the building and .-:re pounding away with
the exception of their luncheon hour until C at
nisfct. They don't get any rest in between. If
they could get supper money It would be of some
consolation. But they don't even get that.

"The heac\s cf the vr.rious departments get a
report from Ihelr assistants ••:;•:-. day. bowing the
work that has been done and that has not been
dor.c. Inall of their reports they say they cannot
do the amcunt called for because there are not
enough stenographers. There will be something

'"We can't ewn now keep np with the work of
per Jinjr out the \u25a0 essary orders In response to
their reports.

That said agreement is hereby rati-
fied and approved, provided the 'open shop' clause
is stricken out and an amendment is inserted pro-
viding for nine hours pay for the eight hour day;

and be it further
"Resolved. That in the event the United Typoth-

eta; of America rejects these amendments our
Board of Directors are Instructed to submit the
Question cf the Immediate Inauguration of the
eight hour day to the referendum, said referendum
to be taken thirty days after such rejection."

When the convention is over the new executive
board will convene in Manhattan and submit thts
amendments to the agreement to the United
TypotheUe. In case they are rejected the enforce-
ment of the eight hour day throughout the coun-
try will be rut to a referendum vote, which will
be practically voting on the question of a national
strike.
