In 1888, when ti Forty-second Street, Manhat-
tanville and St. Nicholas Rallroad Company, which
»wned thesa exterjor tracks, began to install a
wrolley system on its line in Amsterdam avenue,
between 724 street and Manhattan street, the dan-
ger of the situ so appealed to the people of
the West Side t there was a public uprising on
the subject which resulted in the passage of what
is known as the Ford act, being Chapter 371 of
the Lews of 1565, the effect of which was to pro-
hibit the use of any motive power other than that
of horses on these exterior tracks.

The rallroad company ceased then to operate
cers over these tracks, except one car a day to
hold its franchise. In the mean time, no repairs
being made on the tracks or the pavement imme-
diately adjacent, the surface of the roadwey econ
fell into a deplorable condition and demands were
made upon the reafircad to remove the unused
tracks.

Acting on this public demand, Borough President
Cantor, in June, 1902, served notice on the railroad
company that 1f 1t did not forthwith remove these
tracks the city would do 80 &t the expense of thas
railroad. The company at once brought an injunc-
tion in the Supreme Court to prevent the city
from interfering wiih thése tracks. The city was
wictorious in the court of rirst instance, but the de-
cieion was reversed by the Appellate Division in
April, 1905. The action is still pending, and the
injunction against the city still continues,

In December, 1902, the West End Association ap-
pointed a special committee to see what could bhe
done toward the removal of these tracks. 1 had
the honor of being appointed chalrman of the com-
mittee, which committee has steadfastly tried to
perform the work assigred to it

It was as a result of this committee's work
;that the final action was brought which ter-
minated yesterday.

LAWSON FOR ROOSEVELT.

Boston Financier Predicts Third
Term for President.

After a long trip through Germany, France
and Italy and a short rest in London, in which
time he had had heart to heart talks with peas-
ants and men of milllons, Thomas W. Lawson is
convinced that nothing can or will prevent

President Roosevelt from succeeding himself as
President of the United States. Mr. Lawson
even went as far as to insinuate that Mr. Roose-
velt himself is not sufficlently powerful to set
aside a public clamor for his re-election.

Mr. Lawson arrived here yesterday on the
White Star liner Celtic from Liverpool. “The
President,” he said, “is known all over Europe.
The idea of the ‘big stick’ has invaded Europe.
The financial interests, of course, know the
strength of ‘the system,” but they are also aware
of the Presldent’s strength and they are await-
ing with great interest the outcome of the strug-
gle. In many places it is believed that he will
eventually throttle and break ‘the system.’
Europeans reallize that two great forces are
facing each other and that one must give way
before the other. They think as I do that Mr.
Roosevelt will gradually weaken the enemy.
They know he is the strongest man in America
to-day, the only man capable of carrying to a
successful end the big policies advanced and
maintained by him throughout his administra-

| tions.”

When Mr. Taft's name was mentioned as a

| possible candidate, Mr. Lawson replied rather

ponderously: *“It matters not how strong Taft
may be, how good Root is or what Fairbanks is
doing. The Republican party must nominate and
elect Mr. Roosevelt. The ‘big stick’ is in the
air; its aroma has infused itself over Europe.
If the Republicans do not put up Mr. Roosevelt
the Democrats will surely nominate him. AsS
proof of my confidence in his re-electlon, more
than a vear ago I made & bet of §5,000 with
famuel Untermyer that Mr. Roosevelt would be
nominated and elected in 1008."

Mr. Lawson said that while in Rome he had
the pleasure of sitting for his portrait by the
Italian painter Mancini whom he described as
“the greatest colorist of the day, but none the
less a madman.” The Boston financier said he
was in excellent health throughout his trip ex-
cept for one day; that was when he was return-
ing on the Celtic. He succumbed to the effect
of the ocean roll and was unable to deliver an
address he had prepared chairman of the
ship’s concert committee. The ship's stewards
said that as Mr. Lawson was unable to deliver
his address “he delivered the next best thing—a
check for $100 for the fund of widows and
orphans of seamen.”

' Busy Week in Storc for Steamship

Lines Under Investigation.

The active work of investigating the so-called
conferences of the steamship companies which
are alleged to divert and restrict the channels of
fmmigration for their own benefit scemed to be
resting yesterday. This week, however, prom-
ises to be a busy time for those who are at-
tempting to prove that immigrant transporta-
tion is carrled on in a manner to make Its
directors liable to prosecution under the inter-
slate commerca laws.

INGALLS ON RAILW AYS.

Former Big Four Head Sees Slack
but Not Hard Times Coming.

Chicago, June 22.—“What do I think of the rafl-
road situation?’ demanded M. E. Ingalls, former
president of the Big Four, to-day. “The rallroads
are looking up. The reason i{s that the raliroad
people have finally got so they can wake up in the
morning and think of President Roosevelt without
having nervous dyspepsla or stage fright, and that
helps a good deal.”

Mr. Ingalls 18 spending a few days with his son,
George Ingalls, general freight traffie manager of
the New York Central lines west of Buffalo. Yes-
terday he visited many railroad officials and dis-
cussed with them the general situation.

“It was this way,” continued Mr. Ingalls. “For
some time the rallroad men were afraid the Presi-
dent was going to swallow the railroads or con-
fiscate them. Now they are Leginning to find out
it 1s pot so bad as that, and a more healthy condi-
tion is the result.”

“What do you think of the President's plan for
the regulation of railroads as outlined in his recent
speech at Indianapolis?'’

“How can we judge it? He talked both ways. Bvi-
dently when he thought of Harriman he let a little
vitriol flow out of his pen, and when he forgot him
his disposition toward the rallroads grew real
sweet. Bo you can see you can take that speech
both ways If you are a rallroad man; but one thing

Asserting that the Brooklyn police had not acted
on evidence agalnst excise violations furnished
them, T. De Quincy Tully, secretary of the Law
Enforcement Soclety of New York, Lad a long con-
ference yesterday with Third Deputy Police Com-
missioner Hanson and nsked him to see that the
exclse violations were stopped. The Rev. Charles F.
Taylor, president of the society, accompanied Mr.
Tully. After his conference Mr. Tull mnounced
that Deputy Commissioner Hanson had promised to
see that the Brooklyn police act on the evidence
furnished them.

“Several weeks ago,” sald Mr. Tully, *“the Fed-
eration of Churches of Brooklyn obtalned evidence
against fifty-eight places in Brookiyn where the
excise regulations were being violated. This eévi-
dence, with affidavits covering every place, was
turmned over to the Law § ‘ment Soclety. We
put it in the hands of Bheriff Flaherty, District
Attorney Clarke and Deputy Police Commissioner
O'Keeffe. No actlon was taken. To-day the Rev,
Dr. wylor and I went to Police Headquarters. We
were told there to see Third Deputy Commissioner
Hanson.

“Commissioner Hanson at flrst said that, as they
were old violations, the pollea could take no action.
He asked. us just what we wanted done, and I
asked that Deputy Commissioner O'Keeffo be asked
to act and get gut warrants and make arrests in
the cases covered by our affldavits.

“We were asked Ly Commnissioner Hanson if we
had any evidence, and I turned over to him fifty-
eight afMdavits covering that many saloons whien

are violating the excise regulations, ¢ ssioner
Hanson then told us that he would turn over all
the evidence we had to 1 y Commissioner
O'Keeffe and ask him to take acti

ALLIGATOR MOVING DAY

Lively Time Transferring Them to
Summer Pool in Bronx Park.

Yesterday was moving day for the alligators
and crocodiles in the Bronx Zoological Park.
Preparations were begun early for the task.
Mr. Ditmars, curator of the snake house, mar-
shalled his force, conslsting of Charles Snyder,
a keeper. who looks after the welfare of the
crocodile family; a form of wheelbarrow, sev-
eral lengths of stout rope and pleces of burlap.

The winter home of the alligators and croco-
diles is in the reptile house, where they have &
large, deep pool of warm water iIn which to
while away their dreary stime and dream of
happy days spent on the Nile and among the
Florida Keys.

The Financial World.

Dullness is chlef of the stock market's current
characteristics. Brokerage offices are empty.
Stock Exchange transactions are at & stand-
stlll. Efforts are made, some of them hysteri-
cal, occaslonally to help along a bear raid; but
such performances accomplish nothing. This
week we have had two or three Japanese wars,
a Reading dividend mysterr and dally bulletins
of new litigation aimed at the Unlon Pacific—all
the stuff accomplishing nothing. Two or three
freakish “operators” are hiring lawyers to
undertake lawsuit campaigns; and these sam®
performers are more or less committed on the
short side of the stock market. But the dol-
drum drift of quotations shows how insignificant
is the speculative following which the tacticlans
command. It used to be different when the
United States Steel Corporation and Northern
Pacifi- and the Sugar Trust were under fire—by
these same representatives of reform filnance.
At present what actually summarizes the Wan
Street situation is in a statement made yester=

That there is some retrenchment in business
shows clearly in many ways. We have, how-
ever, none of that disturbance which was so
much predicted a couple of months ago—what-
soever contraction is evidenced representing
conservatism which would seem to be amply
justified by circumstances operating in special
quarters. Copper consumers, for example, have
been naturally restricting purchases and con-~
tract commitments—In view of the fact that in-
terests which financially seem to be of the first
importance, and whose representatives are
directly identifled with the control of the Copper
Trust, are distributing cooling potions.

In some conspicuous places it is bulletined that
Thomas W. Lawson has returned from Europe

to become the representative of the Standard
Oil—the Copper Trust—in the security market.
This sort of information does not come from
Its apparent authority claims
Standard Oil relationships. In all probability

| the representation i{s as false as it seems to be

foolish. It is well enough for the free and easy
critics of T. W. Lawson to accuse him of multi-
tudingus wickednesses: but nobody so far has
been able to disclose him as stupid.

There are indications that they who are most
powerful in the Copper Trust's affairs sold the
stock by wholesale (and even at recent declines)
in order, perhaps, to amass cash funds where-
with to fortify a relatively weaker position in
Union Pacific, St. Paul and New Haven com-
mitments. The New Haven security issuing
campaign refuses, somehow, to work smoothly.

In contrast with copper trade snarls (or cop-
per trade “uncertainties,” if euphony may be
required) there are inspiriting records in the
fron and steel situation. Despite the fact that
crowding prophets have been foretslling disaster
for the United States Steel Corporation, there is
dally registration of actual improvement there.

It is not impossible that within the next year we

may see important independent properties com-
bining and entering upon campaigns which i
Wall Street will be denominated as warlike
against the Steel Trust; but Mr. Gates and
Mr. Schwab (should they bring together their
Republic, Bethlehem and Tennessee properties)
will occupy a position exceptional to the extent
that they will not be new intruders in the field,
will not have to attempt to make headway at
the expense of the premier corporation. It may
be that in the financial world there will be even
general exploitations of the theory that the
Southern and Western properties will be willing
to consent to absorption; but even among those
who are most conservative in forecasting Amer-
ifcan steel trade deveiopment therea will be no
acceptance of any calculation that taking over
the control of lusty independents will represent
for the United States Steal Corporation any de-
parture from progressive policy. The Gates-
Schwab properties (independent, as yet, of each
other) are beyond the experimental stage; thew
pay thelr way; they have made good; they are
expanding—all of them.

It is but the tittle-tattle of Wall Street's silly
seaSon that aifects to sec any danger in the {fron
and steel corporation quarter.

Still another contrast commands the attention
of even the most cursory students of the Stock
Exchange situation in mining stock affairs. Last
yvear, inspired by prevailing optimfsm out West,
many Wall Street brokers permitted themselves
to become sponsors for Western gold, silver and
copper properties. Nevada was having a boom.
And so It came to pass that local firms (some of
them of high credit) were willing to identify
their names with miring stock issuing proposi-
tions. Most of these new introductions were
given conspicuousness in the market upon the
Curd, were manipulated there after all the tra-
ditional fashions, boomers being hired to ory
the new wares—with the result that shares of &
par value of tens of milllons of dollars »ore
“distributed.” Stocks brought out at a ¢
or two per share were jumped up arbitrarily to
three or four times that figure, and as thus
made to look attractive were huckstered abune-
dantly. But, unable to stand tests, those same
stocks now go begging below their original low
price; and it is not inspiriting to hear that there
is in contemplation an official inquiry into what
in these particular premises some Stock Ex=
change brokers last year (as unloaders) were
willing to do.
