Land Suitable for Model Tenement
Houses.

Dr. Elgin R. I*. Gould, president of the City and
Suburban Homes Company, visited last week tho
new- East River Park, with a view to building in
Astoria, facing the park and the river, a group of
the model tenement bouses which the company has
made so successful in Manhattan under Dr. Gould's
management. The company earned $132,440 last
year, and now has a surplus of 5119,105, besides
unissued stock to the amount of 51,130,500, which Is
not difficult to market, as itpays 4la per cent regu-
larly, year In and year out, and Us assets greatly
exceed its liabilities.

The company is planning a new building opera-
tion. in looking for a favorable site Dr. Gould
has been much Impressed with the blocks in East
River Heights, facing the new park. The location
affords great advantages In the way of healthy
surroundings .and good air, nnd is easily reachedeven now from Manhattan, while the new bridge
and tunnels will practically make It a part ofYorkville, where a largo site would cost Dr. Gould's
company ten times as much. All the lands bought
by the company in the past have enhanced in value
since their purchase, and Its policy Is to seek loca-
tions where similar advances may be depended
upon, so that Astoria naturally appeals to Its man-
agement very strongly. Dr. Gould has opened ne-gotiations with the Rickert-Finlay Realty Com-pany, owners of East River Heights, and it is said
to be probable that a deal between the two com-panies will be closed in the near future. Consid-
erable building Is now under way In Astoria, but
there is no likelihood that the builders will catchup with the demand for cheap accommodations fora long time to come. The plans of the City and
Suburban Homes Company may however assist
materially in relieving the situation.
