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PROTECTION OF TOWNS.

A NEW HAGUE PROPOSAL.

Mr. Choate Urges Vote on Rights
of Property at Sea.

The Eague, July 10.—Count Tornieill to-day
gresented a new draft of the proposal on the
pomhardment of unfortified towns, based on the

Amesican views din the name of the Tnited
Frates, Epari=sh, Dutch, Russian and Itallan
delcgations, It consléts of six articles, as fol-
Jows:

Firat—The commander of o flast must spara his-
sariea! monuments, churches, buildings u=ed for
nrtistle, =sientifle or brnevolent purposes and hos-
pltals, ot enndition that they ave not used for mil-
tary purposes and are designated hy special signs,
wiirh must he displayed by the inhnbitants,

Srcond—Beafore beginning the bombardment of a
town the communder of a fleet must do all in his
power to inform the authorities of the town of his
intentions

Tulrd—Pillage 16 forbidden, even in a town or lo-
cility taken by assault,

Fourth—The bomburdment of undefended ports,
towne. villages ¢r bulldings 48 forbldden, but sany
militury work existing in otherwise undefonded
pinces can be bombarded if the local authorities
refuse to destroy it

Fifth—-1 ndafended places can e bombarded (f
they refuse 1o furnish a fleet with necessary pro-
wisions.

Sixth—Th> bombardment of a town or village for
trfusul to pay & ransom is prohibited.

This draft combines the ideas of all the coun-
tries interested in the guestion.

The American proposal regarding the inviola-
Tl of private moperiy at sea was discussed
#1 the mesting to-day of the Geneva convention
committes. Belglum presented a motion similar
1o those of Italy, Denmark and Brazil, providing
for ihe selzure of privete property &t sea on coni-
dition that it be returned at the end of the war
and thet an indemnity be pald for the damage
sustained.

John W. Foster, fornier Amerlcan Secretary
of State, representing China, supported the
propesition of the United States, and Norway
again adhered to it, aithough the deiegates sald
they considered its application dificalt.

M. Bourgeols (France) made a proposal for
the abolition of the right of the officers and
crew of & warship to part of the value of a
ghip or cargo seized at sea.

Argentina strongly opposed the American pro-
posal, a5 well as those of Belglum and the other
chuniTies.

Joseph H. Choate defended the right of the
Americans to have thelr propesition voted on
bhefore other propoeitions or amendments. tak-
@ the ground that the discussion of the Amer-
ican proposition was closed, and that even if ft
was not approved by a unanimous vote it would
have great moral influence In inducing the
TOWErE 10 AETee ATNONE themselves on the treat-
ment of private property at sea in case of the
outbresk of a naval war.

The sub-committes, under the presidency of M.
Beernaert, dealing with the laws and cusioms of
jand warfare, after a dlecussion In which a num-
ber of new propositions wera made, decided to

spoint a special committee to draft a new con-
ventinn

The (3erman propneal, to the effect that bel-
ligrrents should be abliged to give notlee of the
gormation of militia and voluntesr corps and
make them wear uniforins, was rejected by 24
Ten members of the sub-committes

to I0 votre,
were absent,

M. Nelidcff, president of the confersnce, with
Al Martens, to-day received Representarive
Bichard Barthaldt. of Missouri, president of the
Arn an group of th= International Pariigmen-
tary Union, who sald that he justified his pres-
ence on the ground that he was the author of
the resolutions in response to which the confer-
ence was called, and also of resolutions in which
the interpariiamentary conference Was inter-
ested and which were approved by twenty thou-
sand prominent persons, representing one hun-
érei und fifty millions of people.

in reply M. Neldoff sald that the United
Brates was not contituted in the same manner
#5 Europe. The United States had a hoimno-
geneous population, while the many races eoin-
posing Europe caused prejudices with which
governments must deal. In some cases the peo-
ple would refuse to accept the judgment of arbl-
trators. The governments, M. Nelidoff added,
znd not the people, started this work of reform,
and present conference would go further
than i*s predecessor

In conclusion M, Nelidoff sald that the great-
es1 number of the petltions recsived by the peace
conference came from America.

annexetion of the Congo Independent State the
suthorities of that state had requested the im-
mediste opening of negotiatlons, and that to
thie end ther would appoint four cammissioriera
to meet a commisslon from the Belgian parlia-
ment

The Premier added that as soon as the com-
mirsionsrs had drawn up the bill of annexation
perdament would be conveked. He thought that
this might be done in the summer vacation.

WANTS CLEAR TITLE.

St. Stephen’s Suing Little Church
. Around the Corner.

Suit has been brought in the Supreme Courl,
it was learned yesterday, by the rector and
trustees of St. Stephen’s Protestant Eplscopal
Church, in West 60th street, against the officers
?r the Church of the Transfiguration, In East
20th street, better known as the Little Church
Around the Corner, to clear the title and remove
the restriction imposed upon the property of St
Stephen’s. This restriction is declared by the
piaintiffs not only to prevent the proper finam-
cing of the property but also to stand in the
wuy of contributions from wealthy members to
butld & new and larger church, which is safd 1«
be greatly needed. Regarding the controversy
the Rev, Dr. Nathun A, Seagle, the rector of St
Btephun's, said Iast evening at the rectory, No.
120 West 60th street, to a reporter for The
Tribune:

“The corporation of St. Stephen’s wants an
untrestricted title. We bought the church prop-
erty from the Church of the Transfiguration
about 1897, as it standa, and the restriction then
imposed was that the property should be® used
for church purposes only. Our sult in equity
i to eclear the title, and if it wera clear, we
could not sell the property under the new law
without the consent of the hishop, the stand-
ing committea and the Bupreme Court. The
trustees necordingly feel that the restriction Is
useless, amnd, moreover, it prevents the proper
financing of the property.

“The property was bought.” contlnued the
rector, “by George W, Quintard, the senior war-
den of St Stephen's, for 285,000, He pald $35,000,
leaving o mortgage of 350,000, which Is still held
by the Chupch of the Transfiguration. While
the property was passing through hls hands—a
period of several years—the former rector of the
church, the Rév. Dr. Houghton, died, and it was
thoughit that tha property should be restricted
to réliglous purposes. The property was taken
over in 1008, after befjng about thres vears
in the transition perlod. We feel that that was
the reason the restriction was put on, but under
o now law it is now no longer necessary and
interferes with our financial development, -t
has been spid that the Church of the Transflg-
uration wants about §15,600 to remove the re-
etriction. If this restrictinn has been taken off
the property the $50,000 mortgnegs coulil have
been patd off six years agn”

SCRAPED BIG ICEBERG.

Lloyd Liner Kronprinz Wilhelm
Escapes Scrious Collision.

When off the Grand Banks at 1220 a. m. on
Tuesday the lookout on the North German Lloyd
Hner Kronprinz Wilhelm sighted what he thought
was a small fog patch about one hundred fathoms
alead. The big was T i at about
seventeen knots at the times. The puzsled lookout

did not shout a warning a moment too soon.  In-
stantly after reporting to the bridge the twin
SCrews were reversed at full speed and the steamer
swung quickly to port. An Instant later her star-
hoard bow scraped the sides of an iceberg that
loomed fully sixty feet above the surface. (ap-
tain Hichter and Chlef Officer Hagemeyer wera on
the bridgs at the time, and whils the berg ap-
pearsd 1o them to be nothing mors than n small
fog bank they took no chances, and the bhig liner
escaped & serfous collision.

Tha morning was clear, but unusually dark. The
fairly warm temperatura cnused a VApor to en-
siroud ths melting leeberg, #nd at ene huondred
fathoms ahead Its ldentity was Jost. As the
steel starboard plates crunched along the wall
of s0ft lve the passengers were sturtled, and
8 number of men &nd women, wlieving that the
reamer had been in serfous collision with another
craft, ran to the upper deck scantlly clad  After
assurances from Captain Richter and a number of
officers that there was no danger the frightened
traveliers returned to their staterooms, but few of
them slept. !

Thers was considerable unessiness in the fore
castle, for chunks of lee wera foreed through the
portholes and. fell upon soms of tha crew. A
shoulder of the berg Lroke off, Al great mnsses of
ice fell on the deck forward. Ths forefoor struck a
submerged part. and the steamer's how was lifted
out of the water

After reversing his engines. CUaptain Richter |
pulled tha lever that controls the watertight com-
partments, and In thirty seconds twenty doors were
closed, making soyenteen separate watertizght com-
partments, Tha Kronprinz was stopped for s
quarter of an hour, and an examinaticn showed
that o few plates on the starboard bow had been
goraped.

This i= the firat time in pevernl years that &
steamer has struck an iceberg off the Grand Bankos.
Frequent reports of narrow escapes have been
brought to port. hut the [iners have iInvariably had
sufficlant warning of thelr presence to avold them,
Among the steamors that have been in actual col-
lsion with feehergs werp the Normania, the Arl-
gonk Band the Hoovk Tdght.
