WO CARS XNOT REPLACED.

It was understood that the company intended
to replace all wooden cars with steel. The City
Club investigations have shown that no new
steel curs have been added to the equipment of
the subway since it was opened. This fact was
ascertiained in the same manner as the other
Agures were obtained, by actual observation.
was found, for instance, that it tonk a glven
express traln one hour and forty-seven minutes
to complete the elreult of the subway from the
Grand Centrul statlon.
