Berlin, July 22.—The death Is announced of Wil-
helm von Kardorff. He was seventy-nine years
old. For more than forty years Herr von Kardor®
took a prominent part in German parllamentary
life. He first attracted attention in 1888, when he
defended Bismarck's warlike policles in the Prus-
slan Dlet. He was one of the Prussian membars
of the parllament of the North German Confedera-
tion. and he was a Conservative leader in the
Reichstag until his retirement at the end of the
last sesslon. He was an energetic advocate of
protection and became a bimetallist in 1580, FHerr
von Kardorff was sometimes alluded to as the
“Refchstag member with the wax nose.” He lost
his nose in a duel at Heldelberg.
