CROPS UN CHINA.

Rain Affords Belief—Good Second

Crop of Peas.
Hankow. China. July 22 (Special) -The last two

•weeks have seen much rain In Central China and

ccnsideraW* Quantities In other parts or the em-

pire, with the result that crop conditions are much

Improved.
The Vanetse River lms risen to Its ordinary

level lor th« _easo- of the year, and ItIs possible

that vtry high water may still be seen before the

close of the season.
Second crop teas, though small In Quantity as

compared with the first crop. have shown excellent
quality and have been Immediately taken up at

high prices. The reports from London Indicate a

reaction infavor of China teas and a good demand
for them at high quotations.

The market for antimony ore. of which a con-
siderable quantity Is mined InWestern and South-
western Chtna. is showing a little more activity

and at fair prices. The demand had been good

for some time and the prices had been run up to

euch h'.~:i quotations by speculation among the.
Chinese dealers themselves that real business be-

came impossible, and Ithas taken the Chines* pro-
ducers and dealers some little time to tret accus-
tomed to actual values. The fact is that little
actual business was ever done at the extremely

hash quotations, they bfing merely created by the
speculators themselves. With a healthier condition
the native producers may look forward to good

tales.
The Incident of the assassination of the Gov-

ernor of Anwhei. one 01 the Yangtze provinces,

J>y m. taotal Is generally considered as closed.
The Governor was a Manchu and a reactionary.

He was personally much hated, but the govern-

ment feared that the murder indicated the possi-
bilityof a considerable outbreak, the Yangtse Val-
ley district having long been suspected as being

strongly anti-dynastic Troops in large numbers
were sent into the district to prevent general
trouble, but the fact that they have been with-
drawn and returned to their stations makes It ap-

pear that the scare Is over.
Much has been heard of a rumor that there • Is

to be a great shake-up among the viceroys, gov-

ernors and chief officials for some special reasons,

but the public has not been advised of any in-

tended moves as yet. These changes are often the
subject of gossip, and it is possible that the gov-

ernment often decides upon radical changes, and
then itefore they can be accomplished decides
again upon the conditions existing.

The Japanese are making great efforts to dis-
place European supervisors and Instructors in the

Foo-Chow Naval Arsenal and have Japanese ap-

pointed In their places. It was In Fooklen that

the Japanese endeavored to secure special holdings

at the close of the Ruse,>- Japanese War as com-
pensation for recovering Manchuria to the Chinese.
ICoor that Germany is discussing the idea of giv-

ing up Klao-Chau and Great Britain is rumored as
bring willingto sell back to China the port of
Wei-Hai-Wei. since the Russians have lost Port

Arthur. If Japan wert to secure in any way a
strong position InFookien. inSouthern China, the
Japanese would surely be in possession of all the
strategical positions. They are certainly pushing

eteadtiy forward with the idea of obtaining all
