When Beide appeared last night Volpe prepared
When he saw the razor, with which
Beide is sald to have dec ed he would finish the
job, he sprang for the revolver. Three of the shots
went into. Beide's body and one struck his right
hand. Belde then tottered to a chair and sat
down, but slipped off dead to the floor a moment or
two after.

Volpe gave himself up to the police of the East

Pennsylvania and Central Men Fail
to Keep New Haven in Association.

New Haven, Aug. 22.—The formal notice which
has been served upon the American Railway As-
sociatiqn by the New Haven road to the effect that
the road will withdraw from the association be-
cause of the new demurrage law resulted in an
important conference here to-day.

At to-day’s conference it 1s statea that the rep-
resentatives of the Pennsylvania and the New
York Centrzl lines spent several hours in trying
to persuade President Mellen to reconsider his ac-
tion. From the office of President Mellen to-night
a statement was issued, saying that the notice of
withdrawal had not been cancelied.

The rate of demurrage or amount charged rail-
roads for every day lopger than the forty-eight
hours allotted without charge for holding a freight
cas has been raised from 25 to 30 cents, despite the
protest of President Mellen.

It was estimated when he gave notice of with-
drawal that the raise in demurrage would cost
the New Haven road $500,000 a Ye&r. President
Mellen said to-night that the sum would be con-
siderably in excess of that figure.
