world.
It was an unsatisfactory transfer of the title,

as the athletic field was soggy and soft and
the giants slipped and slid as they swung the
heavy cannon ball over their heads. McGrath;

was the steadiest of the contestants on his feet,

and after three trials he made his distance.
Flanagan was lighter, and the best he could do
was thirty feet behind the world's record made
by himself and which many had expected to see
him beat.

The heavy track and field favored the Irish-
American team in that they are all big men.
heavier than the New York Athletic Club con-
testants, and therefore better able to stand on
their feet and make headway In the mud. But.
though it favored the heavyweights. It neces-
sarily spoiled any attempt at new records.

From the start the New York Athletic team
was not confident of victory, as Mr. HJertberg,

Its trainer, remarked: "On form the L A. A.C.
should beat my team. The N. Y. A.C. boys have
a fighting chance to win."
