THE NEW AMSTERDAM.

“The Round Up.”

The prevailing craze for plays with a Wild West
setting must be held accountable for the presenta-
tion last night at the New Amsterdam Theatre of
Edmund Day’s four-act play, “The Round Up.”
In itself this picture of frontier life has no spon-
tanelty, and compared with other recent ventures
in the same fleld, like “The Great Divide” and “The
Three of Us,” falls far short in either dramatic
interest or dramatic merit.

Mr. Day's Arizona is one full of dust and gun-
powder smoke, and the working over of some fa-
miliar melodramatic motivs serves chiefly to pave
the way for a third act climax of mimic warfare
batween Apaches, cowboys and soldiers in the Ari-
zona bad lands.

House Committee on Inspection Trip
—Changes Suggested.

“There Is no doubt about it, the Brooklyn navy
yard is the greatest and best of all that we have
visited.”

So sald George Edmund Foss, of Illinois, chalr-
man of the House Naval Committee, yesterday.
He and his fellow members of the committee had
just returned to the Dolphin, lying off East 24th
street, after a thorough inspection of the navy

| vard, which had occupied thelr time from 9 o'clock

in the morning until 4 p. m. The six other mem-
bers visiting the navy yards are Ernest W. Rob-
erts, Massachusetts; George Alvin Loud, Michigan;
Arthur L. Bates, Pennsylvania; George L. Lilley,
Connecticut; W. Aubrey Thomas, Ohlo, and Albert
F. Dawson, lIowa. They are accompanied by Ben-
jamin H. Miller, clerk to the committee, and Moses,
f negro stenographer.

Escorted by Rear Admiral Caspar F. Goodrich,
the commandant, and his alds, Lieutenant Com-
mander Marbury Johneon and Ideutenant Robert
Henderson, and accompanied by Representatives
Fitzgerald and Calder, of Brooklyn, the committee
inspected each of the buildings in the various de-
partments. The members seemed much !mpressed

; with the gresat amount of work belng done, es-

pecially in the construction of the new navy colller
Vestal.
After luncheon with the commandant an execu-

!uve session was held In his office, at which the
heads of the departments were present.

It is the
purpose of the committee in visiting lh; navy
yards, as it was upon their last inspection, to en-
deavor to concentrate the departments as much as
possible, thereby establishing reforms that will re-
sult in certain economies In the administration, and
to this end the suggestion was made yesterday that
the bureaus of equipment, of construction and re-
palr, of ordnance and of steam engineering, be
combined under one head. The committee found
that several of these departments have shops in
which the same class of machlnes exist—Aduplicate
machines, with a few men in each department to
run them. The merging of the light, heat and
power departments suggested at the committee’'s
last visit has been nearly accomplished, and it
works so well they say they belleve a similar plan
will be profitably made with the bureaus men-
tioned

| three years after her marriage.

Luther E. Gregory, a civil engineer at the navy §

yard, was asked to present his plan for the im-
provement of the yard. He demonstrated that it
was possible, by making some radical changes, to
handle meany more ships than can be accommo-
He suggests closing the present en-
trance to the vard from the East River and bulld-
ing & bridge across {t., connecting the mainland
with the Cob Dock. He proposed that a new en-
trance be made by cutting away the north side of
the Cob Dock between the coal pockets and the
berth pler, at which the recelving ship Hancock
now lies. This wide and more direct entrance,
with a serfes of long plers extending west from the
Wallabout, would, he belleved, relleve the present
congested counditions at the yard. The committes
will consider the plans presented.

The subject dearest to the hearts of Brooklyn's
citizens—the bduilding of new battleships at this
navy yard—wnas not brought up, for the reason,
it 1= said. that all the contra~ts for ships author-
ized to date have been let, but it was the opinion
of the committee that more big battleships are
needed, and from thelr earnest attitude on the
subject it was regarded as probable that recom-
mendations in that direction would receive favor-
able consideration at the hands of the next Con-
gress.

The committes returned to its quarters on board
the Dolphin in the navy yard tug Narkeeta, In
charge of Captain Bernhardt. The Dolphin, which
{s commanded by Lieutenant Commander Thomas
Washington, will sail at 4 p. m. to-day for New
London, where the naval station will be inspected
to-morrow.

Jege, training statfon and torpado station, and on
Friday the coaling station at Bradford. The navy

PROF. OREN ROOT DEAD.

Brother of Secretary of State Ex-
pires at Clinton, N. Y.

Utica, N. Y., Aug. 26.—Dr. Oren Root, brother of
Elihu Root, Secretary of State, and professor of
mathematics and natural sciences at Hamilton Col-
lege for twenty-seven years, succeeding his father,
died to-night at his home in Clinton from cirrhosis
of the liver. He had been ill for about a year.

Oren Root was born in Syracuse, N. Y., on May
18, 1833. He was named after his father, who was
for many years professor of mathematics at Ham-
fiton College, Clinton, N. Y., where the son held the
same chair from 1881 untll the time of his death.
He received his educatlon at Hamilton, and was
graduated in the class of '56. He then studied
law under Professor Theodore W. Dwight, and was
admitted to the bar of Wisconsin in 1858

He did not long continue in the practice of that
profession, accepting, in 1860, an election as prin-
cipal of a high school in Monroe, Mich., and, in
1862, an appointment as tutor in mathematics at his
alma mater. He was then for four years principal
of the Rome (N. Y.) Academy, and in 1856 he was
appointed to the chair of English in the State Uni-
versity of Missouri, at Columbia, and five years
later he became superintendent of public gchools
in Carroliton, in the same state. In 1873 he was
offered and accepted the presidency of Pritchett
College, in Glasgow, Mo. While filling this office
he entered the ministry of the Presbyterian Church.
Later he resumed the superintendency of the Car-
rollton schools, and in 1580 was called to Hamilton
to help his father in the mathematical department
of the college, succeeding him the following year.

In 18% he joined the Reformed (Dutch) Church,
and became the pastor of the congregation of that
denomination in the city of Utica, while continuing
to retain his chair in the college at Clinton.

Dr. Root early took an active interest in the
Masonic order, in which he continued & prominent
member through life. He was grand high priest
of the Royal Arch Masons of Missourt in 1868,
grand commander of the Knights Templar of Mis-
sourl in 1871, and grand chaplain of the Grand

in 1891 to 1892, and again in 1905.

He recelved the degree of D. D. from Rutgers
College in 1891, and that of L. H. D. from Union
College in 18%. He was the author of a textbook
on elementary trigonometry, and was the editor
of various works on declamation and oratory.

Dr. Root was married three times. His first wife,
Anna J. Higgins, of Waterford, N. Y., died In 1865,
His second wife
was Ida C. Gordon, of Columbia, Mo.. who dled
in 1896. His widow was Mrs. Anna Ray Quisgen-
berry, of Carrollton, Mo., to whom he was mar-
ried In 1901. Dr. Rot leaves three sons—Walstein
Root, who Is In the West; Edwin B. Root, a law-
yer, of this city, and Oren Root, jr., who, at the
age of thirty-four, is now first vice-president and
general manager of the Metropolitan Rallroad
Company, having risen in thirteen years from fore- |
man of a construction gang to his present post‘i
and two daughters, Mrs. Thomas V. Nichols, of
Syracuse, and Miss Laura Root. of Clinton. Pro-
tessor Root llved on College Hill, in a house ad-
joining the summer home of his brother, Elihu
Root, Becretary of State.

Mr. Bryant formed a partnership in 188 with
John A. Bentley, of Newsark, where their factory
was gituated for a generation, under the firm name
of Bryant & Bentley. The firm waa dissolved In
1887, when Mr. Bryant formed a new frm, with
his son, Willlam A. Bryant, and James A. Smith
as partners, which continued until his death.

Mr Bryant was one of the original Abolitdonists
and founders of the Republican party, and was
present at the first national convention held lnl
Philadelphia In 1866. He was proud of the fact that !
he was one of the few surviving “Frémonters.”
He was one of the oldest members of the Repub-
Hean Club of New York, and for many y#ars was
one of its most active ‘and enthusiastic workers.

Mr. Bryant's wife died several years ago. A son,
Captain Willlam A. Bryant, of the Essex Troop,
Newark, and a daughter, Mrs. F. A. Gardner, of
this city, survive him.

The funeral will take place to-morrow morning
a* 11 o'clock at Chesterfield, Mass.
