TOMATOES IN VARIOUS WAYS.

Delicious Combinations That Give Zest to
Midwinter Dishes.

The tometo lcnds llselt 80 1deally to ecasoning
that it can be “‘done up” in 8 number of excelient
ways, perhaps In more ways than any other ves-
etable, The smal!l egg tomatoes, which are vel-
low in coler, are sometimes put up in the form of
a preserve, with Jemon, but they are not a success,
and it 13 better to combino them with spices. The
flavor of lemon slone does not blend well with that
of tomato. The oldtime preserves whers the
flavor of ginger root e combined with that of the
lemon le much better.

To make ginger tomatoes, which are similar to
ginger pears, boil & guarter of a pound of grean
glnger root to every five pounds of egg tometoes.
Let the ginger reot boll in water—enough water to
cover the tomatoes—for fifteen minutes. When the
root s tender add sugar—three-quarters of a pound
to every pound of fruit. Add also to the five
pounds of frult the vellow part of the rind of one
lemon. Let the mixture boil again for about ter
minutes, add the fruit and cock until tender and
transparent. ‘Then seal up, dividing the slices or
ginger among the jars. It is better to parbail the
ginger root for a few moments, to take eut some of
the strong flavor, before using it

nary red tomatoes in spiced dishes sgultabie for
next winter's fare

A novel reclpe,

tomato jam, which will be de-
liclous with roasted meats, calls for six cups of
tomate pecled and minced, two cups of brown
SUgAX, & ury scant cup of vinegar, two teaspoon-
fuls each of cinnamon, cioves and salt.
