lina Rate Hearing.
Washington. Aug. 27— The direct testimony of

Controller Plant of the Southern lr»slway In the

North Carolina rate hearing was completed to-day.

and considerable progress was mad" in the cross-
examination for th. State of Ne-rth Carolina which
was conducted by Congressman Woodward.

Most of the afternoon session was taken up with

questions by Mr. Woodward concerning the report"

made by him to the North Carolina Corporation

Commission on the operations of th*Southern Rail-
way in that state. Mr. Woodward pr-*>»d hi*
questions so strongly that Mr Plant paid be felt
called upon to ask the protection of the Master
in Chancery. Mr. Plant asserted thnt Mr. Wood-

war.'. ;.sk>-<l him questions for the evident purpose
of drawing erroneous conclusions, nnd socb ques-
tions, he said, he did not Intend to answer.

Mr Woodward asked Mr Plant whether, upon
any of the quarterly reports made to the North

Carolina Railroad Corporation for the four quar-
ters ended with June 30. 190f.. there was any state-

ment that the operating expense* of intrastnte busi-

ness were approximations.

PROTEST li) MR. PLANT.

The opinion shows that the laws of North Caro-
lina especially provide upon what terms nn injunc-

tion shall he granted to suspend rates, pending liti-
gation, or involving the confiseatory nature of such

rates: that the statutes of North Carolina ex-
pressly authorise the course pursued by the courts

when treight rates are involved, but does not even
require a bond for such Injunction when passenger
fares are In litigation.

complainant on the one side and the travelling
public on the other. .

Therefore the questions presented are not sucn as
to warrant the assumption that this court Is with-

out jurisdiction. and a careful study of the cir-

enth Amendment, as well as the end to be obtained

All cans or receptacles used in the sale of milk
crt-am or curd for consumption, or in transporting
or shipping the same to market or the delivery
'hcrenf to purchasers for consumption as human
food, when found by the Commissioner of Agri-
culture or his assistants or agents to be in unfit
condition to be so used by reason of being worn
out badly rusted or •with rusted inside surface, or
unclean or unsanitary, or in such condition that
they car not be rendered clean and sanitary by
washing, and will tend to produce or promote in
milk, cream or curd when contained therein bad
flavors, unclean or unwholesome conditions favor-
able to uuhealthfulness or disease, shall be con-
demned by the Commissioner of Agriculture or his
assistant or agents. Kvery such can or recep-
tacle when so condemned shall be marked by a
stamp, impression or device, designed by the Com-

missioner of Agriculture, showing that they have
bees so condemned, and when so condemned shall
not thereafter be used by wan person for the pur-
pose of so pelling, transporting or shipping milk,
cream or curd.

Inspection of milk cans under this law was not
begun in this city until August 6. but now Mr.
Kracke and his men are giving three or four nights

Iweek to the work. This ill be continued until
the percentage of unclean cans has t>een reduced
to the minimum. Mr. Kracke said yesterday that
the first night out his mm found a majority of
the cans were dirty. The last inspection showed a
reversed condition.

The Assistant Commissioner save New Yorkers
can assist in this work Ifhouseholders will see that

as soon as the receptacles in which milk is deliv-
ered, to them have been emptied they are thor-
oughly cleaned. This may be done by rinsing the
bottles first In •warm and then in cold -water and
rtnnding them upside down to drain. In this way

all the milk particles can be removed, and the
eh;.- of germs contaminating the milk when
the bottle Is filled again will be decreased.
