While it occurred on Canadian soil, there were
Americans engaged on the work, and an American
firm is probably the largest loser The structure is
ill 111 li to be the greatest span in the world, and

when completed, a* it undoubtedly will be, win
probably maintain its supremacy until one of the
giant structures designed to Bpan the Hudson from

this city is reared in the air. The Frith of Forth
Bridge in Scotland Is now the greatest in span, but
dose to it rank the two bridges uniting Manhattan
and Brooklyn, That then- are unsuspected dangers

in the cantilever system of bridge building Is ap-
parent from this disaster, unless, indeed, it was duo
to overloading an unsupported structure so that
the anchor strain was insufficient. The only ex-

ample of the cantilever system of bridge building
in this city In th« BlackwelTs Island Bridge, now in
course of construction, the speedy completion of

which is promised. The Quebec bridge has towers
which rise "nn feet In the air; the central Spaa is

to be 1,800 feet, 30 feet more than thai of any

other similar structure. The weight of material in
it is to be duo hundred million pounds, and the es-
timated cost of completion $10,000,000. At present

no bridge crosses the st Lawrence below Montreal,

the crossing at Quebec being by ferry. The hin-
drance to the growth of the latter city by reason
of this led to the bridge project, which was aided
by the government. The structure is designed to

be used by six railroad lines, and its completion
next year was to have been a matter of interna-

tional celebration.
"Of the greatest interest In this city lias been

the visit of Prince Wilheini of Sweden, the Duke
of Sod.ruuiiiland. and second son of the crown
prince. He has gone down to Oyster Bay. where

the President surprised him by his intimate knowl-
edge of Sweden's methods of naval training; he
has paid a visit to Coney Island, where be. mar-
velled over the way the Americans- take their pleas-

ures In bunches, and he has gone to the twenty-

ninth tloor of the new Singer Building tower, over-
topping at that level all other New York structures,

and already about ten stories higher in steel con-
struction, exceeding the tallest of existing land-

marks in this country, the Washington Monument,

and to go on to over six hundred feet. From the

All the butchers will he housed in the two
blocks of buildings beyond First avenue on the
vJSth street side. The cars willrun behind them
from the freight yard and dump their loads of
meat directly into the butchers* Ice boxes. Fur-
ther on. a sidewalk runs along the side of the
freight yard. The produce for the other mer-
chants willbe deposited here and will be picked
up by overhead trolleys and conveyed to their
destinations.

At the < nd of the row of buildings along 36th

Btreel and of the row behind the administration
building piers will project into the Hay. The
superstructure of the first will be used as a

recreation pier. At the end of the row in 3 th

street there will be a small freight yard, and
beyond that a landing where the trains may be

hauled ashore from the bargee on the water

Back of the buildings the tracks will extend

from the yard parallel with 3Sth atreet to Sec-

ond avenue.
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
