New Name of the Former Pro-Cathe-
dral at No. ISO Stanton Street.

The former Episcopal Pro-Cathedral at No. 130
Stanton street is <»ion to be changed into an in-
stitutional house by the New York Protestant
Episcopal City Mission Society. This buildinghas
changed hands many times during: its lifetime, and
was turned over to the City Mission Society by
Bishop Potter some time after the completion of
the crypt of the Cathedral of St. John the Divine
on Mornlngidde Heights. Henceforth the building

will be known as "The House of A \u25a0:
''">" and th«i

chapel on the street floor an "The Chapel of St
Priscflla."

According to the plans for the remodelling of
the building, which at present has only two floors
in addition to tho hagr-mont. tho chapel will be
cut down in size and the floor above it divided into
two b| rica, thus increasing the *=pac(» avnilnhlo
for kindergarten, nursery, industrial classes, etc.
According to T. V. Boynton, the treasurer of the
aodet] the exterior of the house will be little
chancd. Entrants to Hie chapel on a level with
the street will mark the only alterations seen
from the street. In the basement willbe a gym-
nasium, a billiard room, a bowling alloy and other
things necessary fcr institutional work of thi
kind th» society expects to carry on th'-re.

The present building stands en the Bite of the
\u25a0first Chan of the Epiphany. It was first known
as "Old Epiphany House," and was used for settle-
m,ent work by Mr.Wills. Later it was absorbed by
Ft. George's Church, which continued in it the
same kind of work. It then passed from th» con-
trol of St. George's Church to Bishop Potter, who
used It as liia Pro-Cathedral, and continued to
carry on work among the people of the East Side,

even after tba crypt at the cathedral was com-
pleted BiFhop Potter later turned the building
over to the City Mission Society, and until about
Him year3 ago it was known <?s "Epiphany
Chapel.
