SCHOOL SEATING PROBLEM.

Superintendent Stewart Considers Some
Phases of It.

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: Experience in the opening
shows that in the solution of the part-time prob-
lem the use of the seats {s as important as the
supply of new seats by the Board of Education.
The parents themselves may do murch, by oppos-
ing transfers of children, to prevent the solution
of the part-time problem. The district superin-
tendent may make plans, but the co-operation of
parents is necessary to the proper administration
of the use of the school accommodations.

The annual reports of the Department of Edu-
catiod for the last five calendar years show that,
although the average attendance for thesa five
vears has increased less than 20,000 each year.
Department of Education has provided increased
seating accommodations to the average number
of nearly 4,000 each year; more exactly, the Board
of Education in this period provided $2.000 more
new seats than were called for by the increase in
average attendance, and this does not includs
thousands of seats takihg the place of those pro-
vided previously in buildings leased by the de-
partment or in school buildings abandoned.

In the period from January L 1802, to January 1,
1907, the average attendance was increased by 96—
o (Journal, Board of Edneation, 1%2, page 1007
1907, page 95), while the number of additional seats
was increased by 178,000 (Annua! Reports, Depart-
ment of Education, 1902-'07, pages 235, 190, 271, 282
and 3.

The $2.000 new seats in excess of the Increase in
average attendance might have released 164,000
children from part time if every seat were ex-
actly where it might be most needed: or, 50,000
seats thus provided might have been placed In
new districts sparsely settled to accommeodate fut-
in population, and the remaining

might have released 64,000 children

32,000 seats
from part time.

By the Journal of the Board of Education it will
be found that in December. 191, there were only
48,000 children on part time, while in December,
1906, there were 78,00 (Journal, Board of Educa-
tion, 1902, page 100: 197, page ). When it is con-
sidered that accommodations for each pupil cost
the city necessarily over $100, the conclusion may
be reached that this problem is of great impor-
tance to the city as well as to the individual child.
If the expenditure of probably $25.000,000 In flve
vears for school accommodations and the supply
by the Board of Education of more than §0,000 sur-
plus seats ends with an increase of 30,00 in the
number of part-time pupils, the queries arise, How
many millions must the eoity spend to meet the
problem, how many surplus seats must be pro-
vided by the Board of Education, and when will
the solution be reached?
