Tho .-K*a«. Insurance Company won its case

against the Albany & S'.;*ii;»h»nna Railroad and
the Delaware & Hudson Company yesterday. The
suit was to recover rentals and the Interest that
had been sieved by the refunding of bonds of the
Albany & Susquehanna road to the Delaware
A Hudson Company. The insurance company is a
stockholder of the Albany & Susquehanna. road.
The road's property was leased In IS7O by the Data-
ware & Hudson Company.*
In ttW It was decided to refund th» bonds of the

Albany a Susquehanna road as a portion of them

were Issued at seven per cent at the t.me of the
lease and were made illegal by a recently enacted
law of Now York. The complaint contended that
the stockholders of the Susquehanna road were
'untied to whatever sum had been saved by re-
fun.lln« the boada and BUN as rentals. The de-
fendants Insisted that there was no sum due the

plaintiffs for renfa!.«. and that the money that had
been saved by refunding the bonds the Delaware.
& Hudson Company was entitled to under the terms

of the lease.

WINS SUIT AGAINST D. k H.

Represents the .State Before the
Broome County Grand Jury.

Binghamton. N. V.. Sept. lf>.—Ex-Senator Ed-
gar T.Brackett, who was appointed by the Gov-
ernor to Investigate the charge- of a criminal
action in connection with the conduct of the
District Attorney's office brought by the news-
paper representing '9 political opponents, and
W. W. Farley, of this city, named to represent

the Attorney General of the state In the investi-
gation, presented their appointments to Justice
Henry li.Coman at the opening of the Supreme

Court to-day. Following this the September
grand jury was directed by Justice Coman to
proceed without loss of time to investigate the
charge.

Justice Toman said It was of the utmost Im-
portanco in the administration of Justice that
the charge be speedily and thoroughly Inquired
Into in order that the restrict Attorney. if his
Innocence was established, mlKht be vindicated
before the people. Justice Oman also directed
that It wag the duty of the grand Jury. In case
the District Attorney was found innocent, to

determine If the parties making the charge
against him were not guilty of a criminal of-
fence In comrutttlnj? criminal libel. Th© Ju»tic*
impressed on the Jury that the matters were
serious ones, and they were urged to be careful.
It was paid *the Jury had power to summon any

witness and call for any books or papers wanted.

BRACKETT BEGIXS PROBE.

Ransomed Six-Year-Old Boy to

Lead Police to Their Lair.
The police believe that through the return of

six-year-old Nicolo Tomaso. living at No. 15

East Houston street, who was kidnapped more
than a month ago. they may be oole to discover
a den of kidnappers where- other boys and girls

are being: held for ransom. The father of the
boy asserts that he did not pay anything: for

his son's return, but the police scout this state-
ment, knowing that, although a bootblack, he
has several thousand dollars and owns property

in Brooklyn. The boy was found by the police

on Wednesday night, sitting on the steps of

the publicschool at No. 328 sth street.

At his home the boy told of an Italian who
gave him a permy < for a stick of candy and then
Invited him to go for a ride on a car. When

the boy refused the man picked him up and
carried him aboard a car. They had a long

ride, crossing the Wllliamsburg Bridge, before
they reached a house where he was taken inside.

The boy did not leave the house from August

10 until Wednesday. He says that he was kept

a prisoner by two men and two women, all
Italians, and that there were another boy and
two little girls at the place. He says that the
other boy cried most of the time and wanted to
go home,. The prisoners were fed well on maca-
roni and steak, but were compelled to keep their

shoes on all the time. The po!ice believe that
this was for the purpose of making a hurried
flight in case It should be necessary-

The boy says that his captors threatened to
cut his tongue out when he cried, and that they

were always talking of "cops." After a week
the men left tho place. Wednesday night after
the boy had gone to bed he was aroused and

told that he was going to take a trip. While he
was asleep he was carried to the steps of the
school where he was found.

Ten days ago the mother of th© boy offered a
public reward of £500 for the return of the

Benisch found there what appeared to him to be
a regular poolroom, and after a few more words
with McCormick he went to the window of the
cashier's office nnd hantfed In his J.">.or>r>, to be, placed
on Colonel Jack.

While waiting for the rnce to be run he found
his companion had disappeared, and soon after
found himself alone In the house. He rushed to the
street, nnd at Seventh avenue and 23d street he
«aw McCormlck. He got a bicycle patrolman to

arrest him. McCormick was locked up on a charge

of grand larceny. None of the money was found
on him.

NO CHANGE IN OKLAHOMA.

Oklahoma and Indian Territory

Election Returns Misleading.
[From The Tribune Bureau. ]

Washington, Sept. 19.
—

"Oklahoma and Indian
Territory are safely Republican in spite of the

returns showing the Democrats to have carried
the proposed state. There is no possibility of

the admission of Oklahoma under the present
constitution, and the matter simply goes back

to its old status."
Such is the opinion expressed by Judge J. R.

Thomas, of Muskegee. for ten years a Delegate

to Congress from Indian Territory. He is
thoroughly in touch with the status of the two
commonwealths, though he says he is now out

of politics and engaged in the practice of law.

"The explanation for the course the recent

election took," he continued, "is to be found in
the apathy on the part of Republicans in the

contest over the adoption of the constitution.
They felt a delicacy in voting against that
constitution Inthe face of the fact that it meant

that the territories would be kept out of the

Union for a year or two longer. They simply

stayed away from the polls and let the matter

drift. They failed to enthuse over the election
of officers whom they felt would never be seated
in the absence of a possibility of the national
government approving the constitution.

"There is no thought of immediate admission

Inmy mind. The constitution is absolutely ob-

jectionable, and in the face of the fact that its
adoption would, if the returns of the recent

election are taken seriously, mean that the

Democrats would get eight electoral votes above

what they have without the new state. Isee i

no reason why the administration should let it

in.
Indian Territory is cited as the Democratic

stronghold, yet 1 am satisfied that it is safely ;

Republican, and I served on that ticket for

ten years in Congress. When a favorable con-

stitution is framed and the state is finally ad-
mitted, the, Republicans will make an entirely

different showing. We regret the postpone-

ment of statehood, but hope to put forward

a more favorable constitution when we are al-

lowed to frame another."

Mr.Kellogg will endeavor to Introduce at to-

day's session the original trust agreement, made

en January 2. ISS2. which is entered In the

governments bill of complaint. By the agree-

ment all the stockholders of fourteen leading

companies in the oil business and part of the

stockholders In twenty-six other corporations

*\u25a0«-« joined with another class of partners, in-

cluding rom« forty Individuals or trustees, in

an agreement to pool interests to get control
of the oil industry and to suppress competition

inIt.
It was provided in the agreement that the

interests of the subscribing shareholders in the

various companies should be turned over to

Standard Oil compare* to be formed in the

states of Ohio. New York. Pennsylvania and
New Jersey. Inreturn for these shares, stocks,

etc. certificates were to be prepared by th*

nine trustees showing the interest of each bene-

ficiary In the trust. These were to be of the

par value of $100 and to be known as Standard
Oil trust certificates. Practically complete super-

vision over the business and financial manage-

ment of the combination was assigned to the

trustees. The firs* beard consisted of John D.

Rockefeller, .AViHiam Rockefeller. Oliver H.
Payne. John D. Archbold. J. A. Bostwick, Henry
