The Ancient Order of Hibernians, one of the
wldest and most influential of Irish-American
organizations, is split into two factions by the
refusal of the national directorate of that hody
to indorse the Irish Parllamentary party, headed |
by John Redmond

Several divisions of the order in this city
have condemned the directorate, and others have
fntimeted that they will withdraw from the na-
tional body if it persists in encouraging a policy
which has not the sympathy of “a tenth of the
entire membership in this country.” It is not at
all improbable that the fight, which one mem-
ber has described as “the prettiest scrap I've
seen outside of Kilkenny,” will cause the seces-
sion of one of the factions or a dissolution of
the orgaunization.

Nearly all the prelates in America are mem-
bers of the order, and all are known to approve
of the policy of the Irish Parliamentary party.
Several well known priests intimated yesterday
that the Church might take advantage of the
opportunity to condemn the order altogether.
An order of the same name in Scotland has
been condemned by the Church authorities there,
with the approval of the Pope.

The national directorate of the order in this
country is controlled by the Clan-Na-Gael fac-
tion, which des ¢ Redmond and his tactics |
and believes that only physical force can win
Ireland's irdependence. It is admitted by the
leading spirits of this faction that more than £0
per cent of the membership is in sympathy with
the Irish Parliamentary p but the direc- |
torate, through the national president, Matthew
Cummings, of Boston, has announced in a8 let-
ter addressed recently to all the branches of the
organization in this country that the order
ghould not be drawn into the fight.

Mr. Jackson, Who delighted the trust busters
with predictione of what he was going to do to the
tax dodging corporations after he became Attorney
General has not made much of an impression on
the strong boxes of the lighting companies in ar-
rears for special franchise taxes.

Washington, Sept. 19.—Authoritative informa-
tion concerning the explosion on the Japanese
naval vessel Kashima, which occurred on Sep-
tember 16, raached the Navy Department to-
day, and proved the occasion for considerable
expert speculation as to the actual cause of
the accident. E
It appears that the gun crew fn the starboard
turret had pilaced the projectile and powder
charge in one of the 10-inch guns, and before
the breechblock could be closed the charge ex-
ploded. The projectile remained in the gun,
and the force of the explosion was exerted in
the turret, killing thirty-four officers and men
and seriously wounding eight. As every man
in the turret was killed or severely wounded,
such details as have been obtained could be

! gecured only from a man who had left the turret

a moment before the accident.
The Japanese experts attribute the premature

| explosion to a flareback. This could have oc-

! curred, of course, only by the pessage of the

burning gases through the rifle grooves and
around the projectile, which, presumably, was,
by virtue of its brass collar, seated securely
against the rifling before the powder was in-
gorted In the breech. Naval experts say that
such ignition of the powder is possible but un-
likely, and there are some who again propound
the old question, never answered to their satis-

| faction, Is it not possible that the breech of a

10-ipch or 12-inch gun may become so over-
heated after a few shots as to ignite a charge
of smokeless powder by mere contact?

As in the recent case of the Georgia, it seems
probable that the true cause of this acecident
will never be definitely fixed, but the repeti-
tion of such accldents cause suspicion of the
dependability of modern smokeless powder.

SEEK HOMES OVER PIERS.

Tenants’ Union Would Emancipate
Longshoremen from Landlords.

The Tenants’ Union foregathered last night, and
handed out a lot of superheated talk against the

jandlords. The meeting was specially for the resi-
dents along the North River, in the latitude of
Greenwich Village, and the gathering was called
to order by James Cunningham, president of
Branch No. 2 of the Longshoremen’s Union. In
fact, the meeting was entirely for the benefit of
the longshoremen.

“TWhat we want,” satd Cornelius Donovan, presi-
dent of the Tenants’ Union, “what we want for
the long emen are ts built over the city
owned plers. These longshoremen make New York
what it is as a great port, receiving the wealth of
the world from the steam driven argosies of com-
merce. The longshoremen :nust be near their
work. The city could bulld these pier tenements
and furnish them for longshoremen at a nominal
price and yet realize 4 per cent on the investment.
Thus these earnest toilers would avoid the tyranny
of the landlord, retain their self-respect and be
able to bring up their families in healthful, com-
fortable conditions.

There were many speakers, the rostrum being a
wagon drawn up at Hudson street and St. Luke’s
Place. A crowd of about three hundred persons
gathered and listened to the talk against landlords
and property owners. Besides Messrs. Cunningham
and Donovan there were half a dozen other speak-
ers, including James F. McGuire and Joseph F.
Darling, a lawyer. They all agreed that the city
could build the necessary tenement houses, and
then they carried through a set of resolutions that
were greeted with cheers. The resolutions set
forth, first, that the longshoremen were in a pe-
cullar position, being ‘“‘chained to the dock.' The
most important part of the resolutions ran as fol-

lows:
