The site for the structure
is to be a triangular plol bounded by the Park
plaza. Flatbush avenue and the continuation of

Underbill avenue. The plans, as drawn up by

the architect, cal for a magnificent structure of
gTanite. limestone and steel. Its cost would be
about $3-T.O<VK>. while the trustees have only
planned on spending tZJ&O&fiQO. or $750,000 less.
The present design is for a building in the style

of Louis XVI. somewhat on the lines of the

central library in Manhattan and Boston's pro-

posed Museum of Art. The new Fort Hamilton
"branch v.ill be opened on October 16. and con-
tracts hnve been let for the erection of four
other branches about the borough-

The structure is of three utories. with
a basement and a roof basketball ground.
Its material la brick and uteel. and It la fire-
proof throughout.

Packer Inptltute was founded half a century
ago, and has been the alma mater of many of
th*» best known women of Brooklyn since that
time. in the designing of the hall the archi-
tect, Pierre I-*Brun. followed closely the Gothic
model of Mlnard Lefevre.

The woodwork of the hall la dark quartered
oak throughout the. interior, with the exception
of the alumnae, parlor, which 1"* finished In ma-
hogany by the courtesy of the contractor and
the architect. The architectural effects are well
brought out in the portion of the annex which
is to be used as a library. The- shelves and al-
coves are, of the Gothic type, and simple carved
designs decorate the top of the panfis. The
assembly hall in the new building is pro-
vided f\vith a small stage with dressing rooms on
either side and equipment for dramatic enter-
tainments. The room will be used for instruct-
ing the pupils In elocution. The -second and
third floors are to be used*for classrooms, of-
fices and special rooms and for a laboratory. In
the basement of the building is a largo dining
room.

Part of the old buildinghas been remodelled in
preparation for the changes which the addition
will make, expedient in Its arrangement Dr.
Truman J. Backus, president of the institute, is
much elated over the completion of the annex.
The extra facilities which it will offer, he says,
will add greatly to the usefulness of the school.

One million dollars was appropriated by the last
X*e{rir]atxire for the u.se of the Department of
Health to be experded In the struggle ajrainst this
disease that is costing Pennsylvania, like New-York, many thousands of Its citizens each year.

greatly to mis Pennsylvania's present sana-
torium at Mont Alto, and in order that this may
be accomplished the sanatorium site and a larpe
adjoining- tract have been transferred from theforestry department the Department of Health
The whole forest preserve has "wen carefully sur-veyed, the soil and -water have been tested, and at
the same time preparations have been polng on for
the erection at tin numerous little open air cot-
taces which will form the main feature of the in-
stitution.
