CAR ABLAZE (N TUNNEL

PANIC UNDER THE RIVER.

Short Circuit in Belmont Tube Ter-
rifies Trwenty-five Passengers.

A car with twenty-five passengers aboard
caught fire yesterday afternoon in the north
tube of the Belmont tunnel when midway under
the East River.
