th© East River to 42.1 St.. Manhattan. It is eaiil
that th© running tltns of trains between the build-
ing and the Grand Central Station will ba about
five minutes. Itnow takes from thirty-five to forty
minutes to make the Journey between those places.

The' building- Is to bo of reinforced concrete, in-
cluding the floors, partition walla and roof. The
exterior facing for the first and second stories will
be laid in rich grray limestone, and the four upper
stories in 6tucco, or common brick, with red faced
brick trimmings. The dimensions willbe 175x1*9.9i^
feet. Including a large court for llKht and air. On
the main floor there will be an arcade extending
through tho entire building. The axcada will be 30
feet in width by 175 feet in length, with twenty or
more stores on either side. There will be a mezza-
nine floor ROxliW feet, divided Into eleven euitea of
eftlces. Tho Becond Btory will be devoted entirely

to offices, numbering thirty-five. On the third,
fourth, fifth and sixth stories will be seventy-two
five and six room apartments, with baths and other
modern, conveniences. Kntrances to all apartments
willbe from lhe> street direct.

As to the occupation of the
heads of the families permanently staying at

placed as either merchant, banker, financial or
real estate broker, artist or politician. Thero
w<re two artists and two politicians who, with
their wives, lived at the hotel.

''Somehow It was a very hard task In. those
days to attract young couples to become per-
manent guests of apartment hotels. If th<»y

\u25a0were not set on occupying dwelling houses thesr
preference then was for the apartment house.
The young wife usually wanted to try her hand
at managing: a lot of servants, and sometimes
she thought hc-r place should be in tho kit<*li<»n
when the meals for her husband were being

cooked. You know the girls who became wives
in the early 'SO's knew how to cook, at U-.i.-j
most of them did, and they took special delight
In learning the favorite dishes of their hus-
bands and serving them Just as they liked them.
Their mothers, too, were proud of their knowl-
edge of cooking. Iwonder how m;iny mothers
of well-to-do families of to-d.iy are to be seen
in kitchens, doing or supervising the cooking of
the principal rnealß each day for the members
of the household. Occasionally Iam Invited to
dine with a family occupying a suite in an
apartment hotel or livingin a dwelling house.
and once in a while the mother of the family

sets before me a dish over which no epicure

ooold grumble and which was cooked by her. In
ihr hist five years the private kitchen has been
r*tpi<]!y disappearing from the homes of those
who dwell in apartment hotels and apartment
houses, and in about one-third of the space once
\u25a0sed as a kitchen is what we call the kitchen-
ette. The passing of tho private kitchen 1? prin-
cipally due to rhe inabilityof many families to
g"t good s<rvants, and especially good cooks.

Even if the servant question was not a serious

one. economy would have brought about, the
transformation of the private kitchen to the
kitchenette. A kitchenette is a lfttle room of

a EOite, It is fitted with china closets, chests
for silver service, table linen, has one or more
i<v boxes and a place in which dishes ready to
serve will be 'kept hot for from fifteen mlnutf-s
to half an hour. The meals served in a suite
which has a kitchenette are cooked in the pub-

lic kitchen in the basement of the house and
between the public kitchen and the kitchenette
theie is usually a private dumbwaiter. The
public kitchen is generally in constant use, and
therefore meals are prepared in it at nearly
every hour of the night and day.

"Inone of the hotels now under my manage-
ment Ihave about one hundred and fifty fam-
ilies who occupy suites by the year, and of these
families the number of young couples with chil-
dren of school age is greater than the old cou-
ples who have no children or whose sons and
daughters an- grown up; and the occupations of
the heads of those families are so variod as to

take in nearly all professional and business pur-

suits. Iam glad that time has brought about
this change, for Ithink young couples should
enjoy the comforts to be found in the average
