G. Rockefeller, New York; H. H. Rogers, New
York; Marvin Hughitt., Chicago: R. S. Lovett,
Chicago: R. 8§ Peabody, New York: Joshua F.
Smith, Salt Lake City; James Stillman, New
York, and P. A. Valentine, New York.

Of the total of 2,950,692 shares, common and
preferred, 2,261,347 were voted at the meeting,
mainly by proxies.

The only Eastern men present were Vice-
President W. L. Cornish, who presided: Joseph
Hellen, of New York, assistant secretary of the
company, and B. A. M&Allister, of Omaha.

MANUFACTURERS ELA TED

Imporiant Decision to All Makers
of Cotton Goods.

Manufacturers of eotton goods were much elated
Yesterday over a decision of Israel Fy scher, a
member of the Board of General Appraisers, up-
holding them in their contention that cotton cloth
Composed of unbleached foundation threads over
which are bleached or colored figure threads is
really bleached or figured cloth, and subject to
duty accordingly. The importers have held that
fuch cloth was unbleached, and therefore su bject
1o 10 per cent less duty than the other. Marion
De Vries, another member of the Board of Ap-
pralsers, who is now abroad, gave a decision a
¥ear ago supperting the importers.

The case that he decided was known as the
Rusch case, from the name of the importer, and
later, because of the celerity with which it was
made, came to be known as the Rush case. Ac-
cording to the National Association of Cotton
Manufacturers, it “was taken from the suspended
fles of the General Appraiser’s office and, without
being placed on the calendar for trial and with-
©ut any notice being given to the attorney for
the government, without a witness being sworn,
the decision was made.”

Its effect on American manufacturers of cotton

evident immediately, and those of them
Who produced goods similar to those in dispute
considered that they were being deprived of their
legitimate protection. An association of them, in-
cluding several firms in New York City, retained
Edwin A. Hartshorn, former United States Ap-
Praiser, o try to obtain a reversal of the decision.

BIG ORDER FOR BESSEMER RAILS.

Bethlehem Steel Corporation Gets Contract
to Deliver 15,000 Tons,

The Bethlehem Steel Corporation, it was of-
ficially announced yesterday, had receilved an
order for 15,000 tons of high grade open hearth
steel ralls from the Lehigh WValley Railroad
Company. While the price was not stated, it
was said to be at a substantial premium over
the base price of $28 a ton for Bessemer ralils,
The open hearth ralil is lower in phosphorus than
the Bessemer rail, and over 00 per cent of the
contracts for steel rails gince the books for 1008
delivery were opened have been for this class
of rail, notwithstanding that only two com-
panies, the Bethlehem and the Tennessee Coal
and Iron Company, are manufacturing this type.

It was reported recently that the committee
of rallroad officials and steel rail manufacturers
appointed to draw up specifications for a stan-
dard rail to meet modern traffic conditions had
failed to agree on the chemical composition, the
railroad men wanting a rail lower in phosphorus
than could be turned out by the Bessemer pro-
cess.

ERIE RAILROAD.

The pamphlet report of the Erie Rallroad Com-
pany for the fiscal year ended June 30 last was
fssued yesterday. The income account, balance
sheet and traffic statistics have recently been pub-
lished. Referring to the company's plans for bring-
ing its trains into this city by tunnel, President
Underwood says:

“A contract with the Hudson & Manhattan
Rallroad, granting this company the use of the
tunnels now under construction and certain tunnels

! hereafter to be constructed under the Hudson

River, together with the use of valuable terminal
facilities in New York, has been entered into, to
tecome partially effective at the time of the com-
pletion of the Hudson & Manhattan line and to
become further effective at such time as your com-
pany may complete its improvements at Jersey City
and avall itself of the additional facilities which
the Hudson & Manhattan company is under con-
tract to construct.”
