per producer had attempted to sell a block of sev-
eral million pounds of electrolytic copper at a
price ranging from 13 cents to 13>i cents a pound, but
had bern unable to get a better bid than 12'icents,

aroused considerable Interest In copper circles Inthis
cityyesterday. It was said In wellinformed quarters

here that the. company referred to In the London
report was the United Metals Selling Agency,
which handle the output of the Amalgamated
Copper Company, as well as that of other produc-
ing companies.

No Information regarding the matter could be ob-
tained at the offices of the Belling agency referred
to. A member of Phelpa, Dodge* Co., the second
largest selling agency, said, however, that he did
not think there was any truth In the report, and
that he had sent \u25a0 cable message to that effect to

London. He said further" that the market situation
was getting better every day; that many In-
quiries were being received, and that small pales

of the metal were made da'.l^ and that he did not
think the price would go lower. "Only to-day." ha
added, "we received a bid for a large block of cop-

per at 14 cents, but refused to consider it. We
have not sold any copper below HVi cents, and I
don't believe the United Metals Selling Agency has,

either."
A representative of the American Metal Com-

ri>ny. one of the largest Independent selling
agencies, said that while he had heard the United
Metals Selling Agency had offered to sell a large
block of copper at 13 to 13'3 cents he did not believe
the report. "Wo are offering copper at 14 cents a
pound," he said, "but there is very little business
being done at any price. The consumers are, not
getting any orders for manufactured goods, and
consequently they are not buying any copper, and
will not until orders begin to come In. When the
demand for copper pets In. as Itmust some time. It
Will he heavy, and the surplus stock Will soon dis-
appear. It is not so much the price of the metal
as it Is the stringency of the money market that Is
responsible for the present stagnation. Because of
this condition railroads and other large users of
copper are unable to raise money for improvements,
extensions, etc., and the demand for the metal has
almost ceased in consequence."
