
Chicago Wins Third Straight Game

for World's Championship.
Detroit, Oct. 11.— There is gloom among th/? base-

ball fans In Detroit to-night, for the Tigers, cham-
pions of the American League, lost their third
straight same to the Chicago Cuba In the fight for
the world's championship. The score was 6 to 1.
It was the first game of the series in Detroit, and
hope had run high that the Tigers would show to
better advantage on their home grounds before a
wildlypartisan crowd and withDonovan In the box.
Overall was more than a match for Donovan, how-
ever.

It was a well deserved victory for the Cubs, as
they played superior baseball throughout the gam--.
There were several errors of omission on the part
of the Detroit players, besides the two real errors
charged against them, which figured In the Chicago
run-making.
It was anything but baseball weather. The tem-

perature ranged between 46 and 50 degrees during
the game, with a cold twelve-mile wind from the
north blowing across the diamond. Several times
there were showers of rain

—
one, while Chicago

was batting in the fifth Inning, being so heavy that
It was necessary to stop play for fifteen minutes.
Again In the seventh inning there was a sharp
shower for a few moments, but It did not last long
enough to Interrupt the game. The attendance was
a disappointment, reaching only 11.300 persons.

The Tigers scored their only run in the fourth
Inning, when, with two out. Cobb'a fine three bagger
was followed by two singles. O'Leary struck out,
however, with the bases full. The men did not show
at any time the snap and dash in their work which
marked their playing during the American League
season here.

Ressman continued his fine work at first base
and drove in Detroit's only run with his single
after Cobb had tripled. Donovan gave two bases on
balls— the same number as Q verall—but both of the
Detroit pitcher's passes developed Into runs, while
neither of Overall's gifts was expensive.

Captain Chance of the. Chicago team was hit on
the right hand by an Inshoot while at bat In the
opening Inning, and both his second and third
fmg.-rs were- badly crushed. The game was stopped
while the injuries were dressed Chance said to-
