ing been made els -where Instead of sneering
"At last !" it Is appropriate to exclaim with
sincere and profound gratification, "So soon!"

So much for the past. The future in the Phil-
ippines, as well as in the United States Itself
and everywhere else, must be left to specula-
tion and to hope. We are told that two-thirds
of the members of the Philippine Assembly
want Immediate Independence for the inlands,

while the other third want a date fixed now for
independence in the measurably near future.
Such is Mr. Archibald R. Colquhoun's analysis
of the Assembly. Perhaps its accuracy mi^ht
be challenged, but, if correct. It obviously vin-
dicates the absolute good faith of the American
administration in letting the elections I*? held
in perfect freedom. It also affords an Interest-
Ing illustration of the mercurial disposition of
the Philippine people, for it is well known that
not lone ago a large p-irt of them Inclined
strongly toward continued American possession
and control of the Islands.
