TEMPVS FVGIT BEATEN,

Belmont Pe.rk Racing Summaries.

Faust, at Fancy Price, Win* the
liamapo Handicap by a Head.

Sandy Creokor won the Harbor Hill Steeple-

chase for three-yearfold jumpers at Belmont
Park yesterday, after a race that was bo fullif
accidents that tho big crowd in attendance did
not have" the heart to cheer the winner with the
usual enthusiasm, fearing it might have left a
trail of death*. Bis of the eleven starters came
to grief during the running:. and the field seemed

to be fairly strewn with riderless horses and
Utnpins or disabled Jockeys. Fortunately, the
boys, who appear to be guarded by a special
providence were not seriously Injured. Five of
them walked back to the paddock, while McAfee,

who was carried "ft in the ambulance, aped

with a bad cut on the face and a general shak-
ing up.

Sandy Creekcr was a lukewarm favorite in
the bettinp. and he won rather cleverly by a
length after a hard drive, with Touchwood and
Economy coming to the last jump. Touchwood
had made moat of the running, but the effort
told at the end. and he finished some ten lengths

behind Economy, which followed Sandy Creeker
home. Tii«- race was framed by Clarence H.
Mackay to encourage the development of three-
year-old jumpers, and he added 13,000 to the
pubucriptions and a silver cup, which must be
won twice, not necessarily in succession, to
become the property of an individual. Cortland
H. Smith owns Sandy Creeker. so that he got
the rich prize and a leg on the coveted trophy.

J. Temple Gwathmey, who raced a small
stable under the name of Mr. Cotton before he
retired last fail, was so anxious to win the cup,
on which he had won a leg, that he bought
Motor and St. Nick from Owynne Tompkins, his
former stable manager, and started them in his
old colors

—
green and white stripes, white cap.

Many racegoers accepted this as a "tip," and
the entry was heavily played around 4 to 1.
Mr. Cotton and those who bet on the entry were
disappointed, however, as both horses fell over
Waterspeed. which went down at the fourth
jump. Hayseed and Percentage were prominent
for a mile and a half, but they came a cropper
at a jump on the backstretch the second time
round, while Kempton fell at the bank on the
far turn.
