Reed Collection of Heads, Horns

and Skins Secured for This City.
The famous Reed collection of heads, horns

and skin« of Alaskan big game animals, which

for three years has been on exhibition at the
t'nlon Club ln Victoria, B. C. has been secured

for New York and safely landed at th« Zoolop-

Icttl Park. The collection was formed by A. S.
Reed, an English sportsman, in course of an ex-

tensive series of hunting adventures in the wild
Northwest, and it contains probably the finest

lot of heads of giant moose, caribou, Alaskan

brown bear, white mountain sheep and walrus

ever brought together. Owing to the disappear-

ance of the big game of Aluska it is doubtful
whether it would now be possible for any one to

make such a collection of extra large specimens.

Several of the objects are, by experts, believed
to be the finest of their kind in existence.

The collection is widely known among the
sport sinen of America and Europe, and It will

And Mr. Bryan is to invade the
enemy's country once more, to deliver a sermon
in Brooklyn and a speech In Manhattan, Inlocal
politics the Judges Bartlett, whose election is
secure, have been officially informed of nomina-
tion, and the fusion candidates, the fate of
some of whom is extremely uncertain, have also
received notification of their being placed 'on the
ticket. Mr Hearst, who is expected to make a
strenuous effort for the ticket on which his
right hand man in his campaigns. Maximilian F.
Ihmsen. is candidate for Sheriff, as he did for
his own election to city or state office, has been
making speeches in Brooklyn, where there is
no fusion and the action taken in this city has
been repudiated by the state chairman of tho
Republican party. Much interest was taken in
the campaign utterances of Governor Hughes
In Manhattan. In Brooklyn the opening gun of
the campaign was fired by Speaker Wadsworth.

"The election of directors for the Illinois Cen-
tral Railroad, into which the personal contro-

versies of Edward H. Harriman and Stuyvesant
Pish largfiy enter, has been deferred until De-
cember. Mr. Harriman, who expressed the view
that Newport social affairs should be divorced
from railroad control, has also expressed the
opinion that the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion should seek to secure the co-operation of
the railroads and shippers Instead of antago-
nizing them, and get together on a common
ground of agreement.

"The utterance of Emperor Francis Joseph of
Austria, that a monarch should die standing, is
regarded as significant in view of his devotion
to his duties despite his severe illness. It re-
calls the Western frontier pride on the part of
men to die with their boots on. but on a far
higher scale.
