Sir Merrik's mother was
a daughter of sir Robert Loder. who left a fortune
of fnm» $30,000,000, of which sha received a larga
share, which has gone, to her son. The corespond-
ent in th« divorce ca.se was one of Sir Merrik's
brother officer 0, a Captain King of his regiment.

Sir Merrik represents the senior branch of the
Burrell family. A junior line holds the peerage of
Gwydyr. Lord Gwydyr, however, does not convey
the idea of anything young. For he bns attained
the patriarchal age of r.!m-ty-seven. was fly«years
old at the time of the battle of Waterloo, and «n-
joys the distinction, probably unique, of bclnij the
only person now living who was actually present
at the coronation of four English monarchs. When
a boy of ten years old he went from the gardens of
Gwvdyr House, Whitehall, to the Speaker's steps
fit Westminster In his grandfather's state barge,
manned by liveried oarsmen, \u25a0•;;.! was present In
Westminster Alihfy when the crown was placed
on the head of King George IV, acting as paga of
honor to his grandfather, the first Lord Gwydyr.

He witnessed on the occasion of toe coronation
banquet of George IV, In Westminster Hall, the
last appearance of ihe royal champion, who, In
accordance with tlm* honored tradition, rode Into
the great hall, arrayed from head to foot In strel
armor, to fling gauntlet on the door before the.
table r.t which tf.e King was seated, with a chal-
lenge of mortal combat to all who dared to dispute
the King's right to th throne. This picturesque
ceremony was omitted at the subsequent corona-
tions of King William IV,of Queen Victoria and
of King Edward, at all 'if which the vencrabla
Lord Gwydyr was present.

AMERICAN WIFE GENERALLY WINS.

While many of the so-called International mar-
riajrep result In matrimonial shipwreck, ItIs worthy

of note that in almost every Instance where re-
course is had to the divorce court the decree is
pr.\nt. ilIn favor of the American wife. The excep-
tions to this rule are so few nnd far between that
when they occur they naturally attract some at-

tention. That Is why the dissolution of the mar-
rlape of Sir Merrik and Lady Burrell last week In
I^ondon has been found worthy of being cabled to

this country.

Sir Merrik la a polon of one of the oldest houses
In Europe. True, his baronetcy Is of relatively
modern creation, dating only from 1774. But the
Burrellft are an historic family, who claim descent
from Burrell. a Goth who flourished in Barcelona
In the ninth century. John Burrell, a. dlrert ances-
tor. Is on record as having- fitted out a ship anil
efjnlpp*d a company of archers for his Kin»r In
1414. Ranulph Burr<Ml, another direct ancestor of
Sir Merrik, married the only daughter and heiress
of Sir Walter Wodeland. who bore the Black
Prince's banner at th« battle of PoictU Th.»
baronetcy was conferred, as stated above, In 1774
upon Merrik Burrell. v hi ' was governor of the
Bank of England.

The present baronet served as an officer of the
Ist Dragoon*. He went through the Boer cam-
paign and s'mnst lost his life three rears ago
through tho burning of Knepp Castle, his grand
old plo«-p in Sufsex, near Horshnm. Knepp Caatla
was roe of the great feudal fortrespcs built by th.-
Braosi family to cWend the fix "rapes" of Sussex
and was filled with art treasures. Includinga mas-
nificent collection of pictures, and notably right
fin? Holbetns, all of whi-h wen destroyed m the
flames.

support of the following propositions:

First—That the sovereign people, and not Theo-
dore sevelt, the individual and public servant,
willdecide who shall be his successor.

Second— That Theodore Koosevelt cannot decline
a second elective term or attempt to name his
successor without making his own personal desires
or egotistical opinions paramount to the combined
wishes and intelligence of the Republican party and
the electorate of the nation.

Third—That Roosevelt's honesty, courage. Initia-
tive. Imagination, versatility and tremendous capa-
city for work, with heart and brain constantly at-
tuned to the people's rights and commands, and his
Insistence upon the enforcement rather than avoid-
ance of laws, and the protection of the rights of
men and property, have to an unparalleled degree
gained the confidence of all people; that, in the
popular mind, Roosevelt during bis executlveabip,
has demonstrated huj ability and determination t«>
make good as the people.? chief public servant

and not their dictator; that this confidence, being
