Mr. Mackaye, in recounting the mourn-
ful tale of Sappho’s infatuation and suicide, has
jumble of incidents, so obscure as hardly
tible of analysis and so tedlous in s
prolixity as to be wellnigh insufferable.

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GETS TITLE TO FORTUNE.

Alfred G. Vanderbilt Receives Half |

of Father's Residuary Estate.

Alfred Gwynne Vanderoflt, under the terms of
the will of his father, Cornelius Vanderbiit, came
Into possession yesterday of one-half of the re-
slduary Vanderbilt estate, estimated at from $24,-
000,000 to 330,000,000,

Cornelius  Vanderbiit, ir., the eldest son, had
displeased his father in marrying Miss Grace Wil-
son and was practically disinherited. The will
provided that A. G. Vanderbflt should fnherit all
the residuary estate, to be held for him in trust
untll he became thirty years old, when one-half
of it should be paid him and the other half when
he became thirty-five. He was thirty years old
on Sunday.

An accurate estimate of the value of the resid-
uary estate has never been wmade. Different valua-
tions put it at from $18,00,000 to $70.000,000. For
the last elght years Mr. Vanderbilt has received
only the interest or profits from this vast fortune,

The residuary estate was gliven to the executors
in trust. They are Alfred G. Vanderbilt himself,
Willlam K. Vanderbilt, Reginald C. Vanderbilt,
Chaunhcey M. Depew and Edward V. V. Rossiter.

Cornelius Vanderbilt, sr., left to his eldest son,
Cornelius, §r., $.,500,000. Each of his other chil-
dren received approximately $7.500,000. Mrs. Cor-
nelius Vanderbilt received $2.000,000 and a trust
fund sufficient to yicld her an income of $250.000
annually. The will also provides that if Alfred G
Vanderbilt dies before coming into possession “of
any or all of such estate and leaves children sur-
}H‘lng bim, the undistributed part Is to he divided
into equal shares and held in trust for such chil-
dren until they come of age. But in the event of
there being no children I+ving at the time of his
death or of their dving before coming of age, then
the testator's son, Reginald C., in all respects as
to the undistributed portion of sald residuary es-
tate, i3 to stand in the place and stead of Alfred,
recelving the income until he is thirty and then
half the principal, and the income of the balance
until he is thirty-filve, when he is to come into
possession of the falance.

“On the contingency that both Alfred G. and
Reginald die without {ssue before being put into
possession of sald estate, then the testator's daugh-
ters, Gertrude and Gladys, are made residuary
legatees In equal shares, thelr children taking the

parent’s share In case either dles before that
time.,"
Just before the will was probated Alfred .

Vanderbilt gave to his brother Cornelius $8,000,000,
thereby placing the latter on an equal footlng with
Reginald Venderbilt and hls two sisters.

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ART EXHIBITIONS.

Modern Etchings and Old Mexzo-
tints.

Prints, new and old are conspicuous in the ex-
hibltions which open the art season this year. They
make a pleasant introduction to the mass of work
which will gcon be filling all the gallerles. In the
case of one yvoung artist who early takes the flald
there is a certaln fresh impression conveyed which
is especially stimulating and welcome at this time.
This artist is Mr. D. Y. Cameron a Scotchman,
whose etching: have been seen in America from
time to time for some years, but have not been
shown here in a collection quite so representative
as the one now on view at the Wunderlich Gallery.
It gives, in admirable impressions, a thorougHly
adequate selection from the work he has done in
Scotland, England, Holland, Ttaly and France. If,
in his studies of architectural subjects in these
countries, Mr. Cameron has profited by the example
of more than one famous etcher, he has also exer-
cised gifts of his own.

In the revival of etching in England the two
men of gentus who led all the rest had necessarily
a profound influence upon technical methods.
Whistler and Haden were two fertilizing forces,
and, indeed, to this day their ideas are potential
amongst all those who use the etching needle. Mr.
Cameron, for example, sat at their feet when he
began his career in the %'s, and, In a sense, he has
been sitting there ever since. Yet this has not
kept him from developing a measurepf individu-
ality. In the group of Scottish impressions, “The
Clyde Set,” there is a sea plece called *“Arran.’”
No merely imitative craftsman could have achieved
the movement that is expressed in this vivid study.
This plate, however, well {llustrates limitations
which the etcher again and again reveals, even in
some of his 4ater works. There are lines in it
which are meaningless, as there are in the “Glas-
gow Harbor,” *“The Clyde at Govan” and the
“Sound of Kilbrannan.” In all of these the
faculty that yvou miss is tho faculty for leaving out
really irrelevant touches. ‘The etcher appears to
take his material too much ag he finds it, to de
unskilful in generalization. But as he has matured
he has acquired more and more of the needed syn-
thetle quality. He has galned, too, as he has had
the courage to shake off outside influences and be
himself,

There ara many etchings in this eoligetion which
are Indubitably charming, but have scarcely an
original savor. “The Smithy” and the *0OId
Houses, Greenock’ are delightful—in a Whistlerian
fashion. The *“Amsterdam’ s, again, & perfect
study In what we may call the Venetian veln of
the American master. *““The Tay at Kinfauns" s
pure Seymour Haden, and both the ‘“Rembrandt
Farm”™ and the “Haarlem” sgeem echees, as re-
gards style, of the great Dutchman himseif. There
are notes here, too, suggestive of Meryon or Le-
gros. PBut through the bulk of the work there
runs a kind of-cold, clear current of feeling, of
feeling that at times seems almost hard, and this,
which !s evidently Mr. Cameron's peculiar attri-
tells to fine and often beautiful purpose. [Iie

Ani-
matipg them all 18 the energy of & man in love
with his art, going to nature for much of his in-
spiration, and striving always for improvement,
Mr. Cameron has the root of tha matter in him.

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GEORGE FREDERICK BODLEY.

London, Oct. 2L—George Frederick Bodley, the
well known architect, is dead. \

George Frederick Bodley was not only ene of the
most eminent ecclesfastical architects in Great
Britaln, but was, with Henry Vaughn, of Boston,
the architect of the new Protestant Episcopal
Cathedral of St. Peter and St. Paul, iIn Washing-
ton.

He was a pupil of Sir George Gilbert Scott, the
famous English eccleslastical architect, with whom
he was regularly entered as an apprentice at an
early age, living for the whole five years' term in
his master’s house, according to the oldtime fash-
fon. There he was drilled in a rigld convention of
English Gothle, which gave way when his ap-
prenticeship was over and he was able to express
his own Individuality to a suaver style. For the
last thirty years Mr. Bodley's Gothic had been in
construetive detail, in the *“decorated” manner,
with a free use of softly curved mouldings, engaged
shafts and curvilinear tracery.

His style !s illustrated in such buildings as the
Church of All S8aints, at Cambridge, England, with
its graceful spire; the chapel of Marlborough Col-
lege, one of the most beautiful public gchool chapels
in England; the chapel at Queens College, Cam-
bridge; some of the new buildings at Kings Col-
lege, Cambrldge, and the new cathedral at Liver-
pool, in the designing of which he was assoclated
with Gllbert Scott, the grandson of his old pre-
ceptor. &

Mr. Bodley's Interests were not confined to archi-
tecture. He was fond of music and an amateur
musicign of more than ordinary ability, and in 1899
he published a volume of his collected verse under
the title “Poems.”” He was a close friend of the
late Dante Gabriel Rossetti, Ford Madox Brown,
Sir Edward Coley Burne-Jones, Willlam Morris and
others of the pre-Raphaelite brotherhood. One of
the churches designed by Mr. Bodley early in his
carcer, that at Scarborough,” Is decorated with
cartoons by Madox Brown, Burne-Jones and Ros-
setti, and he ls sald to have given Willlam Morris
his first opportunity to display his art in stained
glass decoration.

Mr. Bodley was a Royal Academiclan (1%02), a
Fellow of the Soclety of Antiquaries, and was &
member of the Athenmum and Savile clubs.

The Cathedral of St. Peter and St. Paul, in Wash-
{ngton, when completed, will be, according to the
plans, the most impressive church edifice in Amer-
tea. Tt will have a total lungth of 416 feet and
extreme width of 135 feet, and will seat 5,000 per-
gons on the main floor. The apex of the support-
ing arches will be ninety-three feet above the floor,
and the central tower will rise 230 feet above the
foundation. The eite of the cathedral Is a com-
manding one, being 450 fect above sea level, and
is bounded by Massachusetts and Wisconsin ave-
nues, Woodley Road and 35th street.

NUSIC.

“THE MERRY WIDOW.”

At length a real operetta, one that does not filch
the appellation, but fits it and fills it and does It
credit. It was produced last night at the New Am-
sterdam Theatre by one of Mr. Savage's companies
of singing comedians, and {ts name is “The Merry
Widow."” Its original Babitat was Vienna, but
before reaching us it had successfully fnvaded
practically all the European countries. On this
side of the ocean it has been finding its legs (and
it needs them) and trying its volce in various por-
tlons of what the Londoners would call the prov-
tnces. There can be no doubt that the representa-
tlon benefited by the experience, for it went off
with a delicious sparkle from beginning to end,
and to-day will doubtless witness the beginning of
the mcst exquisite torture that the New York way-
farer has had to endure since Isaac Bromley in-
fected the popular mind with his horse car jingle.
We shall have to walk and talk and read and
smoke to the waltz rhythms which Franz Lehar
has invented and appropriated to deck out the
graceful little story of how a prince whom poetical
license permits us to call a Transylvanian won
the hand of the merry little woman whose heart he
had conquered long before.

It Is a pretty little story, free from vulgarity,
and there is nothing in its presentation which is
offensive to a gentle taste. That {s much; but it
fs not all. The scenes change from the salon of
an ambassador, of the conventional operetta type,
in Paris to the hilarious café of Maxim, with a
picturesque garden filled with merrymakers who
have adopted Transylvanian costumes and more
or less Transylvanian musical idloms between;
everywhere and always gayety is dominant; but
rvnning through the gayety there is a shining
thread of sentiment, which by the ingenious con-
trivances of librettist and composer is made heay-
tifully and sympathetically to tincture the music.
A waltz which inspires the whirl of Parsian café
life takes on the color of emotionality In the cli-

Brian—an operetta tenor as welcome as the flowers
that bloom In the spring) and the intreduction of
a dance, which might be Servian or Montenegrin
despite its warbling of Carmenian flutes, helps
along the sentiment of the play because it 18 made
@ part of the sentimental life of the lovers, who
are in all respeets sympathetic. There is humor
in the characterizution of several of the persons in
the story, but the librettists and their translators
have not vulgarized it, and Mr. GrAham, who car-
rles off the best of {t, does it with refined and in-
gratiating art.
