MR. CHANLER A BUSY MAN.

Dr. W.11. Park Finds Good Results
from Serum.

Dr. W. H. Park, head of the laboratory of the
Health Department, made a thorough Investigation
of the serum used abroad ln cases of spinal menln-
iritis, or spotted fev«r. last summer. In Vienna
gooil results followed Inoculation wh'-n cases were
ln thfir Incipient stages, and phyMclana there be-
lieved that a reliable serum had at last been found.
This enemy of the most dangerous of children's
diseases can now be obtained here. Its present de-
grew of perfection was the result of experiments
made ln this city,and Dr. Park said yesterday that
results tn the main as satisfactory as those In
Vienna were attending the use of the serum here.

The work being done here by Df. Simon Flexner.
of tho Rockefeller Institute, to get a serum was
flrnt told of ln The Tribune. His experiments fol-
lowed the lines established by Dr. Park In the epi-
demic of 1905. Dr. Park used horses to get his
serum. Dr. Flexner used sheep and goats, and ex-
perimented on monkeys. Dr.Pars eald yesterday:

"The serum In use tn Vienna Is secured by the
same methods employed here. The discovery of
the germ wa.«. of course, the first step, and the
resultant serum following Inoculation was used
with varying success here. In Vienna the physi-
cians have great faith In tt. but when used arter
the disease has progressed for several days, no
effect whatever results. The serum must be used
Just as coon as diagnosis establishes the fact that
the patient has spinal meningitis. The disease Is
then often checked, and the use of the serum Is
well Justified."
Dr. Fiexner, ln a recent paper on the disease and

his work to find a serum, said:
It ta not improbable that more active antt-sers,

using apiiroprlaf means of Immunization, may be
pro-iuced. Possibly each antl sera may prove of
value. In the treatment by direct spinal Inoculation,
possibly even by Injection. The evident dlsadvan-
tiitfrs to which the human patient must always be
subject, as compared with the animals used for ex-
periments, arls.* from the difficulty often encoun-
tered of estimating exactly the duration of the dls-
ease and applying the remedy at Us most favorable
stage.

The transmission across the Atlantic was not
made by any device cf Mr. Marconi's, but by my
system of wireless transmission of energy, and I
have already given notice by cable to my friend
Sir James I>e\Vur and the royal institution of this
fact.

science to take careful note or the whole appa-
ratus, its mode of operation, dimensions, linear and
electrical, all constants nnd qualitative perform-
ance, bo as to make possible Its exact reproduction
and a repetition of the experiments. This request

la entirely Impersonal. Iam a citizen of the United
States, and Iknow that the time will come when
my busy fellow citizens, too absorbed in commer-
cial pursuits to think of posterity, will honor my

memory. A measurement of the time interval
taken in the passage of the signal necessary to the

full and positive demonstration will show that the
current crosses tho ocean with a mean speed of
625.000 miles a second.

The Marconi plants are Inefficient, and do not
lend themselves to the practice of two discoveries
of mine, the '"art of lndlvldualisation." that makes

the message non-lnterfcrtni? and non-lnterferab',e.
and the "stationary waves," which annihilate dis-
tance absolutely and make the whole earth equiva-
lent to a conductor devoid of resistance. Were It
not for this deficiency, th* number of words m
minute could be Increased at will by "Individual-
izing."

Electrical Inventor Thinks Marconi's
Plants Inefficient.

To the Editor of The Tribune.
Sir: In bo far as wireless art Is concerned there

Is a vast difference between the great Inventor
Thomas A. Edison and myself, integrally in my
favor. Mr. Edison knows little of the theory and
practice of electrical vibrations; 1 have, In this
special field, probably more experience than any of
my contemporaries. That you arc not as yet able
to Impart your wisdom by wireless telephone to
some subscriber in any other part of the world,

however remote, and that the pi1eases of your val-
uable paper are not operated by wireless power Is
largely due to your own effort and those of some
of your distinguished confreres of this city, and to

the efficient assistance you have received from my
celebrated colleagues, Thomas A. Edison and
Michael I.Pupin. assistant consulting wireless en-
gineers. But It was all welcome to me. Difficulty

develops resource.

As for Rochofort, he, like his friend, the Due de

Dino, has had some rather odd matrimonial ex-
periences. }(<• has been thrice married His flrFt
wife was Mile. Etenaud. the mother of his two
sons. Ho was under sentence of death in prison
after the suppression of the Commune, and. hear-
ing that Blie lay dying, in spite of all his irof< s-
tions of entertaining no religious belief, asked for
and obtained permission to be brought by his Jail-
ers to her bedside, in order that he might be. ec-
clesiastically married to her in tho hospital, where
fha expired shortly afterward. His sentence was
commuted to penal servitude In New Caledoiiin.
whence be escaped by way of America. He estab-
lished himself at Geneva in Switzerland. There
he married a young girl more than thirty years his
Junior, a Mile, de Nauroy. daughter of the widowed
Bareness de Nauroy. Olivier Pain, who had <*-
caped with RocbefoTt from New Caledonia, and
who afterward was put to death by the Mahdi in
the Soudan, was on« of the witnesses. This mar-
riage was sundered by a divorce, nnd the lady lias
pince did. Subsequently Rochefoit married Mile.
Marguerite Vervooit. sister of Andre Vervoort.
th" editor of the Rndlcal Par!« dally, the "Jour."
Adolphe d'Ennery, the wrll known dramatist, was
one of the witnesses, and afterward entertained
the wedding party at his beautiful house In the
Avenue de Bois dp Boulogne. The present mar-
quise Is pome thirty-five yearn younger than her
husband, ami was known during his exile In Eng-
land, following the Boulanger episode, as his niece,
until 6ho became his wife.

ROCHEFORTS CLOSEST FRIEND A DUKE.
It is curious that although Henri Rocheforfa

family 6hould have been despoiled of the Chateau
of Va!enc.ay and of so much of its wealth by the
Talleyrand-PGr'.gord family his most intimate
friend and associate should be the Marquis de
Talloyrand-Pcrigord, Due de Dino. who enjoys the
questionable distinction of having married two
American women in turn and of having been di-
vorced by each of them. One of these women still
continues to uf« the title of Marquise de Talley-
rand-PPrißord. her husband being a marquis be-
fore be succeeded to his father's dukedom. His
second wife ha» assumed. in accordance with t!a
French law of tho present day. her maiden name,
and lives in New York as Mrs. Adele Sampson.

The tastes of the Due de Dino and of the Mar-
quis de Rocaefort am similar In many respects.
They are both quite the reverse of domestic, they
are each of them Id spite of their Uncage find
certain patrician mannerisms and prejudices radi-
cals in politics to the extent of socialism, and
they both possess a most extraordinary knowledge
and experience in everything relating to art and
archaeology. Many of the art treasures of the
duke nave found their way to tills country at one
time or another, and may be seen In private col-
lections and public institutions, notably in the
Metropolitan Museum of Art In New York. Like
Rochefort. the duke helped Louise Michel, made
nn allowance to her mother of 100 francs a month,
and when the great strike took place et Anzin
appeared upon the scene with pecuniary assistance
for the wretched miners. The duko possesses a
singularly able pen. has written a number of
clover books, including a dainty volume of verses
entitled "Salut a You?" and dedicated to his
second wife, Adel? Sampson, nnd distinguished
himself at the Battle of Champigny in the war of
1870 so greatly that his name was put forward
for the cross of the Legion of Honor. This he
declned. on the ground that he had the msforfune
to have a brother. Count Archibald de Talleyrand-
Perigord, serving aeainst France as captain of
cavalry in the German army. spite his social-
ism, the Due de Dino, who prefers to be called
"Citizen Perigord." has his houj'e always filled
with reminders of hie rank. In the Henry IIdin-
ing room his armorial bearings are embroidered on
the curtains, carved on the sideboards, painted on
the door panels, and on the porcelain made for
him by Glnori In Florence, us well as engraved on
the silver.

Ordinarily
these three do not fall on the same day. but
by the Intervention of tho I:9th of February this
year Washington's Birthday falls Just fourteen
weeks earlier than Memorial Day, which regularly
comes Jive weeks before the Fourth. The advan-
tage of having a holiday adjoin a Sunday, for
people who . desire to setae the opportunity to
make trips out of town, Is very great. In creating
the last holiday—Labor advantage of this
principle was taken In the selection of a first Mon-
day instead of a numbered day of the month.
In ISM, Washington's Birthday falls on Monday,
the 30th of May and the Fourth of July on Sunday,
which will mean a Monday observance, so that for
two years in succession double holidays are as-
sured. In the later year Christmas will also fall
on Saturday, thereby affording the most complete
trial of the "double holiday" possible inour calen-
dar.
