The first speaker at the afternoon session was
mfxssor F. W. TaussJ;?. of Harvard University,

vho discussed the policy of the federal government

tlizing, dissolution and trust busting are hopeless
sa a means of dealing with tho trust problem.
"The present drastic measures," he said, "must
hi regarded an opening the way not to the restora-
tim of competition or the final destruction of corn-
Mnations. but to the co-operation of the combina-
tions with the public" These policies were su«-
t^sted by Professor Taussig: Federal incorporation
*i.d federal regulation; careful, not slap-dash, lei?-
islation; careful administration and continuity In
s Orr.inietratlon, and the divorcing from politics of

\u25a0the. Bureau of Corporation!) and th»! Interstate
Commerce Commission: time to work out the com-
l4ex problems, and, finally, realization by the
public that money making is not necessarily bad.

Thomas C. Spelling, of New York, representing

lbs American Federation of Labor, eaid he believed
the only hope of solution of the trust question lies
hi an amendment to the federal Constitution. He
»«I<l "the only kind of business to which the anti-
trust act was found to hi clearly applicable was in-
terstate transportation, and that act has been prac-
''r^llynullified in its applicability to interstate rail-
road k by the Hepburn rate act, as construed by the
Interstate Commerce Commission.**

Professor George H. Gore, of George "Washington
Tulvereity, delivered an address upon "The Rela-
tions of Industrial Combinations to Export Trade."
A paper en "The Adjustment of Labor Problems
bx\ti the policy of Incorporating Unions," prepared
by D. C. Seltz. of New York, was read, Mr. Belts
being unable to be present- Th paper advocated
tha Incorporation of labor unions, bo that they
-\u25a0hall be upon the same plane before the law as are
combinations of capital.

I'ntil the government suit was brought against
Uhi drug interests it had always been supposed
that the Sherman anti-trust law was intended for
the protection of the many a^ain^t the few. It
was used, however, to produce exactly the op-
posite result in this ease. The Sherman law !s
Mich a broad one that the injunction in the pov-
' rnment suit completely ti< d the bands of the two
large associations existing in the wholesale and re-
tail branches of the drug trade and prevented either
••f these from making any organised effort to ob-
tain protection from the manufacturers whose
*r.»ods they handle. It can hardly be conceived
1hat ilie law was ever Intended tn work such a
;:-rat hardship upon thousands of pood citizens en-
£apecl in the same line of business.

Tnless this law is so amended as to perm rea-
sonable agreements which a: beneficial to com-
merce end which do not conflict with the public
\u25a0welfare in any way the business men of this coun-
try will undoubtedly be placed at a great dis-
advantage. If this law should bo literally applied
it will cause the greatest possible restraint of
trade, although it was intended to prevent that
<onditlon. Reasonable agreements do not restrain
trade but promote It.

There is a pressing need Of Congressional legis-
lation which will make It lawful to enter Into rea-
sonable and proper trade agreement*, for without
i»uch agreements it is difficult, to meet the complex
conditions of modern business. Itherefore urge

this convention to petition Congress to amend the
Sherman law so as to make its provisions apply
only to agreements and contracts which are in
\u25a0unreasonable restraint of trade.

Herman Rldder. of New York, president of the
American Newspaper Publishers' Association, dis-
cussed the relation cf the newspapers to the paper
trust and the labor trust, saying in part:

We find that the adoption of arbitration for the

••ontentlons which formerly caused Infinite trouble,
often leading: to destruction of property, enormous
loss* s of w,;£re« Bud the engendering of passion. The'
payments they made for the maintenance of this
•arbitration arrancement and for the carrying out
Ot the oolicies of conciliation wir. regarded by
publishe.rs as payments for industrial Insurance,
Just as they paid for tire and accident Insurance.
Ithas been calculated that in Now York City alone
the newspapers pay R.500,00 per annum its their

op and to organize! labor.

The unions nave, fallen into the habit of expect-
ing more from .1 newspaper than any union oouM
Ixipe to obtain From any other employer. These
ii:iions are m;iJ<ine demands upon the newspapers
ht-'aufe of Fupi>6sed friendliness of unions and
because of supposed helplessness of employers In
rrsitting fuch exactions. A newspaper to exist
must run ail the time. It cannot wait to contest
Mrikf-s or to resist demands.

B Aldcroftt. jr., chairman of the executive com-
mittee on the Nautical School.

"During the existence of the St. Mary's as a nau-
