TALK OX PRESIDENCY.

Friends of Mr. Taft and Mr.Fair-
banks Visit White House.

(from The Tribune Bureau. 1Washington. Oct. 2&.— Taft and the Fairbankspresidential booms received material aid at theWhite House to-day, for the first from SenatorLong, of Kansas, and Representative Kennedy, ofOhio, and the second from Senator Hemenway and
Representative Watson, of Indiana. The War Sec-retary's candidacy was beard from first.

"Kansas will send a solid instructed delegation
fur Taft to the next Republican National Conven-tion," declared Senator Long. "We believe out in
our state that the President meant what he Bald
when he announced three years ago that he wouldn't
either be a candidate for nor accept another nomi-
nation. We do not see how he could have mafle it
any stronger, and we accept that statement as
tiruil."

"The Taft boom is growing; all over the country."
said Representative Kennedy, who holds the "Mi-
Kinley seat" In the House "We get most gratifying
reports weekly, even dally, and there is no doubt In
my mind that be willbe the country's choice for the
Presidency."

\u25a0The Vice-President will receive many more votes
when the convention pets down to balloting than
most people now expect," said Senator Hemenway,
who called with Representative Watson to see the
President about a local appointment. "His boom is
not dead by any means, and he Is still very much
in the race."

Representative Watson reiterated the statement
he made In The Tribune to-day, that he would re-
sign from the House In order to run for the gov-
ernorship.

"Why not hold on to your seat until you find out
Whether you are elected?" Mr. Watson was nskerl.

"That is not considered fair in Indiana, what-
ever the feeling about that sort of thing may be
in other states." replied Mr. Watson. '"There are
r<« few offices and so many that want them that
it Is not right to try to hold down a cinch. Iam
confident of winning out In the governorship race,
and If I should happen to lose out Iwill take up
the practice of law and try to make some money.
Even with the Increased salary that the Congress-
men are now given it Is mighty hard to make
both ends meet li Washington, Unless a Congress-
man or Senator Is rich he will find himself get-
tir.jr poorer and poorer every year."

Senator Klkina said that West Virginia was
holding oft on the Presidential question until the
final word is heard from Mr.Roosevelt He added:
"It Is mighty hard, apparently, to stir up any

enthusiasm for ny other candidate."

President Recommends Radical
Changes at Cornell University.

Ithaca, N. T., Oct. President Jacob Gould
Bchurman has prepared for the annual fall meet-
ing of the Cornell University board of trustees
to-morrow what he himself terms a 'radi-
cal report." In this he advocates a striking

addition to the requirements for entering pro-
fessional courses, reducing the fees for Instruc-
tion and for a new Scheme of housing; Cornell stu-
dents. President Schurman, instead of merely re-
porting to the trustees what has been accomplished

in the last year In the various colleges and depart-
ments, broadly considers the different fields of ed-
ucation over which he has supervision in relation
to educational Ideals, professional demands and
the public welfare with regard to th» manner in
Which work has been done at Cornell in each of the
departments.

Broadly speaking, President Sihurman recom- i

mends that the time necessary to obtain a profes- !
sional decree at Cornell be extended from four to j

five years. The first year he would devote to j
purely humanistic Studies, such as history, lan-
guage, literature, economies and politics: the sec- |
ond to the pure sciences and to a comprehensive
outlook over the general scientific field. This would
constitute the first division. The second division of
three years would be devoted to purely special

technical training, as it is now. He states itis his
belief that a required rive years would Induce most

students to take Fix years In order to obtain both
an arts and .1professional degree.

President Bchurman'a recommendation regarding j
the Cornell Medical School is the- most notable
Utterance of his report.

Montgomery. Ala.. Oct. 25.—Samuel Johnson, a
