Herr Ballin,However, Expects New
Means of Propulsion.

Plymouth. England. Nov. B.—Albert Ballin,

general director of the Hamburg-American

Steamship Line, before sailing for Berlin to-day

gave expression to the opinion that under exist-

ing conditions the present speed limit had been

reached by the new Cunarders, -Lusltania and
Mauretania, and that no Important advance In

this directton was likely to occur until some new

moans of propulsion was Invented. It was cer-
tain, he said, that the Hamburg- American Line

had no Idea at present of making a further at-

tempt to gain the transatlantic record, and ha

believed that the other German lines took the
same view of the matter. It was a question,

*ald Herr Ballin. of the deepest pocket, and Eng-

land being the richest had won out. In twenty
years' time, however, he predicted that people

would laugh at the present Ideas of speed.

Herr Ballin expressed the hope that the Ham-
bun;-American's new liner Europe would bo
running by 1910. She will be the largest vessel
afloat, measuring 500 feet long, and Is expected

to have a spe^d of twenty knots.

VAUDEVILLE SUSPENSION DESIED.

Lusitania Makes Ncrc Da?/. Trip and
Hourly Average Marks.

The Cunard liner Lusitania. the fastest passen-
K'-n steamer in the world, came abeam of Sandy
Hook Lightship, as her log showed, at \M a m.
yesterday, beating all records for ocean travel.
The claims made by other lines that their re-
spective steamers had done better with less horse-
power and under more trying circumstances were
forever set aside, and until she makes a faster
passage from Daunt's Rock the Lusitania's latest
performance will Ftand as a record. The official
time of passage over a course of 2.7% sea miles
was 4 days, IBhours and 40 minutes. 1 hour and IS
minutes less than the time of her second trip to

this port.
The monster turblner not only made a record

across the Atlantic, but managed to make tn one
day 618 knots, which is seventeen knots better than
the phenomenal day's run of the Hamburg-Ameri-
can flyer Deutschland when that steamer was In
her prime.

Captain Watt said he would have made «25 knots
on the last day's run to port had he not encoun-
tered a terrific southeasterly sale, which retarded
the steamer's speed. The bad weather also bad a
slight effect in reducing tho big liner's average
speed to port. Notwithstanding the mountainous
seas that washed her decks for the greater part
of twenty- two hours, the Lusitania managed to

hold her own and ran her average up to 2125
knots, another record tn steamship travel.

The Lusitania had favorable weather throughout
the passage until early Thursday morning, when a
nasty gale came in) from the southeast. Captain
Watt and the ship's officers declared the gale was
one of the fiercest that has come upon the Atlantic
In many yeans. It came in great blasts and drove
before It a continual procession of combers none
of them less than thirty feet high. The turblner
weathered the gale without mishap until late on
Thursday evening, when a giant comber curled
Mia oft the port bow and slapped with terrific
force against the bridge, twisting a stout steel
crutch into serp^ntlnA shape and smashing the
glass In five windows In the wheelhouse. The
t'.iud of the wave caused many passengers forward
to shudder. The friehtensd p.issengers had hardly
become composed when another wave, almost as
heavy as the first, washed over the deck, just for-
ward of the first funnel, and bore against the siren
cord, causing several sharp wails to come from
the siren. Some anxious persons who paid little
attention to the vibration caused by the first wave
became alarmed at the blasts and rushed forward
to see what had got In the way of the steamer.

The first wave bowled a seaman over against a
stanchion, knoeklns? him unconscious, and the fly-

ing glass from th« broken windows In the wheel-
house cut the arm of the chief officer, who was on
watch at the time.

John G. IHinlop, chairman of the firm of John

Brown & Co., of Clydebank. builders of the Lusi-
tania, who mad« the trip to observe the work of

the turbines, snld he was confident the steamer
would yet make a maintained speed of 24.75 knots

ccross the Atlantic. "She behaved remarkably well
throughout th« storm." he said, "and down In the
engine room they did not know she was in a gale."

THE TARIFF ON PAPER.

Errors in Statement Made to the President

Alleged.

To the Editor o? The Tribune.
Sir: Permit no to call your attention to some

errors of statement and Implication which. accord-
Ing to The Tribune of to-day, were made to Presi-
dent Roosevelt yesterday, on behalf of tbe Amer-
ican Newspaper Publishers' Association, relevant to
white news paper.

First—Your published dispatch from Washington
Implies that the representatives of the association
Induced President Roosevelt to Bay that he would
recommend Congress to abolish th" tariff on wood
that goes into the manufacture of paper. But that
is impossible, for there la not now any tariff on
any such wood, and has not been any such tax at
any time for at l«ast seventeen years.

Second— Your dispatch states that the President
was ti>M thai twelve years n»;o Congress was in-
duced by certain "promoters

'
to fix a tariff duty

of $6 a ton on news print paper. But the truth is
that the tariff on such Paper has been exactly or
almost exactly {\u25a0'. a ton ever since the McKlnley
bill of 1W reduced the former rate of 20 per cent

ad valorem to IS per cent ad valorem, which 15
per cent is exactly or almost exactly *> a ton.

Third—Your disnatch stall's that the President
was told that there has J 18l been created .1 com-
bination of paper manufacturers to cause a paper
famine. This statement was absurd, because the
larpr-st manufacturer of white n'-ws paper Is th"
International Paper Company, and because no
paper famine could be caused without the co-
operation of that company, and because that com-
pany. Instead of doing anything to reduce the pro-
duction of paper, has Increased Its own production
about Iper cent within the last few weeks by
nvar.3 of two gigantic paper making machines,
costing between Jl >o,ooo and 000,000, and making
about eighty tons of white i:»w.s papei every day.

Fourth— Your dispatch Implies thai the repre-
sentatives of the Newspnper Publishers' Associa-
tion gave President Roosevelt to understand thai
a repeal of the tariff on white bows paper would
operate to reduce the price of thai commodity In
the United States. But. though among all the many
hundreds of Twi.er* of the preferred stock of tho

International Paper Company there are leas than
twenty who own more of thai stock than myself,

lam bo well convinced that the -• 1 eal of the tariff
on white news paper would not diminish the prlco
of white news paper In the United States that I
have no objertion whatever to that repeal. In-
deed, iam In favor of repealing all duties upon
white news j<ap> r. hcifßTlHl such a repeal would en-
able and am Whims the International Paper Com-
pany and other enterprising American corporations

to utilize Canadian water power In the production

of white news paper In Canada on a larger .-eale
than any Canadian corporations ar-i likely to do.

Hero of the Famous Escape from
Libby Prison.

Brevet Brigadier General Thomas Ellwood Rose,

U. B. A. (retired), whose funeral takes place to-
day In Washington, died In that city on Wednesday.
He led the famous escape from Llbby Prison In
ISS4. Born in Bucks County, Penn., In 1830, he re-
ceived a common school education and enlisted In
the 12th Pennsylvania Volunteers In April, lS<il. He
was commissioned captain in the 77th Pennsylvania

In the following October and was promoted to
colonel in In'.:!. He saw active service at Shi'.oh,
Connth. Murfreesboro. Liberty Gap—where he
commanded a brigade—and at Chirkamauga, where
he was captured and sent to LJbby Prison on Oc-
tober 1, IStaV

From the first day of his imprisonment Colonel
Rose's mind turned to thoughts of escape, and he
organized, engineered and commanded the body of
fifteen workers who started the tunnel through
which 188 prisoners escaped, fifty-nine of them

reaching the Union lines.

Colonel Rose himself was recaptured, but was
later exchanged, and, rtjoiningbit r.giinont, served
until tho tnd of the war. He was three^lmes brev-
etted for gallant and meritorious services. In July,
181 ':. he was appointed a captain In the regular
army. aceptlng his commission six months later,
and serving In the 11th and 16th regiments of in-
fantry. He was In the South during the recon-

ruction period, ami later, afterward taking part in
the Victoria campaign (1877) through New Mexico
and into Mexico. While at Fort Douglas and Fort
l>ucheane he was mentioned in orders for service
against the Indians. Promoted to major in 1892
(19th Infantry), he was retired for age In 1894.
and two years later was advanced to lieutenant
colonel an th« retired Us* for Civil War sen-lee.

CHARLES E. PERKINS.
Boston, Nov. Charles E. Perkins, formerly

president 'of the Chicago. Burlington & Qulncy
Hiti:road, and one of the leading railroad authori-
ties In the country, died at his home in \Vestwr>od.
u suburb, late K'-nlght. Mr. Perkins had been
(Suffering from Brtght's disease for several years,

but li« was not confined to the house until recently.

Charles Elliott Perkins was born In Cincinnati,

on November "4. IS4O. When nineteen years old

bfl went to Burlington, lowa, and becime a clerk
In tho urr of th« assistant treasurer of the
Burlington & Missouri River Railroad. He was
appointed assistant treasurer of the road In IS(C,

and three years later was made superintendent.

From that time his rlso was rapid and in 1373
he was appointed a director of the new Chicago.

Burlington & Qutney system. The following year

he was elected vice-president, and in ISSI was ad-

vanced to the ofßco of president. At that time the
Burlington system was controlled by New England
men, and Mr. Perkins removed to Boston, where

the head offices of the company were. He con-
tinued la office until 80. when ho resigned on ac-
count of the passing of the control of the road to

New York interests. Mr. Perkins was a director

in the American Hell Telephone Company and was
also Interested in other corporations. He leaves

a wife, two sons and four daughters.

This Sum Would Make Neu *'ork

the "City Beautiful"
N*«l»in P. Lewis, engineer of the Board of Esti-

mate and Apportionment, reported yesterday on
the' suggestions mads a year ago by the com-
mission appointed to devise ways for improving
tho topogTaphy of the city, sometimes known as
the "City E?autiful Commission." The suggestions
madp by the commission would cost about $S6.-
556.000.

Mr. Lewis reported that possibly the c!ty could
scrape along with a part of the Unprover.ients,
which cou'd be accomplished at a cost of some

\u25a00. This cost might possibly be assessed on
tho adjoining property owners, he thought. The
tilings Mr. Lewis regarded aa of the most im-
portance were the widening of Fifth avenue, the
extension of Sixth and Seventh avenues, the ex-
tension of Madison avenue to Union Square and
a park at Inwood. Brocklyn needed tho extension
of Klatbush avenue to Rockaway avenue, he said;
also the extension of Hamilton avenue from Third
avenue to Fourth avenue. In The Bronx, Mr.
Lewis said, provision should be made for a park
at the approach to the proposed Fulton Memorial
Bridge at Spuyten Duyvil. No action was taJcen
on the report.

Regarding this bridge Mayor McClellan said that
when the Quebec Bridge collapsed the engineer
who drew the Fulton Memorial Bridge plans with-
draw them for further study.

Canaries are more In demand than any othor
kind "f tird, and may be had at all prices.

There is the commoner variety to be had for

30 or 90 cents
—

not a guaranteed songster, of
course, but considered likely to turn out satis-
factory There are also trained singers to be

had for a few louls, birds which have been care-
fully educated under a "professor" and which

are fine executants of all canary music. The

-professor" himself is a costly bird, and breed-

ers and trainers are ever on the lookout for a

fresh one. He is a bird which has not only a

fine note but a great variety and length of song.

The education of a promising young cock con-

e'.s'.!= of being shut up In a cage with a "profes-

sor" in an isolated room for three months, until

he euccefsfully imitates the singing of his mas-

ter. Buch trained and skilled songsters are out

of reach of any but the well-to-do, and for one

of them there are ecores of commoner birds
bought and sold every Sunday in Paris.

Paris breeders purchase their finest singers

from Germany, and several millions of canaries
are annually Imported into the capital from that

country, Mannheim being the centre of the trade.
For breeding purposes, however. Madagascar,

now a French possession, furnishes a fine bird

In handsome green color whose blood may be

traced Inmany of these crossbred specimens.

The Dutch canaries at their annual show can
seldom be induced to give their admirers a taste

ot their fullmusical powers. They twitter on a

'.one 10-m note, but break off Just as they seem

to be on the eve of owning their throats and
>,urstine; Into the rich, strong song of which
they are capable. They are. however, seldom
such eweet singers as the Mannheim variety,

and are more interesting by the eccentricity of

their plumage than by their vocal power?. They

succeeded in bringing to the show every bird

fancier of Pari*, •with his womenkind, and—the

exhibition being entirely free—his children also,

all exhibiting the marked characteristics of the

trade. The bird fancier, male or female, inva-
riably dresses in black, and, for some reason or

other. Is generally a Breton. Their short, square

figures and flat, oddly wrinkled faces, with often

qj&lntly distorted features, marked them out
from their fellow men as distinctly as did the

freakish plumage of tho birds on view distin-
guish them from the ordinary canary.

The bird* exhibited proved to bear little like-
Bees to the sleek, neat figured little bird which

the "baa* bourgeois" of Paris are In the habit
<rf cultivating. These Dutch prize birds had
long, ungainly forms, with feathers growing in
every possible direction. Some had a kind of
parting down the right side, from which the
feathers pprang to left and right, lying round
the body of the bird instead of along it. In
others, there were tufts and wreaths growing

backward from the breast, covering the folded
wings with longoutstanding feathers. It looked

like a collection of freak birds, ragged, tousled,

unpreer.ed and unkempt looking, long of neck
and long of leg. In coloring, they were varied.

There were deep golden, buttercup yellow birds,

with crests and tufts of white, and there were
trfcite birds with crests and tufts of yellow,and
others, again, had marking of green. All the
birds shown had been reared in the city, some
by breeders, some by private citizens.

There are probably more canaries bred yearly

inParis for pleasure than in any other city in

the ••rid. Every baker's ehop has a goodly

pile of tha pale, puffy rings of bread made ex-

pres^'y to* canaries, and there are a number of
old men who daily pufh rickety perambulators

loaded with chickweed through the streets,

calling in a quavering voice a plaintive little
ditty inviting the public to purchase "mouron"
for their little birds; and by the end of the day
