CURRENCY RELIEF.

Every effort of public and private financiers
since ;hv monetary situation became serious
has been directed toward getting more cur-
reney into cireulation. It is for this purpose
mm.ﬂn- #old importation has been carried on,
that the government funds were put on deposit
in the banks and that the Secretary of the
Treasury urged the bankers to issue their maxi-

No one can dispute the present need for in-
creasing temporarily the nation’s supply of cur-
rency. The hoarders throughout the country,
whether individuals or small and isolated
country banks not enjoving the support of a
Clearing House association. have withdrawn
from cireulation a sum variously estimated at
from 350,000,000 to $150,000,000, and that defi-
cieney has to he made up for the time being.
Ry providing for the issue of bonds and certifi-
cates the Treasury has done its utmost to put
it in the power of the hanks to expand thelr
cireulation and thus relieve the present strin-
gency. If receips for the purchase of the short
term certificates can be deposited with the
Treasury as security for additfonal circulation,
then this part of Secretary Cortelyou's plan will
be more quickly available than the bond issune
for increasing the supply of natfonal bank notes,
‘and promptness is what the present situation
| calls for. .

i It is to be presumed that one of the reasons
| which led to the issue of the notes was this
; promise of quick relief. Another doubtless was
! that they ecan be quickly retired and so will
{ muke a lasting inerease in the national
!debt. Undoubtedly the expedient of borrowing
money when the zovernment does not need to
| borrow was resorted to with reluctance as the
only method of enabling the banks to take out
the needed additional circulation, and the loan
! was made for as brief a term as possible. This
borrowing when the Treasury already has a
large surplus points again in an unanswerable
way to the defects of our currency system.
When, because of hoarding or the seasonal ex-
pansion of business, there is a speclal demand
for enrrency we are compelled, for want of a
system adjusting itself automatically. to move
heaven and earth to get more banknotes into
circulation.  And, as we pointed out before,
when the banks were urged to issue more circu-
lation. we have no means for withdrawing that
additional paper when the purely temporary
demand for it ceases. Hoarding is always a
brief tendeney. As soon as through the impor-
tation of gold or the issue of more notes the
symptoms  of financial stringency abate, the
hoarder rushes back to the bank with the se
creted treasure. Then comes a period of abun-
dance. Reserves mount far beyvond the legal
requirement. Gold flows out of the country. In
those times we have no means of retiring the
extra notes. and they contain in them the pos-

CONSTITUTION AND CAMARIILLA.

| Among the numerous and varied comments
{ upon the Moltke-Harden lawsuit and its out-
{eome in Berlin those of the Soclalists are not
:almgemor the most judicious and profitable,
! being Inspired by an undiscriminating hatred
| of Bismarckian as well as of Eulenbergian
| methods in politics. Some of them are, how-
| ever, particularly apt and shrewd. and one of
| them—that of the “Vorwidrts"—must be re-
garded as getting pretty close to the root of the
( matter. To the mind of that journal the po-
| litical question involved is a constitutional one.
“The Camarilla and Absolutism,” it declares,
“arve inseparable. and to overthrow camarillas
' *is mere Sisyphus-work while Absolutism re-
“mains.” If we do not agree with that in its
fullest extent we must regard it as largely true

 and as fraught with pertinent suggestion.

Absolutism and the Camarilla are not neces-
sarily inseparable in%he sense that where the

{one exists the other also inevitably exists.
i There have been absolute administrations and

reigns without camarillas. We never heard of
a Eulenberg Round Table getting between Bis-
marck and William 1. Nevertheless there can
be no doubt that an absolute regzime does often
facilitate the formation and pernicious develop-
History contains many
examples of it. siuce the days—and indeed since
long before the days—when Collingbourne's un-
lucky epigram pilloried “The Catte. the Ratte,
and Lovell our dogge,” and while we may not
(-mlnd:.'m,!y say that these were directly pro-
duced by Absolutism, it is certain that they
could not have flourished without it. The same
I8 {o be said of this noisome Eulenberg Cama-
rilla.  Absolutisin may exist without the Cama-

rilla: the Camarilla can searcely.exist without
Absolutism.

If therefore the German Chancellor were
made responsible to the Reichstag, as the Brit-
ish Prime Minister is responsible to the House
of Commons, there could be no successful
Camarilla. That is the argument of the Soclal-
{sts, and it contains muéh forece. At any rate
the opportunity of the Camarilla would be re-
duced to an insignificant minimum. For such
an unclean clique to delude the sovereign and
exert such control over the government as this
one has been eredited with in Germany would
be fmpossible in Great Britain or in any coun-
try with a responsible government. Indeed, the
general excellence of the German imperial ad-
minfstration in the last score of years would
seem to indicate that the “Round Table” has
not exercised so great or at any rate so evil an
influence in politics as some have imagined.
Nevertheless it will be well to have it entirely
swept away and the door barred, if possible,
against its return. It may be that the most im-
portant result of the Moltke-Harden case will
prove to be the impetus which it has given to the
movement for the abolition of Absolutism and
the placing of the imperial government on a
basis of responsibility and accountability to the
representatives of the people.

THE CUBAN ELECTIONS.

It is gratifying, as we have already said, to
have the people of Cuba expressing through
public utterances and testimonials thelr appre-
ciation of the services which the Provisional
Governor is performing for the material wel-
fare of the island. What he has done and is
doing for the suppression of petty thieving and
disorders and for the revival of agricultural
and other industries appeals directly and
strongly to the people, irrespective of political
affilintiohs. It would be still more gratifying,
however, if a similar appreciation of and con-
fidlence in hls equally great political services
were manifested with similar unanimity, and
we must regard it as cause for disappointment
and regret that, on the contrary, while exulting
in the material benefits which they enjoy at his
hands, some Cubans still murmur against Gov-
ernor Magoon's political policy and appear to
seek to embarrass and to thwart it in some of
its most essential details.

The reference is chiefly to the impatient de-
mands which are being made for immediate
elections and for holding the municipal, provin-
cial and nationsl elections simultaneously. It
Is generally recognized by intelligent observers,
both in and out of the island, that the holding
of the elections will be by far the most impor-
tant step in the rehabilitation of the insular
government. The future of the island depends
upon that more than anything else. It is ob-
viously of the highest importance that the elee-
tiong shall be held at such a time, in such cir-
eumstances and in such a way as to assure the
fullest, freest and most honest balloting. and
to command for the result the greatest possible
publle confidence and most cordial acquiescence.
The troubles which led to the present Amerlcan
intervention In the island arose largely from
disputes over the legality and integrity of elec-
tlons. and It would be worse than folly to sub-
ject the island to a repetition of that experi-
ence.  The electlons, whenever they are held,
must be so conducted as to be above suspicion.

At present It is believed that the majority of
C'ybans are content to let Governor Magoon pro-
ceed according to his own judgment. That is
something which he ought to do and which we
expect he will do, whether the Cubans ke it
or not. The United States did not send him
down there for his health, but to put the in-
sular government back upon a satisfactory foot
ing. The exceptions are to be found in only one
of the four political parties Into which the pop
nlation is divided. Even that party has entire
faith In Governor Magoon’s henevolence and -
partiality. his integrity and his statesmanlike
judgment. They are not content, however, to let
him have his own way in all things, but wish to
force him inte making such election arrange.
ments as will give them the most advantage.
That we must regard as a deplorable exhibition
of partisanship, of which it is to he hoped they
will soon repent.  Cuban patriotism  just now
conslsts in seeking not partisan or factional ad-
vantage but the general good. and that is most
surely to be accomplished by cordially support-
ing the policy and the measures of the I'ro-
visional Governor.

NO PROSPECT OF AN IRON FAMINE.

Much astonishment was created on this side
of the Atlantic about a year agoe by a report
concerning the world’s supply of iron ore. The
document had an origin which entitled it to re-
spect, if not to confidence, but contained an un-
pleasant, not to say alarming, suggestion. It
was prepared at the request of the Swedish Par-
liament by a noted geologlst of Sweden, who be-
lieved that the quantity of available ore was so
well known that any error in the estimates could
not exceed 5 per cent. e put the total at 10,-
000,000,000 tons, but assigned to the United
States searcely enough to last until the year
1950, Here, certainly, was an unpromising fore-
cast for the, country which produces more pig
iron and steel than any other.

Though the report elicited expressions of
skepticism as well as of sollcitude, no one seemed
able at onee either to verify or disprove the
statements which related to America. But the
I'nited States Geological Survey, recognizing the
iiportance of getting at the truth, instituted an
investigation, the results of which have been
embodied in a pamphlet and are to form a part
of a volumeon “Mineral Resources of the
I'nited States for 1906.”" Its author, Mr. Edwlin
(. Fckels, remarks at the outset that no mining
geologlst in this eountry would dare to atfirm
that the deposits in the United States are known
with anything like accuracy. Even regarding
those in the vicinity of Lake Superior opinions
differ. current estimates rangiug from 1,500,
000,000 to 2,000,000000 tons. Mr. Eckels com-
putes that in Alabama. Georgia, Tennessee and
Virginia 2,675,000,000 tons are to be found above
the 1,000-foot level. At lower levels in those
states and in several other states there is a
good deal more hematite, to say nothing of
magnetie ores which are not yet belng sought.
In the South alone, he thinks, there is an ore
reserve of nesarly 10,000,000.000 tons, or five
times as much as that which he assigns to the
Lake Superior district and ten times the amount
with which the Swedish geologist eredits the
whole United States.

From the statements made by Mr. Eckels sev-
eral conclusions may be drawn. However ace-
curate the Swedish report may have been when
dealing with European deposits, its anthor ean-
not have enjoyed the same facilitles for learn-
ing the truth about this country that the United
States Geologieal Survey can command. Very
likely he would concede as much himself after
examining Mr. Eckels review. If the Lake
Superior stores were the only ones to draw on
they might possibly give out in thirty or forty
years, but they may well last considerably
longer, since the demand for ore can be met
to a great extent from other sources. The de-
posits in the Lake Superior region and those
which can be easily mined In the South appar-
ently amount to 4.500,000,000 tons. If the con-
sumption should not exceed 50.000,000 tons a
vear, here would be almost enough for a cen-
tury. There would be little temptation, perhaps,
to attack the ores which are inferior in qual-
ity and which cannot be worked economically,
but when the others were nearly exhausted
these would hardly be treated with contempt.

Furthermore. it is known that there is fron in
the Rocky Mountains and the Paecific States.
Government reports leave no doubt as to the
general fact, though the guantity has not yet
bheen determined. Without counting on fresh
discoveries on the Continent or importations

from the- West Indles, therefore, the outlook
must be regarded as far more hopeful than
might have been supposed.
