6.:00
feet above sea level, willbe held on June 6.

The trials wiil probably be under the auspices of
the White Mountain Good Roads Association, with
a board of management selected from the principal
New England clubs.

The question as to the management and th*
future of the famous Ormond-Daytona Beach
races was decided yesterday, when the Automobile
Club of America directors accepted the invitation
of the Florida East Coast Automobile Association
to take over the management of the sixth annual
meet, which has been scheduled to take place m
March.

Wishing to make the tournament more Inter-
national in character than formerly, the Florida
Bast Coast Automobile Association desired to se-
cure the co-operation of some powerful motoring
body, and through negotiations by its New York
representative, W. J. Morgan, a proposition waa
made to the- Automobile Club of America, the
pioneer automobile organisation of this country,
which conducted the first automobile shows, endur-
ance runs and race meets ever given in America. As
a promoting organization, the Automobile Club of
America is Internationally known, and is th« only
organization that receives the full recognition of
the, Imperial clubs of Great Britain. Germany. Italy
anil the Automobile Club of France.

The arrangements for the meet in March will be
entirely in the hards of the contests • ommtttee
of tho Automobile Club of America, of which
Robert I>'- Morrell Is chairman. The programme
of event* will be made up by this committee and
will Include long and short distance races. The
three principal events will he long distance races,
one for gentlemen amateur drivers, one for strictly
racing cars and one for stock cars.

The mile race for th» Sir Thonas D«war trophy
will tak^ place as usual. In order to prevent the
entry of what have been know as "freak" cars, the
committee will Insist thct all cars entered for the
mile and two mile a minute races will have to
qualify by going at least twenty miles at a
minimum j«r>evd of about forty-five seconds to the
mile.

A member of the
Automobile Club of America content committee and
