FOOTBALL AT COLUMBIA.

Interclass Games Suddenly Sanc-
tioned After Fight with Faculty.

Interciass football was practically restored at
Columbia vesterday, after a struggle between Pres-
ident Butler and the faculty, on one side, and the
students on the other, that has lasted for two
years. In a communication to the board of stu-
dent representatives vesterday Dr. Butler declared
himself in favor of allowing the game as an iIntra-
mural sport at Columbia. This statement came as
# surprise to the students, because it was only last
week that one of the student fraternity teams that
was practising on South Fleld was ordered off the
grounds with their football by one of the proctors,
who said that he was acting under orders from the
superintendent of grounds, It is new alleged, how-
ever, that this was done without the knowledge of
the president, and It was stated on good authority
that Dr. Butler had decided to allow the resumption
of intramural games several weeks ago, but that
he did not want this to be done until the falli of
1908.

The letter was sent to the board of student rep-
resentatives, who had requested that the president
make known the exact status of football in the
university. In part it is as follows:

“Referring to your questions as to the present
status of the majority and minority reports deal-
ing with the subject of football, submitted under
date of May 10 and May 14 last, and printed as a
1907,
and to the relation of these reports to the possi-
bility of interclass football here at Columbia, T can
only say that it is open to any students interested
in the matter to make formal application to the
committee on student organization for the author-
ity to organize for the purpose of carrying on such
interclass games. 1 judge from the reports themn-
selves and from the personal expressions attached
to the majority report by three of the four signers
that probabiy such an application would receive
the approval of the committee on studeant organiza-
tlons.

“My own view of the value of interclass sports of
every kind has often been expressed, and is specially
emphasized in my annual report for 1906. Person-
ally I have no objectlon to the students playing
interclass games of football if they so desire, al-
though it would be far more in accord with what !
I believe to be the best Interests of the university |
if their attention and interest were turned to other
games. The matter, however, is one for the com-
mittee on student organizations to deal with in
whatever way they see fit.”

As the question now stands, it is up to the com-
mittee on student organizations, which, with the
exception of one member, is in favor of intramural
football. In a report of this committee made pub-
lic last May, three of the five members said that
they belleved that at least games within the uni-
versity should be permitted during the fall that
has just passed. Professors Marston Bogert and
James F. Kemp voted for intermural games, while
Professor Herbert G. Lord, the chalrman of the
committee, favored the resumption of intercollegiate
football. Professor G. C. D. Odell was strongly
opposed to football of any kind at Columbia. Pyo-
fessor H. B. Mitchell at that time voted against
the game, but yesterday he expressed himself in
favor of intramural football, and promised that he
would do all in his power for the resumption of the
game. It seems practically certain that any peti-
tion that the students may present will be acted
upon favorably.

It has becn decided that no interclass games will
be held this year, the student board declaring that
there is not sufficient time in which the teams may
practisa before the ground becomes too hard, and
that the danger of Injury to the players would be
too great were teams to play without preliminary
training. The first official football game at Colum-
bia in two years, however, will probably be an in-
terdormitory contest between Hartley and Living-
ston halls, that will take place next Thursday or |
Friday on South Field. A petition for the permis.
sion to play this game is being drafted, and will be
presented to the authorities to-morrow, but will not
be acted upon until after the Thanksgiving recess, )

CHARGES M. S. R. PLOT.

WOULD DROP RECEIVEES.

Stockholder in Suit Accuses Mr.
Ryan and Associates.

Charges that the receivership for the Metro-
politan Street Railway Company and many of
the subsequent legal entanglements in which
that concern is enmeshed were part of a con-
certed plan on the part of Thomas F. Ryan and
some others to freeze out stockholders of that
railway and bring it cheaply and completely
within the grasp of the assoclates are contained
in papers filed in the United States Circuit
Court yesterday by Wollmen & Wollman, at-
torneys for Solomon H. Kohn

Mr. Kohn, a stockholder for several years, de-
sires the present receivers, Adrian H. Joline and
Douglas Robinson, dismissed and independent
receivers appointed. He prays that he be al-
lowed to intervene as defendant in the receiver-
ship proceedings instituted by the Pennsylvania
Steel Company and the Degnon Contracting
Company to protect his interests. He says that
Messrs. Joline and Robinson practically are em-
ployes of Mr. Ryan, that they are receivers
for both the Metropolitan and the New York
City Railway Company, and their functions as
receivers for the one prevent their exercising the
fullest care for the stockholders of the other.

The Morton Trust Company, also under the
domination of Mr. Ryan, the petition declares,
is used as Mr. Ryan's instrument in the freeze-
out plot. Foreclosure proceedings on the mort-
gage of the Metropolitan Street Railway prop-
erty to the trust company as trustee, which
were instituted recently, are a part of the gen-
eral plan, Mr. Kohn's petition says. Most of
the financia! transactions in which the Metro-
politan has been concerned recently are harshly
criticised, including the Metropolitan Street
Railway Interurban lease, in connection with
which a suit should be brought agains® Mr.
Ryan, the petition says, for restitution of a part
of $23,000,000.

Mr. Kohn, the complainant in the proceed-
ings, is a retired manufacturer living at No.
334 West 72d street. He was formerly president
of the Kohn Steel Works. In 1901, his petition
declares, he bought 500 shares of Metropolitan
stock at 170, the market price, urged thereto by
“reason of reports published and sent forth by
Thomas F. Ryan and directors of the Metropoli-
tan as to the enormous earnings of the com-
pany.” This stock, purchased in open market,
Mr. Kohn says he now believes was the stock of
Mr. Ryan and assoclates, unloaded on an un-
suspecting public.

In 1802, his petition continues, Mr. Ryan and
associates, “for purposes of their own,” con-
ceived the idea of leasing the Metropolitan to
the Interurban, and a lease “of extremely doubt-
ful legality and valldity” was entered into. By
the terms of this lease the Interurban took the
Metropolitan for 939 years, agreeing to pay a
rental of 7 per cent yearly dividends on the
stock of the latter company. Also it took over
a large quantity of valuable securities, agree-
ing to pay therefor $23,000.000. The petition al-
leges that all of this $23,000,060 was not turned
over and that the directors and “said Thomas
F. Ryan have never properly accounted for such
part” as was turned over to them.

In connection with this lease the Metropolitan
Street Rallway gave a mortgage on all its prop-
erty to the Morton Trust Company as trustee.
That company, too, was dominated by Mr Ryan,
the petition goes on The avowed purpose ,of
this mortgage was to substitute the bonds to be
issued thereunder for the bonds then outstand-
ing. Prior to that time Ryan and his associates
had been heavy holders of stock: but they pro-
cured the petitioner and others “to purchase said
stock at enormous prices by making said state-
ments and by declaring and paying dividends on
the stock of sajid Metropolitan Street Rallway
Company in excess of the earnings thereof and
by paying said dividends out of capital and not
out of earnings, and thus said Ryan and his as-
sociates sold and unloaded nearly all of their
said stock on the public at enormous prices, and
have sinca become and are now largely interest-
ed in the bonds of said Metropolitan Street Rail-
way Company, secured by sald mortgage to the
Morton Trust Company.”

Brooklynites Say Tt Should Go to
Prospect Park Entrance.

About two hundred persons, ineluding Republican
State Chairman Timothy L. Woodruff, Senater
Eugene M. Travis, Assemblyman Charles F. Mur.
phy and ex-Mayor David A. Boody, yesterday
urged the Public Service Commission to extend
the Brooklyn subway from Atlantic and Flatbush
avenues, its present terminus, to the Willink en-
trance to Prospect Park. This extension would be
about one mile. All the speakers at the hearing
said no other mile of subway could be buflt in
Brooklyn which would be of so much value.

Ex-Senator George W. Brush acted as master of
ceremonies. Ex-Mayor Boody said the proposed
extension would be of almost inestimable value,
as it would connect with the Brighton Beach line
and would aid in furpishing relief to the Brooklyn-
ites. James Graham, of the 324 Ward Citizens
Association, said the line would accommodate five
hundred thousand persons living in detached
houses. Lewis H. Pounds, of the Flatbush Tax-
payers’ Assoclation, spoke of the great bullding
boom in that neighborhood. and declared that the
prople there would be so giad to get this subway
that they would pay an extra fare on the surface
cars for a short distance.

Walier B. Brown, of the Transit Reforny League,
and Frank S. Farwell, of the South Midwood Resi-
dents’ Associatien, told of the hardships of presant
transit to Flatbush. Franklin W. Hooper, direc-
tor of the Breoklyn Institute of Arts and Sciences,
sald the greatest obstacle to the growth of that in-
stitution was the lack of adequate transit facilities,

Richard Young, formerly Park Commissioner, af-
ter telling of the great number of houses recently
buiit in Flatbush, gave free vent to his wrath.

NO RELATIVE OF MRS. SMITH APPEARS

Although almost three days have slapsed sinca
Mrs. Grace Smith killed her husband, burned her
home at New Rochelle, and then ended her own
life, her body still remains unclaimed at George
T. Davis's morgue, in New Rochelle. Aside from
the two mysterious women who called at the
morgue and looked at the body, no one has ap-
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taking charge of the Metropolitan's properties,
and the directors of that company, “In violation
of their duties, assisted in the atlempt to wreck
this company,” and, “acting under the orders™ of
Mr. Ryan, had a petition prepared that Messrs.
Joline and Robinson be made receivers for the
Metropolitan. ‘Then, as receivers for the New
York City Railway Company, it is declared, they
defaulted in the payment of an Instalment of
rent amounting to about $910,000 due to the
Metropolitan Street Railway stockholders on
October 15. But “sald Joline and Robinson, as
receivers of the Metropolitan Street Railway
Company, have not brought any suit against
themselves as recelvers of the City Rallway
Company to recover such instalment of rent and
have not in any way attempted to assert any
right of any kind against themselves as receiv-
ers of the City Rallway Company on account of
such default.”

Notwithstanding that the City Rallway Com-
pany at the end of the year hardly will be able
to fulfil the terms of the lease, the receivers sit
still, says the petition, and have shown that “it
{s their purpose to assert that as receivers of
the Metropolitan they are not required” to do
anything to assert its rights in the lease. The
directors, in violation of their duties, “have
supported this destructive attitude.”

Immediately after the appointment of Messrs.
Joline and Robinson Mr. Ryan “had said Ryan's
Morton Trust Company as trustee fille an inde-
pendent suit” to have them appointed receivers
in that suit. The general counsel of the trust
company, says the petition, i{s Ryan's personal
counsel, is the general counsel of all of Ryan's
railways in this city, and the petitioner believes
that he instituted or directed all these proceed-
ings.
