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"EARL OF MANVERS.

Wike J. P. Morgan, Belongs to the
Picrrepont Family.

Lord Manvers, who has sustained such severe
tnjuries in the hunting field while fulfilling his
Qutles as mester of the Rufford Hounds, is a man
in the neighborhood of sixty, and the chief of the
English branch of the House of Pierrepont, to
which he, like J. Pierpont Morgan, however, be-
jongs through descent on the distaff side, and the
principal representative in the male line of which
ts Henry Evelyn Plerrepont, of Columbia Heights,
Brooklyn, the family having become extinct in the
male line in England.

The founder of the family, Sir Robert de Plerre-
pont, was one of the companions in arms of Will-
fam the Conqueror at the battle of Hastings, and
received from that monarch the manor of Holme
Pierpont, in Yorkshire, of which he was the first
jord. The chief of the family in the seventeenth
century in the male line direct was Sir George
Pierrepont, whose grandson became the Earl of
Kingston-upon-Hull, Marquis of Dorchester and
Duke of Kingston. His son Evelyn, the second
Duke of Kingston, who married the famous beauty
Etizabeth Chudleigh, died without issue, the Eng-
lish line of Pierreponts thereby becoming extinct
in the male line. He left the whole of his vast
fortune to the duchess, whereupon Philip Meadows,
who had married the duke's only sister, Lady
Frances Plerrepont, brought charges agalnst the
éuchess, to the effect that her marriage with the
duke had been of a bigamous and, therefore, in-
valid character.

A sensational trizl of the duchess by the House of
Lords showed that prior to her marriage to the
@uke she had been secretly married to Augustus
Hervey, a lieutenant of the royal navy, who had
in the mean while become Earl of Bristol, and
from whom she had never obtained a divorce.
Ehe was therefore convicted of bigamy by her
peers, end in consequence thereof divested of the
title and style of Duchess of Kingston. This had
the effect of reducing her to the status of Countess
of Bristol. The penalty of bigamy in those days
was death. But as Countess of Bristol she was
eble to plead the privilege of the peerage, and
escaped all punishment beyrond the payment of the
fees of the trial and of certain fines. This she was
well &ble to do. For while her convietion
of bigamy cost her her strawberry-leaved coronet
of duchess, it left her in the possession of the
great fortune of the duke, while Philip Meadows,
who was responsible for the suit against her,
fourd himself completely ruined.

The ex-duchess retired to the Continent, and
having during her extraordinary career played a
role in the lives of Frederick the Great of Prussia,
of Voltaire, of the Electoress of Saxony and of
other great personages of her time, dled at the
"hateau de St. Assise, near Fontainebleau, when
it was found that, perhaps by reason of compunc-
tion, she had jeft the fortune which she had in-
herited from the duke to one of the latter's
rephews, Charles Meadows, that is to say, the son
of the man who had robbed her of her titla of
duchess, and whom ghe Lad ruined. On coming
into possession of all the property of his mother's
brother, the iast Duke of Kingston, at the death
of the ex-duchess Charles Meadows assumed by
permission of the crown the pzatronymic and the
&rms of the Plerrepcnt family, and was eventually
raised to the peerage, first as Baron Pierrepont of
Holme Pierpont, as Viscount of Newark-on-Trent,
and as Earl Manvers. The present Lord Manvers
is the fourth earl of the line in direct male suc-
cession.

Eir George Pierrepont, the grandfather of the
first Duke of Kingston, had a younger son of the
name of Willlam Pierrepent, whose son James
Pierrepont came to America and died at Ipswich,

Mass., toward the end of the seventeenth century, |

leaving two sons. namely, John and Robert, From
these the jate Jullet Fierpont, the mother of J.
Pierpont Morgan, and Henry Bvelyn Pierrepont, of
Brookiyn, are descended in a direct line. But while
the Plerreponts of America may justly claim io
represent the maile line of the ancient and histcrio
Anglo-Norman House of Pierrepont, they can put
forward no pretemsions to any of the honors and
esiates of Evelyn Plerrepent, the last Duke of
Kingston, since the varicus peerages which he pos-
sessed were acquired by his fauiher considerably
after the other branch of his fumily had emigrai-
ed to America.

The principal country seat of Lord Manvers,
which was formerly the Lome of the two Plerre-
pont Dukes of Kingston and which ® was be-
qQueathed to the first Eari of Manvers by the big-
amous ex-Duchess of Kingston, is Thoresby, in
Bherwood Forest, which is justly regarded as the
architectural pride of the ““Dukeries.” It stands,
s0 to speak, ensnrined in an immenss park,
emong the features of which are the guaint and
gnarled oid ouks, beneath the shade of which bold
Robin #Hood was wont to roam in dayvs of old. It
was the home, too, of Lady Mary Wortley Montagu,
and is familier as sucn to the ;-e.adn.rs of her writ-
tngs. The mansion has been on eeveral occasions
visited by fire, but was {0 a great extent rebuilt
by the late ear], whose widow is a most charming
old Scotch-French woman, tie daughter of the last
¥rench Duc de Coigny. Let me add that the
Pierrepont family hall originally from the Castle
of Pierrepont, on the borders of Picardy, the ruins
of which are still in existence.

NEW LORD CHFSHAM AN ETON BOY.

1L.ord Chesham had so many narrow escapes from
death through croppers in the hunting field, sus-
tzining on several occasions quite severe injuries,
that t{hie news the other day that he had broken his
neck while following the Pytchley hounds, though
1t shocked his numerous friends and acquaintances,
can searcely have syrprised them. He was a tall,
heavy man, considerably over six feet, was obliged
to ride big, powerful horses to earry his weight,
and, being in the neighborhood of sixty, fell ex-
tremely heavily when hé did come a cropper. Con-
tecuently, when his horse in taking a fence caught
his Jeet in some wire and turned a somersault,
throwing its rider on lils head, it is not astonish-
ing that his neck should have been hroken. At one
time it was thought that Lord Chesham would
ehandon hunting. For his younger daughter, Mar-
jorie, & child whom he literally fdolized, was killed
in the hunting field some years ago by being
thrown from her pony and dragged along, shock-
ingly pounded by the horse’s hoofs, her foot hav-
ing caught in the stirrup. Lord Chesham'’s eldest
son was killed while serving as an officer of the
17th Lanecers in the Boer war, and the only sur-
viving son, who has now become third Lord ~?hfea-
hem, and who has succeeded to the extensive
estates of his father, is an Eton schoolboy of the
age of fourteen.

The late Lord Chesham was the chief of one of
the younger branches of the historic house of
Cavendish, the head of which is the Duke of
Devonshire, and in the early stages of the South
African war inanaged to raise in a few weeks'
tine & force of some eight thousand volunteer
caveiry, composed of men who had all received
some cavalry training, either in the army or in
the yeomanry, performing, in conjunction with
Lord Lonsdzle, much the same task as that ac-
eompliished In this country by President Roosevelt
end General Leonard Wood when, on the outbreak
of the war with Spain in 185, the former organized
the corps of Rough Ridérs. For his services in
this regpect and also in the field during the war
Lord Chesham was restored to the regular army
with the rank of major general (he had retired in
1979 as & subaitern), besides receiving the military
star of Knight Commander of the Order of the
Bath, .

* Latimer, the principal home of the late and new
Lord Chesham, is one of the finest Elizabethan
in Buck hire. Standing in a grand
®14 park of over a thousand acres, it has been
the home of the Cavendishes ever since the reign
of the Virgin Queen. Charles I spent considerable
tme at Latimer while a prisoner of Parllament,
and,.according to contemporary history, was fond
of looking out upon the peaceful view from the
front of the house across the River Chess to the
woods of the Chenies. The mansion has been mod-
ernized, though with taste and discretion. While
stately, It is tially a ) ly. cosey looking
house, the front charmingly clothed witli creepers.
It 1s full of family portralts of great value and
of 6ld masters, Sir Joshpa Reynolds, Titian, Mu-
rillo, ete., belng represented on the walls. The

married Lord Chesham's sister, was popularly
known, espeeclally in his younger days, as “Fatty"
Cavendish. This was due not so much to his own
avoirdupois as to that of his father, whose girth
was absolutely colossal. In spite of his enormous
bulk, which rendered walking a matter of some
difficulty, the second Lord Chesham insisted on
always going on foot to church on Sunday, refusing
to allow his horses to be worked on that day, and
on one occasion, when the servants rebelled and
insisted upon riding the considerable distance be-
tween Latimer and the parish church, he had them
driven in an omnibus, at a funercal walking pace,
he himself trudging behind in the rain afoot, under
an umbrella, as if he were the chief mourner.

ORIGIN OF THE OMNIBUS.

Talking of omnibuses, which now play so im-
portant a role in modern life, it may be of in-
terest to state that aithough they seem to have
been known in the times of the ancient Romans
(since a bass relief dating from the reign of the
Cesars may be seen in a museum of antiquities at
Dijon, representing a vehicle which is nothing morve
or less than an ommibus, drawn by two horses,
with the driver snugly seated on the box and the
passengers looking out of the windows), yet they
were unknown in the Middle Ages, and were first
revived by the Duc de Rohan at Paris in the réfzn
of Louis XIV by virtue of the latter's roval decree,
which called into being the first omnibus com-
pany, with the Duc de Rohan as its president and
the celebrated Pascal as one of the directoers. The
fnauguration of the enterprise partook of the nat-
ure of a state ceremony, which was attended by
the great dignitaries of the court and of the gov-
ernment in their robes of office, the drivers of the
dozen gmnibuses being arrayed in blue liveries,
with f¥e royal arms embroidered on the stomach
and the city arms on the back. Escorts of cavalry
and of infantry accompanied the omnibuses on their
initial trip, together with public criers, who threat-
ened on the part of the King severe penalties
against any one who should injure the new vehi-
cles, obstruct their progress or annoy the passen-
gers. Each of the coaches was numbered, so that
an insolent driver or inattentive footman could be
easily brought to book.

For a time the Parisians were delighted with the
new service. But the noveity wore off, the num-
ber of passengers began to decrease, and within
four years after their introduction the omnibuses
had vanished from the streets of Paris, not to
reappear until 1828. Then they proved far more
popular, and what served, more than anything
else to establish them in the good will of the pub-
lic was tha role which, after being overturned,
they weva able to play in the construction of bar-
ricades in the Revolution of 1830, which robbed
Charles X of his crown and landed the Duke of
Origans on the throne as King Louis Philippe. In
London they made their appearance about the same
time, thanks to the enterprise of a man of the
name of Shillibeer, celebrated as a cheap funeral
contractor.

ARDEE TO WED DUNRAVEN'S DAUGHTER.

Lord Ardee, who pald a prolonged visit to Amer-
fca three years ago, and spent the season from
1904 to 1905 in New York, has just become engaged
to Ledy Aileen Wyndham Quin, only surviving
child of Lord Dunraven. She will be remembered
as having accompanied her father on several of
his trips to America, notably in connection with
the races of his boats, the Valkyries I and II, for
the America's Cup. Lady Aflleen is a little over
thirty, and Lord Ardee several years her senior.
He is a lieutenant colonel of the Grenadier Guards,
with which he served with considerable distinc-
tion throughout the South African war, and s the
eldest son and heir of the Earl of Meath. The
latter is the chief of the house of Brabazon, and
makes his principal home =at Killruddery, near
Bray, In the County Wicklow, whence Sir Walter
Scott, a frequent visitor at Killruddery, took his
idea of the novel of *“*St. Ronan's Well.”

Lord Meath is probably the most useful mem-
ber of the upper house of the British Legislature
at Westminster, and, together with his countess,
has originated and organized no end of philan-
thropic enterprises. He is descended from Jacques
de Brabazon, surnamed “The Great Warrior,”
who, one of the principal lleutenants of Willlam
the Ceonquersr, has his name recorded as such
on the roil of RBattle Abbey. The wife of the
fourth Earl Meath was the Countess “Doll” of
Dean Swift, whose humorous epitaph on her and
her seconfl husband, General Richard Gorges,
entitled *Dolly and Dickie,” is well known.

The only merit about the play was its
incidental satire on the rizor and bigotry sometimes
developed in a rural priesthood, the chaplain of the
parish being represented as an unrelenting judge
of human frallties, In striking contrast with the
humanity and charity of his elder and more experi-
enced associate. The two clerical roles were plaved
with force by Adolf Winds and Ernest Sauermann,
and a half witted brother, taken by Max Liebl,
brought a welcome touch of naturalism Into the
atmosphere. But the two lovers were burdened
with a load of theatricality and unreality, which,
with the best intentions, they ecould not é¢arry.

NEW HOME FOR SAILORS

Cornerstone Laid—Tribute to Mrs.
Sage, Who Gave $150,000.

The cornerstone of the new home and institute
for merchant seamen, at West and Jane streets,
to which Mrs. Margaret Olivia Sage, widow of
Russell Sage, contributed $§1350,000, was laid yes-
terday under the pi of the Amerh Sea-
men's Friend Society. When completed, which the
society hopes will be next August, the new insti-
tution will be the best equipped of its kind In the
world.

The Rev. Dr. Charles A. Stoddard, president of
the soclety that is buillding this new haven for
sailors, who presided at the exercises and laid the
cornerstone, told in his address of the purposes
of the society and its growth and work since its
organization in the year 1828., He read this letter
from Mrs. Sage, addressed to him at the time
she forwarded her contribution:

Inclosed please find the check for $130,000 which
1 _promised to send you for the Beamen's Home.
May it be a refuge to the sallor on land and lead
to the refuge beyond land and sea.

Dr. Stoddard said in part:

The American Seamen's Friend Society is In its
eightieth year in the Port of New York, and in
}hen?hlollzlrs]eore ears it th.::ﬂestd:lhhod ibtlul:k:g:

or the help and care o ors in ports of a
nations of mankind. In the year lg’l a beginning
was made toward providing in New York funds for
the erection of a house devoted to the interests of
the seamen. With great faith the fathers of the
society, having on hand the sum of $135, began the
movement which culminated In the erection of the
old Sailors’ Home, No. 1% Cherry street, New
York, which was a place of refuge to the sailors
of New York for sixty-five vears.

By reason of city improvements this old land-
mark was removed, and the year just passed has
seen the launching of a new project continuing on
modern lines the ancient policy of the soclety. The
condition of the Port of New York is decidedly bad.
Crimiping Is rampant. The urgent need of New
York at the present time is an institute such as
every first class, many second, and some third rate
ports provide for seamen.

Ieaving this city there are two hundred and fifty
thousand seamen every vyear. Within one mile
north and south of this building there are fifty-five
hundred sailors daily by actual count. These men
are of every nationality, but each is accessible to
friendly inauences. We do not offer them char-
ity, excepting temporary help, and that to those
who are shipwrecked, sick and destitute; for such
we provide promptly; but we help them to help
themselves, to maintain their self-respect, to re-
sist temptation. That s what this building means:
that is what Mrs. Sage meant when she prayed
that it might *"‘be a refuge to the sallor en land
and Jead to the refuze beyond land and sea.”
Preaching the gospel of love to sailors is a great
thing and has a large part in the givine plan, but
practising the gospel of love is a greater thing.

The new home and Institute Is being built on a
plot of ground that measures 135 by 65 feet. It
will have five stories.
ing and furnishings will be $325,000. There will be
rooms to accommodate about twd hundred men.
The institute will have banking facllities, where
sailors may deposit their wages; reading, writ-
ing and smoking rooms, billlards and pool, bowl-
ing alleys, swimming tank, concert hall, restau-
rant and chapel.

DISCUSS SCHOOI. SONGS.

Dr. Maxwell Says No Changes H ave
Been Ordered in Books.

Members of the committee on elementary schools,
the same committee which reported the recom-
mandation to the Board of Education for elimi-
nating all religious features from Christmas exer-
clses In the public schools, discussed yesterday at
thelr meeting In the Education Building, Park ave-
nue and 50th street, the anti-relizious report and
the criticlsm that followed its adoption. No formal
actlon was taken on the subject, said two of those
present, the discussion being limited to personal
opinions. Dr. William H. Maxwell, City Superin-
tendent of Schools, who was also present, made
this brief statement regarding the repocrt that
textbooks had been changed to meet new condi-
tions imposed by the board:

“No one has authorized any alterations in the
text of any bocks now In use in the public schools,
notwithstanding the reports to the contrary.”

1le was reminded of the assertion that publish-
ers had already begun the work of eliminaling all
sectarian songs and hymns from fifty books. Super-
intendent Maxwell replied that no one one in the

Department of Education had given orders for

changes in the text of schoolbooks. He added that,
if the work was in progress, the publishers of
schoolbooks were doing so on their own responsi-
binty.

The subject will probably be brought up to-day
at the meeting of the Board of Education. It is
expected also that representatives of religious or-
ganizations and clergymen wiil attend the session
to enter protest, if the opportunity arises, against
the resolution adopted by the board. It was ru-
mored that the board might rescind its action be-
cause of the pressure from various religious
sources, but three members of the board who were
seen said there was no probabllity of that.

GRAND OPERA IN PHILADELPHIA.

Metropolitan Company Opens Eighteen
Weeks' Season with “Mefistofele.”

Philadelphia, Now. 26.—The Philadelphia season
of grand opera by the Metropolitan Opera Companry
under the direction of Heinrich Conried began to-
night. The occasion was brilllant, the boxes and
seats belng occupled by the leaders of Philadelphia
soclety.

Bolto's “Mefistofele,” with Geraldine Farrar and
Challapine, the Russian basso, in the leading parts,
was the first night's offering.

This year the season has been extended two
weeks, and it promises to be the most successful
of all grand opera presentations in this city in
recent years. The Academy of Music was crowded
to {its utmost capacity to-night, and the state-
ment {s made that practically every seat for the
season of eighteen weeks has already been sold.

HARVARD FPROFESSOR DROPS DEAD.

Minton Warren, of Latin Department, Suc-
cumbs to Heart Trouble.

Cambridge, Mass., Nov. 26.—Minton Warren, for
the last eight years Pope professor of Latin at Har-
vard University, dropped dead from heart trouble
at his home, No. 105 Irving street, Igte to-day.

Professor Warren was born in Providence in
1850. He was graduated from Tufts College in 1570,
and recelved the degrees of Ph. D. from Stras-
burg University in 1899, and Ll. D. from Tufts
in 1899, from Columbia in 1900 and from the Uni-
versity of Wisconsin in 1902. Mr. Warren was
professor of Latin at Johns Hopkins University
prior to 1889; he was director of the American
School of Classical Studies at Rome in 1896-'97, and
president of the American Phililogical Association
in 1897'98. He was made Pope professor of Latin
at Harvard in 1899,
