o'clock to-night. The statement follows:

The bids for the $30,000,000 of Panama Canal
bonds invited by the Secretary’s circular of
November 18 were opened this evening in the
Treasury Deparunent. There were more than
three thousand bids and ,he loan was many
tithes oversubscribed. No complete tabulation
has been possible as vet, but it can be stated
that the average price is well above the present
market price of the bonds. Owing to the large
number of bids to be considered it will be im-
practicabie to make an ailotment immediately,
but the Secretary will be prepared to give fur-
ther information on Monday.
