He had those a year and more 280,
but saw no possibility of the adoption of such a
measure as he deemed prudent, in view of the
composition of the House committee, which
would have to deal with it. Consequently, he
was obliged to content himself with the mod-
erate and tentatively remedial enactment of the
last Congress.

The belief that some financlal legislation of a
remedial character will be enacted appears to
be general. Many members of both houses have
measures which they are convinced will prove
the salvation of the finances of the country, and
the prospect of considerable more or less desul-

tory debate is excellent, but the leaders say |

that ultimately something will be done, and
that when it 1s done it will be of a character
far more creditable to the party than any “half
baked” legislation passed under the pressure of
a rapidly passing emergency.
