The
general defence, too, was strong, particularly
when most was required.

lucky chance, and an error of Judgment mili-
tated against this when a drop kick was at-
tempted late in the second half. Beavers, Kr-
win.

Commissioner of the Borough of the BHHKiror
an explanation, and the commissioner s reply was
to the effect that playing over the links at this
season of the year was injurious to trie turf, and

as the aim was always toward an Innprovement
of the existing conditions it was thought hat th

course would be benefited generally and the turf
given a chance to heal riter months of us^e;

The announcement came as a bomb to the golfers

who for years have been accustomed to use the

links throuehout the winter. It has been custom-
ary in the past to close in March, when the frost

is coming out of tho ground. Last spring as a
substitute while the regular course was out of

commission a temporary nine-hole lrcu!t on the

parade grounds was placed at tt.e disposal of the

golfers. It is understood that even this Is to be

omitted during the ensuing winter.
Another point that is annoying to the frequenters

of the pnrk is tho fact that they have for the last

five or six weeks been compelled to put on tem-

porary greens. They have never murmured at
temporary banishment from tho regular greens for

a while each spring, but they fall to see the wis-

dom or justice in such a move in the fall, more
especially when it immediately precedes the entire
Closing of the links.

In the opinion of many, the autumn b the best

time of the year for a thorough enjoyment of trie

game. The golfers also claim that their troubles
were made the more acute because of the lack of

care displayed in the selection of place* for the
temporary greens. They say some of tho holes

have been put in ridiculous places.
The New York Golf Club, which haa its head-

auarters at Van Cortlandt, is to have a meet-
jntr shortly, when some form of protest will t.e

drafted. It is not unlikely that a petition signed

by several hundred frequenters of the links, will be
presented to. the Commissioner. A number of In-

dividual letters will also be written. This action
in closing the course is keenly felt by those who

made a practice of playing there on Saturdays ana
Sundays the year round.

As for a course being benefited by winter closing

it is now a pretty generally accepted theory among

the hundreds of private clubs that play in the cold

weather Is in no wise harmful. A little attention
in the spring Is aU that Is necessary- to place the
turf in normal condition and make the lies as good
ls ever. There Is only one private club of any im-

portance in the metropolitan district that closes
its links during the winter.
