Hereafter that road, which now com-
petes on equa! terms with the Pennsylvania, is
moving from Newark to Jersey City freight des-
tined for New BEngland points, will be obliged
to carry that freight to Daston, a haul of many
miles, when connection is made with the Pough-
keepsie Bridge route, controlled by the New
Haven.

New Haven, Dec. 2—As recards the cancellation
prders of the New York, New Haven & Hartford
Raiiroad, it is stated here that arguments by the
Central Raflroad of New Jersey and the allied
companies against the canc ellation have salready
been made before the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission based on the assertion that the cancella-
tion order is fllegally discriminative, so long as the
New Hawven road maintains the old traffic arrange-
ment with the Lehigh Valley and the Pennsylvania.
A hearing of the New Haven's side of the question
will probably be held before the Interstate Com-
merce Commission this week.

THE REV. DR. ELIJAH EYNON CHIVERS.

Ridgewood, N. J, Dec. 2—The Rev. Dr. Clijah
Evnon Chivers, field secretary of the Baptist H';me
Mission Society and formerly secretary of the Bap-
tist Young People’s Union, died at his home here
to-day at the age of fif seven years.

Dr. Chivers reached his home last Wednesday in
an exhaust2d and broken down condition. He had
been engaged in his missionary work in New Mex-
ico, but for the last v weeks had been out of
communication with h relatives, who could get
no clew to his whereabouts. His sudden return to
his home was a surprise to both relatives and
friends, who had become alarmed at receiving no
word from him.

Dr. Chivers was a native of Wales, having been
born in Maesteg, Glamorganshire, on (l(:{c;hc'r 8.
1850. He was educated at Cr: House Academ
Swansea; Haverfordwest Baptist College and Re
gents Park College, London,

Coming to America in 1870, he soon became pas-
tor of the Baptist church at Waterford, Saratoga
County, N. Y.,
to the Prospect Avenue Baptist Church in Buffalo.
His ministry in that church covered a period of

twenty-two years, and was twice marked by the !

building of new structures to accommodate the
growth of the congregation.

In 18% Dr. Chivers resigned to become secratary
of the American Baptist Missionary Union, with
headqu ers in this city. He held this post for

thr<e years and then took up the editorship of
“The Baptist Union,” while acting as general sec-
retary of the Baptist Young People’s Union.
