The Emperor is credited
with a strong desire to have some practical
proof that Germany and England are on the
frteud!ieft possible terms, and the King is re-
ported to have assented to the proposal that one
or twn minor controversies respecting the kast
and West African frontiers shall be adjusted.
This explanation seems meore probable than
megotiationg over Morocco or Portugal, which
would excite resentment at Parie, 2fadrid and
Lisbon.

The Emperor has succeeded in making him-
self conspicuous in his retirenent without em-
ploying throat specialists and confirming the
dolefu] predictions of senzational correspondents.
He has narronly escaped heing drawn into &
newspaper controversy. His social a"th'hlr in
the south of England have attracted much at-
tentton and his prolonged stay has strength-
«ned his popularity with the masses.

The good feeling between Germany and Eng-
Jand deoes mot involve the abatement of naval
ardor. The German government is committed
to costly construction and the British Admiralty
has demande’ a considerable increase in the
neval estimates. This has been a stumbling
block for the Liberal ministry, which is bent
upon carrying out the pledges of retrenchment.
The maval estimates have been revised several
times, and the utmost which the economists have
accomplished is to veto any increase over this
wear's figures. Reductions are mnecessary in
both Lord Tweedmouth's and Mr. Haldane's
estimates if Mr. Asquith is to have a maregin
for old age pensions, and these are not yet in
sight, although the Prime Minister hefore leav-
ing London insisted that economies must be
effected. It would not be difficult for the two mon-
archs to reach an understanding on this sub-
ject while lunching together at the palace, but
that would be little less than a miracle.

Another question which has caused the Prime
Minister much vexation %e the selection of a new
RBishop of Chichester. The transfer of the Bishop
of Sodor and Man to Nepcastle gave satis-
fa-tion to the evangelical siction of the English
Church and the Nonconformists, and the Prime
Alinister has been anxious to make another ap-
pointment equally agreeable to his political sup-
porters. The rumor mongers report that the
Xing objected to his candidate and suggested
the transfer of the Bishop of Stepney to Chi-
chester, and the Prime Minister was unwilling
to comply. knowing that he would be charged
with surrendering to the High Church men. This
may be irresponsible gossip, but the delay in
making the appointment implies something of
the kind, with the probability that a com-
promise candidate finally will be found. The
transfer of the Bishop of Southwark has been
suggested, and Dean Lefroy and Archdeacon
Sinclair are also named.

The rumors respecting Mr. Birrell's Irish uni-
versity bill have a sounder foundation since Dr.
Traill, provost of Trinity College, Dublin, has
announced that he has received definite assur-
snce that proposed legislation will not affect
that institution. This may release Mr. Birrell
from the opposition which followed Mr. Bryce's
tentative proposal last spring, but it will not
make it easier for him to find a middle course
which will satisfy the Roman Catholics in
Ireland without estranging the Eritish Non-
conformists. Mr. Birrell needs a large and un-
failing supply of optimismn, for the Irish ad-
ministration becomes each week more difficult.
Cattle driving and agrarian outrages are in~
creasing and juries cannot be depended upon to
convict the offenders. Lord Ardilaun has re-
fused to sell land to the estate commissloners
hecause the agitators are acting lawlessly and
tryving to bundle the graziers out of the country.
The progress of land purchase has been sus-
pended in many sections. The trade is
breaking up and the authority of the Crown is
undermined.

The situation there is more serious than in
Zululand, where the colonial authorities are
prepared for the emergency of native unrest and
are not embarrassed by political considerations.

WARRANT FOR ZULU KING.

British Troops Will Take Field if He Does
Not Surrender.

Pletermaritzburg, Dec. 7.—Magistrate Stuart has
been irtrusted with a warraut for the arrest of
Dinizulu, the Zululand king, whose Joyvalty has
heen questioned and whose alleged support of the
rebels is declared to be responsible for the threat-
ening situation in Natal arising from the increas-
ing boldness of the natives. Mr. Stuart will go at
enoe to Unutu, the Zulu capital.

Should Din'zulu refuse to come In and stand trial
hy = civil court, the military forces already mob-
tlized will take the field immediately. Lairge num-
bers of Natal troops have been stationed on- the
irontier. The authorities are mindful of past out-
breaks In Zululand, and realize that any prelimi-
nary reverse would set the whole country aflame.

Reecent murders and outrages, including the kill-
ing in Zululand of iwo chiefs who were friendly to
Great Britain, have caused uneasiness throughout
NWatal, and particularly in the border settlements.
The Governor hes iesued a proclamation directing
that the forces mow in Zululand be strengtheged,
anéd calling on all persons to renuer assistance, if
yoguired, in the work of restoring order.

ISSION OF TAKAHIRA.

Restoration of Cordial Relations His

Aim as Ambassador.

Rome, Dec. T.—According to the statement
given out authoritatively to-night, the transfer
of Baron Takahira as Japanese An.bassador to
Washington, although almost certain, has not
been officlally ordered. He is still exchanging
telegrams with Tokio on the subject.

It is expected that his nomination for the post
at Washington will be announced soon after the
arrival of Viscount Aoki, the present ambassa-
dor, in Japan. Meanwhile Baron Takahira and
the Japanese government are discussing,
through the mediuin of telegrams, the several
questions connected with the Japanese-American
situation.

The ambition of Baron Takahira, should he
receive this appointment, would be to bring as
speedily as possible the relations hetween the
two countries to the degree of cordiality which
existed in 1905, when he left America.

WHAT IS SAID OF MESSAGE

Restriction of Trusts—Cause of the
Monetary Crisis.

Paris, Dec. 7.—President Roosevelt's message
s widely discussed here and elicits the opinion
throughout France that the United States i«
ahout to enter upon what is deseribed by the
conservative Republican organ, “Le Temps,” as
a policy of imperialism in industrial economy
and finance that will have a great and, on the
whole, beneficial effect upon the rest of the
world. The Paris and the provinclal papers
without exception express the convietion that
Mr. Roosevelt has at his back the great masses
of the American people, notwithstanding the
violent hostility of important financial groups

in the Eastern States.

The general feeling here, which is expre
by the “Journal des Débats,” is that the Pres-
ident's plan of diseriminating between good
trusts and bad trusts by restricting the opera-
tions of the latter and at the same time accord-
ing the necessary freedom of action to the for-
mer will be almost impossible to put into prac-
tical execution because It engages the federal
government in a maze of responsibilities and
requires the most complicated legislation.

The opinions of the leading Paris bankers are
that the most efficaclous measure to prevent the
recurrence of a crisis in the United States ish
not so much the increase of monetary circula-
tion as the restriction of industrial and specu-
lative enterprise, the artificial inflation of which
is regarded here hs the primary cajise of the
present situation.

OSCAR DYING.

KING

End of Sweden’s Venerable Monarch

Momentarily Expected.

Stockholm, Dec. 7.—The following bulletin on
the condition of King Oscar was issued at 10
o'clock this evening:

The King to all appearances passed a painiess
day. No essential change in his strength has
heen noticed since the last bulletin. His res-
piration is still irregular.

King Oscar was unconscious practically all
day, and the end is expected at any moment.
The final sacraments have been administered
and all the members of the royal family are
gathered at the bedside of the venerable mon-
arch. The patient has had occasfonal moments
of consciousness when he recognized those about
him, but these have been of short duration.
Shortly after G o'clock this evening the King
was able to utter the word “Thanks” to his
doctors for their ministrations, but since then
ha has not spoken.

Although the theatres of
amusement were open as usual this evening, the
crowd, numbering thousands. patiently waiting
in a pouring rain in front of the palace, testified
to the popular sympathy for the aged monarch.
His majesty had been removed In his bed nt
noon to his study when still unconsclous, This
measurs was taken to enable all the family and
the officlals to be present at the last moments
without undue crowding.

Sardou’s Seventy-sivth Production
Seen in Paris.

Parle, Dec. 7.—The successful production to-
night at the Theatre de la Porte Saint Martin
of Victorien Sardew's drama, In a prologue and
five acts, entitled “L'Affaire des Poisons,” which
is hls seventy-sixth play, shows that the hand
of the veteran dramatist has lost none of its
cunning. nor have his methods aged. The plot
deals with the discovery by Louis XIV of the
great polson conspiracy In which the Marquise
de Montespan was implicated and which led to
her disgrace. The atmosphere of the reign of
the “roi soleil” is admirably presented. The
scena hetween the Abbé Griffard and Ministers
Colbert dnd Louvois, who wish to prevent the
scandal of disclosures concerning Madame De
Montespan by substituting for the gullty
marchioness an innocent young lady in the reti-
nue of the court, is adroitly made the occaslon
for reiterating the principles that thrilled France
during the Dreyfus case. “L’Affaire des Poi-
sons” was recefved with tremendous applause.

leved, would become one of the most productive
lands in the world.

TAXES RAISED, EXSENDITURES CUT.

Japan Takes lui.m to Impreve Condition
of Empire's Finances.

Tokio, Dec. 7.—A final agreement has been
reached with regard to the financial policy to be
maintalned during the fiscal year 1908-'08. It in-
volves an increase of the taxes on ofl, sake, sugar
and tobaceco, from whi~h it is expected to realize
60,000,000 yen ($20000000). The government has
alse determined to reduce its extraordinary ex-
penditures, including the army and pavy, thus
ernabling 't to meet its liabilities.

Yoshiro Sakatani, Minister of Finance, sald that

the Department of Finance is confident that after |
1910 Japan's financial position will be such as to |
enable ‘the government to undertake the work of |

development on a large scale.

ITALY'S FINANCIAL STATEMENT.

American Economic Depression Held Respon-
sible for Trying Conditions.

Rome, Dec. 7.—Paolo Carcano, the Minister of
the Treasury, presented his financial statement in
the Chamber of Deputies to-day, announcing that
the surplus in the Budget of 1%6-'07 had been

$17,3%0,00 and that in the Budget of 1%7-'08 it would

be about 36,000,000,

The Minister sald that conditions in the interior
market liad been trying, as a consequence chiefly
of the American economic depression. During this
cricis Ttaly succeeded In keeping her metal reserves
intact, but the influence of the world economy had
caused a diminution of speculation and the rapid
fall of all except government securities.

The State Bank of Italy contributed $£27,000,000 to
help the situation, and the amelloration already
begun strengthens the hope that conditions now are
on the way to becoming normal. An appropriation
of $2X.00.000 for new railway
proved by the Chamber.

REVENUE CUTTER PEORIA GROUNDED.

Santo Domingo, Dec. 7.—The United States reve-
nue cutter Peoria, which was bringing W. E. Pul-

liam, of the Customs Administration of Santo Do- |

mingo, from the United States, grounded at the en-
trance of the harbor on arriving here to-day.
