As to the ancient poet Sappho, there has been a
dispute for many generations—and so there has
been regarding most of the vile characters in his-
tory. If you and Mr. R. Mawson and other per-
sons cannot accept the evidence of your own eyes,
the fault is not mine. Dr. Johnson once remarked
to a disputant of your order: “Sir, I cannot under-
take to provide you with brains as well as argu-
ment.” .

Your statement that “misquotation is employed
by Mr. Winter to further his arguments” is false.
Your “Breoklyn Eagle” letter was reprinted by
me, exactly as it was first published.

Your citation of Tribune articles about “The
Thief,” on September 10 and on October 16, is an
example of unscrupulous deceit. You well know
that T was in California on September 9, when the
play was produced, and that the notice published in
The Tribune of September 10 was not written by
me. It was written by a reporter who exceeded his
authority In expressing a critical opinion.
